We Usvo two uucxoep-
lionuble pruols of this Inol.flrsl, the allocution of
1'l'is IX to tne bishop* In trie pro-syuodul meeting ol
December 2, I860; second, ihe advice {it\formatio) of
the Secretary oi tbe Couucil, given to tbe bishops on
the Oih ol the same mouth. It sign illes expressly
that tue rule lor iho Couucil was distributed to the
bisnops in the pro synodal meeting of tho 2d of De¬
cember, Jutcr* num. i brevis Aputfolici </»'<.» 27 .Voem-
brie, quod tlci 2 hujn* mrnsis palribui conciiii in con-
yrtgaltone j/rusynodali Ui'tributum est1 The lact. Is,
there lore, clearly esuolistied. In the first publio
session, held December 8, 1809, ibe bull ot tbo con-

vocaiion ot tbe Council was indeed published,
hut unfortunately no one ever thought of ilic neces¬

sity oi legally promulgating the J'ouuUcsl brief pr>
'scribing the rule to be lolloped by tbo Council; and
yet this briri wus the pivot oq which turned nil tne

operations of tnls ecutucnlcul assembly. The brier
loruiddiog the Vatican ouncil to continue its labors
during the interregnum is in a sinulur condition, lor
the directors ot tne Com cu lorgotto publish IL from
this it lollows that tuvseiwo Oriels, lacking that lor-
niality necessary lor promulgation, have never ac¬

quired legal and official Importance. Although i do
not wish to insist on tho legal consequences ol thin
fact, yet it may be uselul to udd a wdfcd.

Lawykk-mkk comparison.

BISHOPS qUIKTLY IUMOKKO AT TUX VATICAN.
This is precisely what look place st the Vatloan

Council. Tne rule tuado by Plus IX. Interfered in
more than one way with the iroedoui ol tbe bisbopa
The sigUtum, tbe exclusion of theologians, tho method
ol argument, tbe iortnaiiOQ ol committees and any
amount ol restrictions expressed lu the rule in ques¬
tion.all these are innovations, proceedings unknown
in the olden time auu to anv councils that huvo been
held up to our day. Tbe bishops orietl out iu vaiu
against this embarras-tng state of ttiiugti. It
was of no use. A supplementary rule aggravat¬
ing tbo poxition was tue sole answer to
tbelr protests. The Ireedom ol the bishops
assembled at tho Vatican Council was therefore
sequestrsiod by a Judgment not legally served. The
judement was tbo briel.Imposing tho rule.

The same
conclusion holds good lor Ihe briel suspending the
sitting* ol the council in case ol an interregnum, end
preventing tlio lathers Irom proceeding to the election
01 the Pope's successor.

Tbe Council wus held at
Constantinople. Pope St. Agatho died, and notwlln-
aiandmg this the Council continued Its sessions,
though the interregnum lasted nearly ten mouths,
and ihe last sessions were liuid under Leo IL,
Agaiho'a successor. The Couuc 1 ot Consiance lasted
lour lull yeare. Virtually the Papal throne was vacaut
most of this tiiuo, unco there were three iuiU-pop.s,
and the doubtlul existence ot the real Pope virtually
Implies a vacancy. The election ol Martin V. look place
inward ibe end oi the Council. The principal ike bul¬
lions el the Coeucil ei Conetauoe, and chlvily in rela¬
tion to tho errore of Buss and Wycliffe, were glveu
out during tbo interregnum. Julius II. died during
the ffiib Council oC Lutorau. No one iiiiigtuecl the
Popo's douih sufficient cause to imeirupt tho Counoil,
which might have continued lis s. anions. When,
therefore, Ihe Vatican Counoil began, in Deoeiuber,
186«, the U,shops assembled coneili«nter oeuid, no-
cording to all iradlltonal rules, couilttuu ineir la-
bora, even m tbo case ol tbe Pope's death.at any
rate, no law etood In tbe wny lorm ally opposing this
ireedom ol action, lu case ihe elvotlun oi a now Pope
induced e aohism tbe Council was ibe proper tribunal
to sottls the manor.

HOW IT GREW TO MATURITY

Compact Between Russia
and Germany.
