reliable witnesr, Lloyd, who kept the tavern at Sur-

rattsvllle. Her previous Hie and history, tbo testi¬
mony of tbose who knew her well, and Catholic

priests ol known probtty and honor, all weot to show

ber otter Incapacity to engage in so dinbollcal a plot.
WIIAT THE TESTIS!OUT SHOWED.

Tbe tostimooy went to show that tbo assassination

of Lincoln was a sudden resolution of Booth on find¬

ing that ibe President was to visit tbo thoaire

! that night, and the basly conspiracy hatched

np with Payne, Atzerodt and Horoid, whs

confined exclusively to tbelr knowledge and

participation. Tbe fact is that Mr. Stanton, Judge
Advocate Holt, Blugbam and Burnett and other

officers oi the government engaged In tbo prosecatlon
were somewhat unbalanced by Iho Imagined greatness
of a conspiracy which did not exts'. Nothing bat such
a belief would josttly tbo treatment to which lbs
prisoners were subjected.

Alzerout and 1 tbintc two others.were masked in
a eiore fitting helmot-llkc white cap wbtch just. led a

breathing bolo for tbo mouth and nostrils. Tbev
were besides manscled at tbo wrists find ankles, and
to tbs latter we're attached « heavy ball end
ebalu. Mrs. Surrutt was not thus masked,
bat she was msoacled at tbe feet
throughout tbs irlul. The masks were removed when
Ibe trial became public, after she expiration of two

weeks, when admission was ohinmod to the Court
only by tbe personal sanction of General Hunter by
curd.

STANTON A DESeOT.
Correspondent.Do yon think tho government

laoctmeed this severity toward the prisonors?
Mr. Tittxan.Mr stsnton was tbo government at

ibet time. He was a man lor whom I still eniertsln a

profouud admiration; a m»n ol the Cromwell type,
strong bat uineollnf, and who to obtain a desired nud
would in an emergency piny despot.strangely out el
pluee under a republican lorra of govnrnmciit. For In¬
stance, what tltouHl be more aacroa tbun the private
correspondence oi a cttlxea ,mummed to tbe
pnbltr. tuatla, yet by Mr. Btaoion's orders 1 assisted
to open hundreds ol letters that passed through tbe
General Post Office at Washington, just n'lor tbe
assassination, when every letter addressed to Cannda
was ibua stopped. Mr. Stanton's justification was that
tbe ngents ol Jefferson Davis who wero then In
Cannda wore Ibe instigators ol tbo assassination plot.
Tbe letters opened tu detect these supposed uiuchim-
tious led lo very curious rosntte in revealing other
matters not directly sought lor, and mnry a brilliant
career ol army officer and politician w.is stultified
by tbese revelations, whioh they little snap. cted would
ever be seen by thu puwerlul War Minister.

"No, I don't believe he gave the details ol his plans
to any jiersou except I'ayne, who serins to buv#pren
his rigbt hand man.' ihu idea that any ol the
Booth laiully bad anything lo do with the
urruogomi'iiis for the assessluutiou is simply
jtroposierous. I knew Junius Brutus Booth, sr.,
una 1 know Ldwin Booth personally, and 1 must say
tbal tbeso two, wttb Jobn Wilkes Booth, have always
boeu tho very pcrsoDitioalion ot all mat is great, good
and noble in man. Junius Bi atus Booth, J r., 1 liuvu
met several times, but I do not know him personally.

Tbe uuusjiul circumstances attending Mr. Cald¬

well's arrest caused rumors to be circulated yerterday
to tbo cfloci that the arrest arose out of transactions
In the pending suit; but this rumor proved on Inves¬
tigation to be wholly unfounded.

He was t>om at Albany in lKStl, unit held tbe olllce of
Alderman fur several terms In tbe Stale capital Ho
tervod during tbo war Willi tbo l'woniy-tllth Albuuy
re.'luteal, hooting tbe rauk of second lieuteosut. In
187b bo wus clcced to tbo Legislature, and bis
uopulnrlty in tbnt body socurod lor him the
nomination tor Congress in 187t), when bo was

eleolod bv 1,000 mujoilty over Ins republican com¬

petitor, Hamilton Harris, son ot tbe woll known United
.States Senator, Ira Harris. He »«' twice married, and
loaves a widow aud latnily.

Sir John Wither Awdry, who died at bis goat, Not-
ton House, CUtpponharo, England, Juno 2, was born
at Swindon, Wilts, In 1705, and wus eduoited at Win¬
chester and Christ Cburctt, Oxford, and was after¬
ward Follow of Oriel College. He .was called to the
Bar ot tbe Mlddlo Temple in 182.', aud was for some
years a I'atsno .ludgo at Bombay and Commissioner
of tho Insolvent Debtors' Court tbero.

Ho married first, in 1830, ihuelueat daughter of
tno llev. Jeremiah Awdry, ot Felsted, F.esex, and sec¬
ond, in 1389, tbe second daughter of tbo BWiop
(Oarr) ol Bombay.

JAMES GILL.
