An Immense crowd Is roaming through the Cnpttol

this (veiling. The weather is charmingly cool. The
Capitol always lights up bcautliuily. Tlio grounds on

(be east front are ailed with people. Tbo Communists
are holding a meeting on tho steps of the east front.
Tbo galleries of the House are crowded, there bolng an
uncommonly large attendance of ladies to wltnoss tbe
closing scenes. The Senate galleries would he lui'
alio, but tho Senate hg4 been lur somo timo
In executivo session and the crowd on that side
patiently wait for tho doors to be reopened. On tbo
House side all the passages leading to tbe galleries
ire erowaed by people who, If tbey cannot see any¬
thing, at any raie may hoar through tbo open doors
tbe Speaker's loud voice as be puts tbo questions, and
the vociferous ayes, lollowed by equally vociferous
hoes, which show that the Houso is pretty equally
divided on most of the eateh questions anil buncombe
resolutions wfaleh urs offered to spend the timo until
Ibp Conlersnce Committee can reach an agreement ou

tbe Saadry Civil bill.
The President and Cabinet are In attendance to look

over and sign bills, and the President lias bad to con¬

sider auddenly tbe appointment of a new cblof of the
Stiver Commission, Mr. Penton having been rejocted
this afternoon.
Tbe Rouse is lively and good bnmored and vnrtons

members are using tbe present occasion 9 flatter
tbelr constituents wltb buncombe resolutions and
even constitutional amendments, Mr. Conger, ol
Michigan, who is in doubt about his re-election, hav¬
ing jost introduced a constitutional amendment pro¬
hibiting tbe payment of war claims, wblen has
passed.

have not beeo stuck loto tho Sundry Civil bill. The
Confercnoo Committso has done what It could to
eliminate jobs from tbat, bat the Seuntors have made
huge additions, most of which tbey lustst on.

Home rcry unusual proceedings look plaoe in execu¬

tive cession ol the Sonata this nliornoou and evening
concerning the nomlnatlouM ot Meters. Kenhen
E. F onion, William 8. Oroesbeck and Francis
A. Walker as Commissioners to represent
the Unliod Et»t< s in tho coming inter¬
national uontorence on tbo silver question. The
iriends or silrer remoustlxition at tba session tbia al-
tarnoon argued tbat at least two of the ibrae Coynnls-
sioners should bo in sytopntby with the movement
lor tbe lurtberiince ol whicb tbo conference waa
devlsad by Congress.

President an opportunity to replace one of them with

The Senate, three boars subsequently, went Into

executive session again, lit# President baring'In Ibo
meantime made no withdrawal. The nomination of
Professor Walker was thereupon confirmed, and that
of Governor Kenton rejected, though no formal vote
was taken upon either ol the nominations.
Upon learning the aetton of the Senate, Uto Presi¬

dent sent in the name of Chaflos B. Lawrence, of
Illinois, In place ol Reuben £. Kenton.
Soon alter tbe Senate went Into executive session

this evening Senator Coukllug, who bad not been pres¬
ent wben Governor Kenton's nomination was this
afteruoou rejected, moved to reeonsider tbe vote of
rejection. U was eompetont for any Senator to
make this motion as no formal vole had beeu taken
on tbe question. Mr. Conkltng contended that
no objections nad been raised against Governor Ken¬
ton's qualifications tor tbe proper discharge of tho
duties of Commtsslooor to tbo monetary conference
wbicb did not apply with greater force to tho new

nominee, Mr. Lawrence. Ho considered Governor
Kenton's acquirements in this special field of in¬

vestigation superior to tboso ol Mr. L twreuce, and
he expressed a strong desire that the former should
yet bo confirmed. These remarks Immediately gtvo
rise to a long discussion, which related almost
exclusively to Mr. Lawrence's fitness and only inci¬
dentally disclosed tbe foot that tho so-callod "sliver
men" In the Senate still adhered to their objections
against Mr. Kenton on the ground that he is a be¬
liever in the single gold standard theory and that at
least two of tbo three oomtnlssioners onglit to he in

sympathy with tbe doable standard movement, to
promote w.hich the conference was originated.
At tbo uloso ol tho debate, which lasted until nearly

bait-past clevon o'olock, a voto was taken on Mr.
Conkltog's motion to reconsider Governor Kenton's re¬

jection, and It was defeated by two majority, tnera

being yeas 23, uays 25. Tbe division won mainly
upon linos of financial viows. -Senator Kernan did
uot vote.
Tbe nomination of Mr. Lawrence was then reported

back from the Committee on Klnanue with a

lavorablo recommendation, and Mr. Morrill moved
that it be forthwith confirmed. A single objection,
bowover, prevented Its consideration during the same
executive session. The Senate thereupon resumed
consideration of leglslu>ive busioois lor u lew mo¬

ments, dad ibou again went Into executive soaston,
by wblcb time a message was received lrom the Presi¬
dent withdrawing tbo nomination ot Mr. Lawrence
and returning that ot Governor Fenlon. .

AMorabrief discussion the nomination of Gover¬
nor Kentou was confirmed by a vote ot 26 against 22,
and a motion to reconsider this veto was, on motion
ot Senator Conkllng, laid on the taolo by the same

majority,
