Socialism (tea Danger of tbs Hour.

Many topics of a serious nature, and
some of them of very threatening aspect,
are now attracting more or Jess attention
throughout the country ; but the most
serious and the most likely to be fruitful in
evil is that compound of ignorance and
madness now known as socialism. But
the problems which this new mania pre¬
sents to society are easy to solve, provided
only society can be put face to face with
them in the clear daylight. In so far as

there is any argument with the new re¬

formers, or with the socialistic theories
they pretend to advocate, there is no need
to wander beyond a primary school for
facts or dialectics. It is,, however, the
characteristic of this new agitation,
as of every other notorious vagary
of popular thought, that confutation is
lost upon it. Schoolboys can confute the
argument of these beer-mug orators; but

they will rise from confutation, like luna¬
tics, with a conviction that not a vul^l word
has been said against them, or ev<jn that all
that has been said has supported their
theory. Or if they have in any case a glim¬
mering that argument is against them, then
they fall to defying reason altogether. In
the days of the anti-slavery agitation there
was u common and characteristic end with
the supporters of the institution. Con¬
vinced of the invalidity of thoir arguments
from physiology, and from political econ¬

omy, and even driven from their Scriptural
strongholds, they intrenched themselves
in tho fucile formula of, "Well,
damn a nigger anyway." This was the
supreme statement of a passion and preju¬
dice which hatpin reason nobusis thut could
bo reduced to argument. In the same

spirit the socialists, at a loss for reasons, are

ready to jumble together iu a common con¬

demnation of ignorance and ferocity nil
social relations and advantages. law, order,
religion, right, justice, property and free¬
dom.and precisely because they have an

instinctive sense that their cause, though it
appoals to tho world in the name of reason,
is in fact the cause of passion ai\d ferocity
they shnn in their propaganda that public¬
ity and light in which their agitation can¬

not permanently flonrish, and labor to¬

gether in secret councils and conspiracies.
In its name and in the ordinary state¬

ment of its intentions socialism is a harm¬
less word and a few equally harmless
phrases; but as a practical force in tho
world it cannot bo measured or judged by
these. It must bo considered in tho light
of the actions of those who have hitherto
gone some way in tho attempt to apply
these phrases and to make this name tho
symbol of what is to roplaco the existing
order. Viewed in that light socialism
means destruction.the destruction and
ruin of all that which makes the difforonce
between a prosperous and civilized coun¬

try and tho howling wilderness of naked
savages. It means the secret hand
wielding the midnight torch declaredly
thut a bonfire' may be made of
tho rich man's house, or tho great
builder's factory, or tho great merchant's
shop. It means that, and also a stolid in¬
difference to the fact that under the leo of
the rich man's house are the snug little
homes of half a dozen other men.poor by
comparison with him, but rich iu tho eyes
of the socialists. It means war on the
men who lubor and ore thrifty ; men who
have committed the uuparuouable sin of
acquiring a little property of their own ;

>
men who have wives and children, for
whom they endeavor to make and
keep the little home ; for all these
are tho upholders of the system
that socialism proposes to destroy. Jehu
with a cab and driving his own horses, the
cartiaan who owns his cart and team and
the watermnn whose whole property is a

boat, tho carpenter who is the proprietor of
that mine of wealth, his chest of tools.all
these aro capitalists and are to be whelmed by
force of arms into a common ruin with the
"bloated bondholders" unless, when the trial
comes, they themselves see tho case clear
enough to know that tlioy also are rich
men in the oyes of tho socialists. Socialism
means a war on society of which the Modocs
themselves might feel ashamed. It is a

buueful political disease thut has grown
liko a plague in tho great breeding places of
moral pestilence nnd that we do not believe
will thrive in our air.
But if we accept this new scheme for the

economical and moral regeneration of
the world let us nt least take it with our

eyes open, with all the knowledgo within
reach of its real nature and of its necessary
operations, and not bo deceived by tho rig¬
marole objurgations of its apostles. France
and Germany have hud experience of its
effects, and people hero can judge by tho
history oi socialism in thoso countries
whether they hnvo any disposition to have
tho story repeated at their expense. In all
the placos where socialism has hitherto
made any persistent effort it has llourishud,
in so far as it juts flourished at all, at
the expeuso of the freedom of the
people. This is a conscqucnco in
fact as strictly logical as it is ap¬
parently erratic; tor "freedom is the
common advantago of the muss of tho peo-
pie of any country against a minority, while
the socialistic scheme proposes tho advan¬
tage of a minority against the common in¬
terest of the nation, lint the minority that
socialism proposes to benefit is a minority
at tho other end of the scale from that which
tight* commonly against the freedom of tho

people. l'coplo who fight lor freedom
against tho privilege* of an exclusive aris¬
tocracy fight for tho right to live
as they choose Under the protec¬
tion of tho law ; for tho right to en¬

joy peacefully the fruits of their own labor ;
for tho right to make such way in the world
as their talents and energy will permit, and
for the right to be absolved from all tho
tyrannies und dictations of authority, lint
tho socialists demand that authority shall
tnko complete charge and control of men's
lives, in order that he who has shall bo
compelled to divido with him who has not.

They demand that no man shall bo free
to achieve distinction or any form of su¬

periority by bis talents, and they propose
to apply to tho world at largo that levelling
law of wages which is dear to trade
unions, by which the most skilful can only
ibe paid the wages of a bungler und a boteli.

And in order to facilitate the acceptance of
the new system they propose to make chaos
of the old one with a torch.

In the fact that it is a systematic scheme
for the suppression of freedom.a proposi¬
tion that freedom is a failure, and that the
State should be put into bankruptcy and
its assets divided for the benefit of those
who have proved unable to make their way
in the world.in virtue of these character¬
istics, it is evident enough that socialism is
n foreign madness.u conception absolutely
uu-Amcricau iu every conceivable aspect.
It needs only to state the theory of social¬
ism, in any form that the socialists them¬
selves might present, even, to demonstrate
that, transplanted to this country, it
would mean the supremacy of a false
and gotten philosophy drawn from the
gutters of European capitals, and would
meuu equally the domination of a few lor-

reigu miscreants. Its advocates could not

plead even the flimsy excuse of mistaken
love of country, as that is offered in mitiga¬
tion of the attempted assassination in Ber¬
lin. Men driven from their own countries
lor their crimes, or crowded out for other
reasons, do not propose revolution hero for
love of this country, and have no motives
but those of the robber and the ussassin. It
is not our custom to reflect upon our foreign
born population or to belittle men with
charges based on the place of their birth,
and we recognize the loyalty, the faith in
freedom and the will to sustain it of millions
of foreignborn citizens. But this great wick¬
edness of socialism is an importation, and
not a nativo growth, and those who pretend
to come hither to propagate it on these
shores must be told plainly that the Ameri¬
can poople will have none of it.

Adjournment of Congress.
The second session of the Forty-first Con¬

gress at last caine to an end at an early hour
this morning. The scones wero similar to .

thoso usually witnessed on such occa¬

sions at the CupitoL Crowds of spec¬
tators filled the galleries, corridors
and other portions of the vast
building, remaining for the most part until
the last vote was taken and tho gavels of
the presiding officers announced that the
end had come. As a mle the Honse suc¬

ceeded in maintaining a pretty fair degree
of order, although tho tumult at one time
became so great that the interference of
the Sergeant-at-Arms with his mace

was found to bo necessary. Members, how¬
ever, kept their tempers pretty well, and
the occasional disturbances that took place
were tree from bitterness and passion.
Taken all in all the last hours of tho session
were marked by good humor and good
nature. Tho Sundry Civil bill as

passed was, of course, a compromise. There
was u difference of nearly five millions of
dollars between the House and tho Senate,
nnd nothing wus left for tho conference
committee but to split the difference, in
which shape the bill went through. This
is crude and dcplorablo legislation, but
when nn important bill of this char¬
acter is left to the last moments
of the session any other result is scarcely
possible. Fortunately, no groat jobs
slipped in. The fishery award clauso was

agreed to after a bitter opposition, nnd the
Brazilian lobby, the most formidable tho
capital has seen for some time, was over¬

whelmingly defeated.

Whole*nle Docking,
The witness in the docking case who

yesterduy testified that ho hud "docked"
tho tails of twenty thousand horses in his
time must have given a severe shock to
Mr. Borgh's nerves. To bo sure, the wit¬
ness gave it as his opinion, from the expe¬
rience ho had enjoyed, that the pain was

momentary only and not acute, nnd in the
absence of more positive evidence we do
not see why liis judgment should not be
accepted as conclusive. A gentleman who
has cut off tho ends of twenty thousand
horses' tails can surely tell whether the ani¬
mals suffer severely or slightly, just as an

experienced dentist knows tho rclativo
pain caused by the extraction of a front or

back tooth. A horso is proud, and as tho
opinion of judges is that "docking" atbls to
its beauty, it is not extravagant to believe
that if it j>osscssed tho requisite intelligence
and wero permitted to decide for itself it
would as willingly submit to tho operation
as a ludy consents to undergo the momen¬
tary pain of car piercing for tho suko of
adding to licr personal attractions. At all
events, wo do not soe how Mr. Bergh's
charge of cruelty can stand in tho face of
tho evidence produced by the defence.
"Docking" cunnot certainly bo so painful
to the horse as tlic treatment he receives
daring the process of "breaking," and if
tlic choico wero lolt to tho animal ho wonld
probably rather lose a few inches ol his
tail than have a sharp bit placed in liis
month. But if tenderness for the horse,
which all good men feel, is to prohibit its
use for tho purposes for which nature has
fitted it, then Mr. Bergli's philanthropy
does not go far enough. He should supply
a potiy orphan asylum and almshouses lor
able bodied, aged und destitute horses,
where the oquino race could be supported
by charity and enjoy a good living without
being compelled to work for it; or ho might
allow horses to take np the tramp business,
in which case they could live on tho fat of
tho land and kick every one who turned a

deaf ear to their demands.

Font Piny at Hen era Lake,

After playing with his old rival, Dempsey,
yesterday all the way up the eonriie and
leading him as he liked, Courtney, in turn¬
ing the mile and a half stake, touted his oar

with a hidden wire, seeming to have been
manipulated by parties on shore, and, in
trying to get free, wrenched his rowlock in
two and tipped over into the waters of Sen¬
eca Lake. Fortunately tlicy had tho
right sort of a man tor referee,
and ho has wisoly ordered tho race

to bo rowed over to-day. Twice be¬
fore Courtney has rowod Dempsey. Tho

.first time he found'his bopt tampered with,
the second he was fouled by a third party.
He says ho wns warned of this plot the
night before last, but did not hoed it, and
that he can beat his opponent in a skiff.
One other vury significant circumstance re-,
mains. Dempsey "flatly refused to row the

race over, at the referee's suggestion."
Hud outsiders, knowing the tremendous odds
there would be on Courtney, endeavored,
for betting purposes, to throw the race,

Deinpsey could not be blamed lor that if
he were in no way a party to it; but
his refusal to try again.a thing
bo plainly fair and just that any right-
minded man would, especially under such
circumstances, have jumped at it.is almost
conclusively suspicious against him, and if

to-day anything happens to his rival squint¬
ing at all in a similar direction, then the
oarsmen of this country should at once tako
steps to forever excludoirom all public con¬

tests a person so lost to all sense of decency
and common honesty. Yesterday's work
was a blot on Americun fair play at the oar

and will not be quickly forgotten. No
country can afford many such and hope to
maintain a name for fairness and just deal¬
ing. Let Mr. Dempsey take warning in
time.

Horatio Seymour 4*iecouriiiig Ott Ed*
ucutlon.

Madison University is an institution
founded and supported by the Baptist de¬
nomination. It is located in the pretty
village of Hamilton, some thirty miles
south of Uticn, and lias been much in¬
debted to the liberality of wealthy Baptists
in this city, particularly the lute Mr. Col¬
gate. About a quarter of a century ago it
was proposed to remove this institution to

Bochester, a proposal which led to ani¬
mated discussions, both in the Baptist de¬
nomination nnd in the village of Hamil¬
ton. The late witty Senator Nye, then
a leading lawyer of thgt village,
which is the shire town of Madison
county, took a livuly part in the local dis¬
cussions. Instead of transplanting the in¬
stitution to Bochester the result was a

schism or split leading to the establishment
of tho University of Bochester, which drew
off several of tho ablest and most learned
of the Madison professors. #

But the Madi¬
son University was not much weakened by
the secession, and it has continued to thrive
up to tho present time. It is a theological
as well as a literary institution, and the
Bcv. Mr. Yosburgh, of Jersey City, among
many others, was one of its graduates.
Among the most distinguished of the pro¬
fessors who were drawn away to Boches¬
ter was tho Bov. Dr. Conant, per¬
haps the most accomx>lishcd Hebrew
scholar in tho United States, now a vener¬

able resident oi Brooklyn, and tho Bov. Dr.
Kondrick, who is still tho Proiessor of
Greek in Bochester University.
Governor Seymour consented to deliver

this address because Madison University is
locuted in his neighborhood, and the fact
that it is a Baptist institution while the ex-

Governor is an Episcopalian naturally sug¬
gested his liberal and admirable remarks on

sectarian seminaries of learning. The fit¬
ness of Mr. Seymour's lino of remark on

this branch of his subject will be apparent
when wo recollect that most of the
leading colleges of the State were

founded and endowed by particular
denominations of Christians; that they
are all shurcrs of the Literature Fund of tho
State in proportion to the number of their
siudcnts; and that tuition fees are regularly
exacted. Almost every college in this State
has three sources of inooino.namely, the
liberality of tho denomination which
founded it and endowed professorships,
its distributive share of tho annual Income
of tho Literature Fund, and the tuition fees

paid by its students. With the exception
of Columbia College, which is rich, none of
these institutions could afford to disponse.
with any of tho three sources of
income. This system is founded on tho
oldest and most approved statutes of
the State relating to education, and the
outcry agoinst.appropriating public money
to seminaries supported by roligious sects

impugns tho established educational policy
of tho State of New York, which has been,
for the greater part of a century, imbedded
in its legislation.
But this is not tho dominant tqpic of

Governor Seymour's address. It would
socm to have been his mninobjoct to expose
recent protests against anything moro than
the barest elementary education at the pub¬
lic expense. It is at least oertuin that such
an idea linds no warrant in the past policy
of this Btate. Time ont of mind the
income of tho educational funds has
been regularly distributed, year by
year, among the colleges, academies and
common schools of the Btate. Mr. Hoy-
lnnur stands by tho old landmarks and
vindicates the settled educational policy
of what Mr. Seward onco called our "mdflol
republican Commonwealth." Tho policy
of encouraging higher as well as olo-
mcntary education is vindicated by reason

as well as by precedent Every member
of the community is benefited by the
diffusion of intelligence. Peoplo are

educated by intercourse more than by
schools, and the highly educated persons
in cv< ry community oro those whose con¬

versation is most improving. Woe to a

social circle in which there are no culti¬
vated minds ! It is for the interest of every
community that it have skilful physi¬
cians, sound lawyers, able clergymen
and intelligent public officers, which is
possible-only when there are adequate fa¬
cilities lor tho higher education.

Ralen Versa* Pound. . *

Congressman Eden made anything but a

paradise of the Hoifkc of Representatives
yesterday, when, in a controversy on the
Northern Pacific Railroad bill, he broadly
asserted that Mr. Pound, of Wisconsin, was

not a pound sterling, but was on the floor
of Congress in the character of an employe
of railroad corporations. Tho unparlia¬
mentary remark naturally caused great ex¬

citement, and the indignant Pound, as the
representative of a sovereign constituency,
demanded that the offensive words should
be taken down, and that tho member who
had uttered them should either retract,
apologise or bo censured by the House. Mr.
Eden had evidently read the posthumous
papers of the Pickwick Club, and, like Mr.
Biottou (of Aldgate), was resolved to stand
upon his rights even while willing to mako
an explanation.
"Tho Chairman was quite sure the hon¬

orable Pickwickian (Mr. Blotton) would

withdraw the expression he had just made
use of.
"Mr. Blotton, with all possible respect

lor the Chair, was quite sura he would not.
"The Chairman felt it his imperative

duty to demand of the honorable yentle-
muu whether he had used the expression,
which had just escaped him, in a common
sense ?

"Mr. Blotton had no hesitation in saying
that he had hot.he had used the words in
a Pickwickian sense. (Hear, hear.) He
was bound to acknowledge that personally
he entertained tiig highest regard and
esteem for the honorable gentleman ; be
hud merely considered him a humbug in a

Pickwickian point of view. (Hear, hear.)"
Speaker Randall, in a conciliatory man¬

ner, was sure the gentlemun from Illinois,
Mr. Eden, would apologize.

Mi*. Eden was sure that he would not.
The Speaker always believed that remarks

which were interjected out of ordet should
not appear in the Uncord, and that as a con¬

troversy had arisen in this matter every¬
thing offensive had better bo omitted from
the liecord us having been said out of order.
Mr. Eden only meant by the remark that

the gentleman from Wisconsin, Mr. .Pound,
appeared as the active partisan of railroad

cor^rations, legislating in their interests,
and not that he was the employed attorney
of railroad corporations.
While the last hours of the expiring ses¬

sion are thus occupied by the Blottons and
Pickwicks of Congress the bill to furnish
money for the necessary expenses of the
government hangs between the two houses,
each side scrambling for its favorite jobs,
and nearly every important public measure
affecting the great interests of the country is
consigned to the waste basket of defeated
legislation.

A Singular Crime,

The death of Mrs. Hubbard, of Gravesond,
L. I., brings to light a singular and pain¬
ful story. The deceased appears to have
been an amiable, cheerful woman, who had
amassed a competency by her own industry,
and who, under the blessing of good health,
thoroughly enjoyod life. There is every
reason to believe thnt she was'murdered by
strychnine, but the inducement lor tho
crime and its perpetrator are at present un¬

known and tho case seems wrapped in mys¬
tery. The quiet, uniform life of the unfor¬
tunate woman, her well known habits, her
narrow domestic circle and limited range
of acquaintances, tend, however, to concen¬

trate tho inquiry that will be made and
render it almost certain that the truth will
be brought to light. Such a woman would
not be likely to have hidden intrigues or

secrot enemies, and it will need only a com¬

mon sense investigation to discover who
could havo desired her death, who is bene¬
fited by it, and what motives, hopes or de¬
signs could have prompted .the murder.

It is to be hoped that the police will set
to work in a business-like manner to drag
this criino to light The poison was put
into a half-filled bottle of lager which had
been opened at tho preceding day's dinner
and placed in tho cellar. A very limited
number of people could have had access to
the cellar, the only inmates of the house
being the deceased, her husband and a

young lady, her niece. Who could havo
known that the half-emptied bottle of luger
was there or that Mrs. Hubbard would be
likely to drink its remaining conftnts V It
would be cruel, even by a hint or sign, to

point susxiicion in uny direction, but the
case is a simple one, and if tho theory of

poisoning should be confirmed there should
be no temporizing with the crime, but the

inquiry should bo pushed with unsparing
vigor and determination.

Our society nan exhibited, also, during the last yeai
unusual interest. Conlercnces have been held, both
here aud in England, in which the relatione of educ*
lion to the society. Us principles, teachings and
mission, as well as Its obligation to extend the
domain of culture, have been very luily aud ably
considered. The contoreuco bold tu Baltimore
Twelfth mouth last wus no doubt the refull 01 an
earnest aud intelligent awasoulng among the teach¬
ers, botn Hast and West. NeitUur can wo easily esti¬
mate the luiportaucu of that gathering, since the high¬
est result iuU6t be attained, it ut all, by the systemat¬
ical union or me oniire educational strength ol tb«
denomination in America."

BET. CHARLES HODQE, V. V.
Alter over balls century's service us professor In the

l'rlnceton Theological Seminary Kov. Charles Houge,
D. D., wbo bus onriebeU tbe literature ot tbo day by
contribution* of tbe greatest value, died yesterday at
tbe age ot eighty years. Though best known in hi*
capacity of a leading Presbyterian oivlno, and one

wbo, above all moo of Amoricau birth,
bad best reduced to writing tbe doctrines
ol bis, faith, be baa left bebind bun
works wblcn afford evidonco of large erudition and
profound research. A student all bis liletlme be bad,
before old age cast Its sbudow over bis Intellect, given
to print bis ideas on themes wbicb now engage the
world's attention. Darwinism and tbe tboories of
tbe latter day sceptics nave been analyzid in a work
wbicb bat a lew years since camo Ircsb from bis
band, and tbo doctrines of the Prcsbytoriau faith be
defined in a volume wbicb has bdbu received all
over tbe wurlo as the aulhoutie version ot Jotia
Knox's religious views.
binaries Hodge belonged to a good old New Jersey

family, wno were people el some means and wno>
wished above all to seo tbelr sou a teacher of "the
Word." Over three score years ago be attended
Prlueeton College, end was a pupil in tbo seminary
In which ,ot late ho tided a high rCle. There be
showed evidences ol scholarship whlcu encouraged
his irlentls to look tor great things irom him, and
soon alter graduating be «aa sont to a Herman
university, where he bcoarau proficients In Oriental
languages and iurther onlurged bis knowledge 01 tbe
daisies. There, as at home, be became marked as us
assiduous and talented student- lie was a lavorite,
too, on account of the swoetness of bit disposition,
anuon leaving bieatma mater be raoelved tnaoy as¬

surances ol the kind remembrance in wbicb ne would
bo held there. On hie rotura to the United Malo* he
soon became noted tor Ms learning and dopth of
thought, aud Uliy-six years ago be assumed tbe onair of
systematic theology iu Princeton demtasry, wbicb he
held to tbe time ol bis death, iu the discharge of bi*
luncttousbo was strictly conscientious. In temper be
was mild, in manners citable, and all wno ever bad any
association with blm look buck upon their term oi
pnpiUge with recollections wbicu ois kind aotlone
made more pleasing. Tbe favorable Impression be
made upou uil Who earne In oonuet with him was
well . attested six year* ago, when on tbe
aemi-dbnteunial of bla professorship there aaaentbied
at Princeton representatives ot all tbe Presbyterian
colleges In (be country eud many other* ef an unaec-
tariaii character. There Were also delegates irom tbe
Church of Scotland and Ireland and a number of
students from tbe Herman universities. Tbe most
lUuertug encomiums were passed by the gathering
upon Mr. ilodgo's onaraoter, and tbe earn ol $40,000
was subscribed us a testimonial to bltn.
Of lute Dr. iiodga bad retired Irom tbo aollvo dip-

charge ol hie functions, bis son, Dr. A. A. Hodgsg
taking bis place in the chair of iboology. Ho main¬
tained to tbe last, however, bis souuuuest of mind,
and until bis last moments was able to engage in
leurned controversy *on religious and pbiiO<
logic subjects. As an author Dr. Hodge
was quits distinguished. He leaves behiud
him three volumes ou systematic tbeology, which
have been translated Into various languages and have
been accoptod us text hooka by Presbyterians all ovol
the world, and by tbe CougregaUonal seminaries le
New Kugluud. He bus also written a book ou Dar¬
winism, various commentaries on the epistle* of Paul
aud other volumes on kindred subjects.
He leaves a wile and asven children. Three of

thee* are daughters, all married. Toe tour sous are In
the ministry, the eldest tilling bis former position,
tbe next, Dr. 0. W. Hodge, occupying the chair of
apologetics. l)r. hodgo's deathbed wus surrounded
by bis wife, bis daughter aud throe sons, two of wbont
are assistant professor* in tbe Theological Seminary.
He never lost consciousness throughout bi* malady,
and on Tuesday spoko at length wltb Rev.
Dr. Adams, ol New York. About noon yester¬
day be fell into a stupor, and actually slept Into
death. At Washington, whilu ailsuutug tbe lunoral
ol l'rofeasor Henri, be oxsrted blmseli loo muou and
was brought homo sick by ula wife. Hs uover arose
Irom Ms bed. be tuuerai will lake plaeo ou baiurday.
The uews ol Dr. Hodgo's death, wmcb took place as
six o'clock P. 41 , was convened to the trustees ot the
Theological Stualtiary while they were in evasion uod
cost quuo a gloom over the mesuug.
