Dr. Ublalanl Durunt, be gives us to understand, us to
tne proper season, mat tne temperature of the ocean
IncrojHos gradually during tbe moatn el July in a pro¬
portion which never exceeds 'i% degrees Fahrenheit
a day; that during tbe month ul August it reaobos
lt« maximum, 60.08 degrees Kuhreuhuit, where It
remains lor some time nearly constant, soumingly
unnffccisd by the changes lo the atmosphere;
aud tbat ubout the 1st ol September it
begins to fall, the decrease henceforward proceeding
iteadiiy. Bathing conveniences under tne bluff iu

front ol the principul hotels will be about tne same us

they wore last year, au increased number ol bath
bouses having been udded In some locadltes. Tbe ar¬

rangement*, both publie and private, aloug remoter
section-ot ibe beacri are coosiderublv enlarged. ho
appropriation lor the life saviug service bv Congress
might assist in protecting the lives ol venturcsotno
pleasure seekers this summer, es well us those ot
shipwrecked mariners; yet it Is doubtful whether eny
ol the IIto saviug crews will go on unty before the 1st
