Samuel B. Garvin, ex-Judge of the New York Su¬
perior Court and ex-District Attorney, of ibis city,
di«u or paralysis at eight o'clock lust evening, In the

sixty-second jeer of tiia age, at the Ilotol Kuyal,
where be bad been residing lor some time pott. Up
to Wednesday be enjoyed perfect health and was In

the best of spirits. On tuat day, however, he re-

ceirod a paralytic stroke, onder which he rupldly
succumbed, ilia wile survives him.

Mr. Garvin w;.s turn In Otaogo county, this State,
and wben be bad atuiued his majority be removed
to Uoelda county, where he began the practice
of law. Iiia considerable abilities soon ac¬

quired for bim a lasting prominence in hla
profession ns well as tn politics, In wbicb be took a

deep interest. Ue bsld ibo tfllce ot District Attorney
ot Oneida county for several yeara, and in 1863 Presi¬
dent Pierre appointed bim United Stales Dislriol At¬

torney for the Northern district ol New York. He
performed ibe duties ol these positioni id strict ac¬

cord with the ,-pirii o! the law and was rewarded in
