Hater ou he saw bis wila pass out of the house wuu
a bundle under ber arm. He tueu went op elairs aud
louud bis motuer-in-law aud dauguur vomiting, aud
uppaieutiy tu greul pain. He bad Ituowu, be said,
thut his wile hau gone to uta sister's house lu Colum¬
bia street, aud ioliowed ner there to lulorm her ol tbe
illuosaul ner tubiber aud m» cnlld. His wile, how¬
ever, applied to Uim abusive epituelt, and he then
pioceoued to tbe bouses ol two doctors, both ot
wDoui were absent. He then wandered about until
his urresi. He aaid that tne. aoda water bottle
luil ol whiskey impregnated wilD arsenic, wbioh was
louud in nis pocket uau been In bis possession lor
some time, aud denied all knowledge ol mere being
any poison in it. He baa partakvb ol Its contents on
tbe day preceding bis arrest, sua 11 was ouiv because
he tell like drinking boer the lollowiug day tbai bu
abstaiued trout it. Assistant District Attorney Kus-
seil cross-examined tbu accused at some length, the
wuuees reiterating tbe statements elicited in bis ut-
reel exainiuaiiou. the iurtber bearing el tbe case
will be resumed to-duv.
