Harvard's Rejoicing Over
Her Victory.

Niw London, Juno 28, 1878.
Harvard baa won. She will float tbe crimson bign

next year and can rtat on ber luurels, having baaten
ber old-time rival by good bard work, judicioua
training and superior skill and muscle. It wue a

magniflcem race in everytbing except tne bare lact
tbut It was not olose enough. It was too one-slued.
And yet tbe wearers ol tbo blue deierve tlte highest
praise for their pluck and perseverance against a dead

certainty of deleat. They knew tney were beaten
from tbe flrst six longtbs that were rowed, lor Har¬
vard swept away from them at tbe start and Idlt tbem
notulug but a stern chase, an up-hill game to play,
with defoat staring them In tbe face.
When Hew London went to bod last night thcro

wore signs ol a storm. A beavy shower seemed
nevitable, and vivid flashes ol sheet lightning lit up
¦he heavens at rather too Irequent Intervals. Evory-
tody came to the conclusion tbut It wus to be the old
l°ry.rough water and a postponement till the after-
loon or possibly tbe next day. At seven o'clock
