1'he trupsportation beiwoen Now York
and Monmoush Purk hug been very good, as both the
railroads have keps on tume and sup; llew suflicient
cars o necommodala the publie The Jersey South-
ern Railioad carried the wost people duoring the
meeling. as the (rip by Loal 10 Sandy Hook tormuod
quite an attractive festure in thu eXCUTEIOn. Tuere
wore over o tooasand people yesiorday ob the boat
that left Recwor street at 11:40 A, B, aud they were
inpded at the track vt 1:30 I M. Toe morning wes
very close nnd oppressive o the cily, agd 1L was quite
a reliel to get on the bout and citch the cool breezs
\bat swept ucross the bay. The 12:10 P M. traln on
the New Jersey carried abous &:X or seven uundred
peopie snd arrived ab 1:30 I'. M. sharp, aiter & toierd-
bly pleasaut ride.

The majority of the Long Braneh people drove out
sarly, lewving the beucn uboul bull-past twelve PN,
50 that when they arrived there werv only o lew
people on the truck.

Aun excesdingly vreily dress was a eowbination of
pavy and Lignt blue sk, The demi-train skirt was
trimmed with side plsiting and flounces. The over-
dress was in tue form of the Jopg, sunple
poloumise back, Witn Lhe cuirsss bu que front
and overskirt, ibe whole being eflcctively trimmed
with u heavy sk Irjuge. A plquaut little wiite ehip
bat was garuitured with light oy dark bive tips and
& spray ol blush roses Palo plok gloves were wurn
with ttls costume,

A strikiog tellet was composed of a combinalion
of o dust colored silk aud wool goods, spoited with
tray cardinul sk dots and cardinal samm. It wus
made with a domi-train skirt, Lbhe beading of
the boxplaited Uouuces Lelog fuced  with
the satin, Tobe Felisa polobaise was  prioci-
pally of the sols  &ilk  sed  wool poods,
put the sleeves, back pieces, revers, platiugs aod
bows woere of the cardinnl salin; SIVCr gray chip bat,

A superb and beeom pg dress was composed of dove-
eolored woolien guods and ky biwe satin,  The skirt
sas walkiog lepgih, trimmed wilh simple side plait-
ings, and ihe overskirt long, wrimmed with deap
Iriuge aud large blue saiio bows. Tue “‘con’’ basquo
pad a slmuluted west, the buck jreces wnd the
ileeves of the sanin. Toe bounet wus turned up on
e leit side and laced with satio, while blukb roses,
plok and blue tips and satin loops constituted Lho
trimming, and the whole wus crowned will a superb
parasol of dave evlored satin, riclly trimmed with
lace.
