The vicinity ol the Thoussod lslands will prebably
be thronged, but & million people could be swallowed
up 0 I8 vast solitudes withoul interiering wiih esch
pther's routcs or pleasares. Io the old Indian days
that part of sbe Si. Lawrence lying belween Clayion
snd Alexandria Buy, sixteon miles in oxtent and em-
bracieg a labyriuth of isles of which the vumber
is considerably mmore than & thousand, went
by tbe opame of Manstesos, or Gurden
of the Great Spirit. The name would sult the beauly
and goneral tranquillity of the region still. Ptur.
ssqueuess and calm are the traits of the shores nnd isl-
spds, rather than the pomp and sublimity which
bave been imagioed by fome cnibusinsts, and the
slimale heips to render them an carthly paradise lor
sporismen and seeKors alier Doaltd and rest For
many years betare she civil war a low persons, some
of themn men of pote, bad made this their summnee
vacation piace. Among these early viaitors were
Goverpor Seward, Martin and Jobn Van Buren, Silus
Weight, Frank Bimir, Preston King, Generul Dick
Tuylor and Rey. Dr. George Bethune. But the rush
