Loxpoxn, July 9, 1878,
The official correspondence in relation to
the-oceupation of the island of Cyprus has
been made public. Lord Salisbury, writing
to Minister Layard on May 30, explains the
necessity of an arrangement to counteract
ihe influence in the direction of disinte-
gration which the mere possession by
Russia of Batoum and the fortresses north
of the Araxes would ‘exercise upon the
populations of Asiatic Turkey, even if it
should be certain that those places wounld
‘not becote the base from which emissaries
of intrigne could issue to be followed in
due course by inyading srmies,
WUESIA WILL NOT YIELD.
The despatch states that private negotia-
tions have shown that Russia is not inclined
to modify thoge portions of the Treaty of
Ban Slefano which relate to Asia. Lord
Balisbury lays stress upon its being an in-
d!lpennble part of any agreement that
England shall receive tie right to insist on
satisfactory arrangements for the good gov-
ernment of the people of Asiatic Turkey.

THE ENGLISH IN CYPRUS.

Right Hon. R. Assheton Cross, Secretary
of Btate for the Home Department, made
the following statement in thé House of
Commons yesterday afternoon in reply to an
inquiry of Lord Hartington:~“In view of
the retention of Batoum by HRussia a con-
ditional convention was concluded on the
ith of June last with the Porte, England
agreeing to defend Turkey against aggres-
sion, and the Porte ceding Cyprus, which
will be immediately ocenpied by England.
Bir Garnet Wolseley will be appointed to
sdminister the affairs of the island.”

The Post states, in official form this
morning, that Sir Garnet Wolesley will
start for Cyprus in a few days and will take
with him the Indian.contingent.

STRANDED IN THE CHINA SEA,

THE WONDERFUL FSCAPE OF THE DRITISH

The Dritish iron steamer Glamis Castle, Caplain
Girelg, from Yokohama, Shanghae and Amoy, lor
New York, via the Suez Canal, arvived at this port

on an unknown reef, situated to the north of Na-
tunas Islands. The captain, to save the vessel,
was compeliod to jettison a large portion of the
cargo. All on boara worked day and night. The
vesscl was somewhat stralned and is sald to be

The balnnce of the cargo Is w be
unwaded forthwith, and a general survey
will be Dheld on her by Lioyds' ageuts
