RUESIAN CHUELTIES IN THE RHODOPE DISTRICT,

The Times' Constantinople correspondent says:—
“Mr. John Henry Fawcett, Bricish Consul General
sod Judge of the Consular Conrt, has returned
from Lagos and reports that lotense suferings
exist among the pupulatiun south of the Rhodupe
Mountains. He enumerates the horrors perpe-
trated by the  Bulgariaps apd ' Cossacks,
and sometimes by regular Russian soldiers,
whose design  seems Lo be extermination
or utter dispersion of Muossulmans and Christlana
favorsble to them. In the Domodea district ffly-
three villages have been plundered und burned by
Russlan and Bulgarian troops within the last two
months. Twenty-three villages huve been equally
lald waste and ourned in the dlstrict of Haskiev,
and in the Philippopolis district tweive villuges
have been burned.

In pumnerous villages there has been'waoton de-
struction, attendes hy deeds of unbeard of bar
barity. Cases of men and women dedberavely
burned alive have been Ireguent. The violation ol
the young has also been very frequent.
Nothlpg more horrible than the particulars
ol s report can be lmagined. I8 veracity
rests on the omewnl authority of one ot
the most respected of Her Malesty's servants and
of men employed by him upon his convietion of
their perfect trustworthiness. Mr. Faweelt in-
tends to lay s report before the English, Aus
trian and French Ambaszsadors, with a view to
sending out a commission of inguiry to the spot to
endeavor to put an end lu these excesses, whieh
disgrace humsanity.
