moral. Tbe rulercnces to zoology are especially lull.
k Isaiah calls the thoughtless to consider that "the ox

knoweth liis owner uud the a-s his master's crib."
Jeremian invites the lawless to r»flecl that
"the stork in the heaven kuowotn her appointedI.me, and the turtle dove, the crane and tne
swallow observe the lime ol iDeir coming." Our
Lord commands the distrustlul 10 "heboid the lowls
ol the air, who sow not, neither do they reap, nor

gather into barns, yol your Heavenly Father loedeth
