The Duko has
suarted in elght stakes thie year and won seven of
fhem. He began at Baltimors In May and woo
the Preakness Stakos, valued at $2,150. Then he went
to Jerome Park and won the Withers snd Belmont
Btakes, valuod ot $7.650. Toe Duke was then laken
sivk, and wes beaten at Monmouth Park for the Jersoy
Derby, in which Sparian wes first, Bramble second,
the Duke of Mageata third, The Duke goon recovered
Irom bis 1Hiness, nod at Sarslogs he won the Travers
Blakes of $4,550, the Hequel Stakes of $1,800, the
Kenoer Stues ol $4,000 snd the Harding Siakes ol
$1,560, making o gruod welal of his sbree-year-old
winniogs of $21,600.
