Mauy yoars ago inspectors (rom
the Custom House used to be senl oul Lo ¢XsmIDO lu-
coming vessels in four-oared boats, ealled barges, and
tor tho accommodation ol these ollicers nud of the
man whe bad obarize of all the boats & small batldiog,
abuut ton fect square, was erecied ut Wuilehall ship,
on bbe southieasiern corner ol the Batiory. This was
popaluriy known as the “Barge Ofce," and the name
still hives, though the circumsiunce which gave it
birth is now remombered ooly by ajew. About the
year 1840 the governwment obisined u loase of what
was then knowu us pler 1 Exwst Biver at an anpnoal
rental of $700.
