Syracuse is no watch in strategy for Mr.
John Kelly. One of the greatest gilts on a

field of battle is tho quick perception

.droitly shifted his ground and upetthe calculations of his opponents,
lis opposition to the Governor had been

Jovernor llobinsuu, they fancied that they
lad gained control of the Convention.

case, and it is not improbible that
we have not heard the last of the affair so

far as Mr. Hayden is concerned. Alto-
gethor the circumstances of tho death of
the unhappy girl are exceedingly singular.
That she was murdered there can bo no

doubt. But who committed tho crime ?
Was it the work of a trainp, as hhs been
suggested, or was it planned and executed,
by some one who lind a powerful interest in

putting the unfortunate woman out of the
world? These are questions which it
seems impossible to answer. Unless somethingnow unforeseen occurs the murder of
Mury Stannard will add another to the
many mysteries of the time.

yesterday was a decided success. It
demolished all the hopes which Butler has
been cherishing of running as the regular
democratic candidate, and leaves him with
barely his original chances ns the nominee
of the greenback party.
Tho regular State Convention in Fuucuil

Ilall was not a rump. It did net consistmerely of tho live hundred and
odd nnti-Butler delegates who dissented
and bolted at Worcester, but of be.
tweon twelve hundred aud thirteen hundredrepresentatives of tho regular
democratic organization. The assembling
of so large a body within a week
ifler tho grotesque jiassu at Worccstor is a

miracle of energy which shows how thoroughlythe party has beeu aroused, arid
ittests the vigor, capacity anil diligenceof its accredited leaders. Of course

the Butler delegates who committed
the housebreaking mauiouvro at Worcester
by a burglarious entrance into the hall at
break of day and held possession by threats
of violence vrore not present in the Boston
Convention. But their places were supplied
by new elections, and it must be regarded
is an amazing feat of political activity and
determination that so much was accomplishedin one short week. Indignation is
i powerful incentive. Tho old line leaders
were so incensed and mortified by the audaciousand successful trick played upon them
it Worcester that they did their utmost to

bring together a full Convention. Their
success proves that the party at largo had
been as deeply stirred as its leaders. It is
safe to assume that the credentials of the
extemporized delegations were not very
strictly scrutinized. It sufficed that tfiey
were actual residents of the towns and cities
they professed to represent and thnt they
were hostile to Butler. They served to fill
ill the seats and to make the Faneuil Hall
Convention as imposing in numbers as it
was zealous for the honor and integrityof the old democratic party. Its
nominations are tho strongest that could
have been made. No democrat who
could add anything to the strength of the
ticket felt at liberty to refuse tho use of his
name in snch a crisis. Judge Abbott was

nominated by acclamation for Governor,
rnd the whole ticket is strong and respectable.It is no longer doabtlul that tho regulardemocratic organization will make a

uncere and strenuous fight, nor that it will
succeed in maintaining its separate existence.Of course Judge Abbott and his associateson the tioket will not bo elected,
but itB purpose will be accomplished if it
lefeats tho election of Butler.
The intense anxiety of General Bntlcr to

?et tho regular democratic nomination
proves tlie importance which he has attachedto it. The political bnrglury committedat Worcester will not pass for a regulardemocratic nomination alter what took
place yesterday in Fanenil Hall. Butler is
left with only tho strength ho would have
had if ho had not attempted to capture tho
Worcester Convention. Nay, he has weakenedhimself by that unscrupulous attempt,
which has kindled an indignant democratic

opposition which would not otherwiso have
boon fanned into such fierce intensity. Accordingto present appearances Butler will
be beaten and the republican ticket elected.

It is the current understanding in

yield to a strongly expressed public opinion
on this subject, and the general drift of
Canadian opinion seems to demand an

early resignation. But still it rests in the
discretion of the present Premier whether
he will resign before the meeting of the
new Parliament. He can summon it
togeiner as soon as cue election returns

are all in if he should choose to do so, but
a special session for the mere purpose of
laying down his power would be attended
with considerable expense without any correspondingbenefit. There is a question
whether he will fill offices with his party
friends previous to his resignation. He
strongly condemned Sir John Macdonuld
for doing so in 1874, and is therefore supposedto be precluded from following the
example. But politicians ure seldom very
consistent in such matters, and Sir John
Macdonald could not complain with a very
good graco if his own precedent were retortedupon him. According to our correspondentthe understanding is that Mr.
Mackenzie will bestow the offices whioh ho
has promised and leave tho othor places to
be filled by his successor.

Sir John Macdonuld lias a rather difficult
rdle to play when he meets the new Parliamentafter his accession to office. His victoryhas been so resplendent that he can

but he has taken such ultra ground on protectionas a moans of carrying the elections
that it may embarrass him to keep his electioneeringpromises. Ho is un able and
clear-headed man, and ho should not be
ignorant that a retaliatory tariff against the
United States may breed discontent by enhancingthe price of the protected articles
to consumers. Several vears must clanso
under ft high tariff before domestic competitioncan have any effect in cheapening
manufactured articles, and meanwhile there
may spring up a reaction which will sweep
him out of power and reverse his policy.
If he is shrewd ho will merely play off protectionas u means of securing a favorable
reciprocity treaty with the United States.
