A LIVELY BRUSH.

[BY TBf.EOBAPH TO THE HBRAXD. ]
Mo.mrkal, Canada. Sept. 30, 1878.

I found on my return from Lacblne this evening ft

telegram slating tbat it was rumored in New York
that an arrangement had boon made by which Court-
noy was to lose the raoe. Owing to tbe peculiar railway
aommunloaiions between Montreal and I.achmo it was

impossible tor your correspondent to 'visit either
Courtney or^ianlan and ask them for a personal ox*

planatlon. I tolecraphed both ot the scuilors, how¬

ever, stating the luct ol nucb a rumor, and request¬
ing their Individual statemouts over the wire. In
due titno I received the following reply from David
Ward, wuonas tb* management of Hanlan's aflatra:.

Laohlnb, Sept 30, 1873.
To tub Hikald Corrbspohdkmt:.

I emphatically deny auy knowledge of any cause
for sucb a report. Tbere are but tow to whom any
reply would be sent to such a message as yours.

Courtney's reply was even more laconic and em¬

phatic, It being as follows:.
Laciunb, Sopt. 30, 1878.

To tub Hbrald Corrbsposuknt:.
The report, if tbere is such a one, 1b absolutely

false. Come up. D. CHARLES COUKTNKY.
Mr. Webster was at tbo Windsor Hotel when be

was told ol tbo rumor, and be at once scouted it
as a falsehood, as I expected he would. He
laughed and remarked that IT such a rumor got
into the Montreal papers, tbey (moaning the Court¬
ney party) would be getting all the odds tbey
wanted. Mr. Rogers was indignant, and said tbat
If Oeurtney had done such a thing be was simply
selling out his friends, but be did not believe lor a

moment that Charley was capable of such a

despicable act. I shall soe both ol tho mon to¬

morrow and obtain a further statement In relation
to tho matter.

CANADIAN DOUBTS.
It !¦ a singular laci that wblio rumors were flying

around Mew York touching Courtney's honor us an

oarsmen tho same slate of affairs occurred here In
Montroal. I have heard more than one Canadian,
after stoutly asserting his belief tbat Hanlan could
and would outrow Courtney, add sigmOcantly, "II
the little fellow doesn't sell the race." I asked
one of these doubters , In their champion's honor
what made him think there was any possibility or

probability that Hanlan could be induced to sell the
raee. His reply was a characteristic one, «'Obl men

are confoundedly uncertain whore there Is a pot of

money floating about." 1 bad made up my
mind some days ago that If Ilanlan lost
tbo race.and 1 consider Itfvery probable that he

will, judging from Courtney's appearance and condi¬
tion.those Canadiaus who bet on tho Toronto scul¬
ler will insist that the raoe was not fairly won. The
Montreal Hiraid of to-day gives a hint of the under¬
current of fee Hag as follows:.
Some think that tbere will be a sell, and a rumor

was aiarted early In the afternoon, becauso Courtney
did not go oat like Haulun lor a pull, tbat he
was ill. As we staled before, such Is not
the ease. Courtney, we believe, will pull a square
race. His reputation, as woll as his opponent's,
is at stake in this mattor. Both men are, however,
in the hands .! their backers, who employ them, and
upon those persons who are behind tbe scenes de¬
pends the honesty of the event. For the sake of hon¬
orable professional sculling la Canada, wbleh
has already severely suffered, it is to be
hoped tbat nothing ol an Improper char¬
acter will happen te stain the splendid
reputation tnat llaulun has no nobly won. If the race
is sold we venture to say tbat prolesslonal oarsmen
as a body will sink beneath the load of pubiic oblaquy
which some ot tbom have already worked hnru to
deserve. Thereloro, we say, let there be a fair strug¬
gle, and may the best man win.

COURTVKY'S ATTENDANT Sl'EAKS.
When I arrived at the Courtney oottago this morn-

lag, Charley was out in a aktfT with two of bis attend¬
ants. studying iho course and addles. Most of the
time Coartoey bad tba oars, bat occasionally one of
tbo otbera rowed, la order tbat be might
atadjr tbo force of tbo ourrent.
