The Wrather..The storm centre is still
sver the western lakes and the Northern Mis-
M>nri and Mississippi Valley districts, having
made hardly any eastward progress since Sun¬
day.

Tb« Impending Chung* of AltnUtrjr
In Canadn.

la Lord Dufferin's entertaining speech on

the 24th ult..a speech which passed easily
"from grave to gay, from lively to severe,"
and contained perhaps as much wit as wis¬
dom.His Lordship expressed a doubt
whether the success of our constitution is
not more duo to the fortitude, good sense

and moderation of the generations which
tollowed its adoption than to the political
sagacity of its framers. Our own statesmen
have always hold a different opinion, and
few Americans will doubt that on this
point Lord Dufferin is mistaken. It is

chiefly owing t<j the original excellence of
the federal constitution that the political
degeneracy of succeeding times has not
ruined the Republic. But when Lord
Dufferin had set himself the task of main¬
taining the superiority of the Dominion
government he felt obliged to ascribe the
great success of our institutions to some

other cause than their intrinsic excellence.
He even goes so far as to assert that our in¬

telligent classes have a lurtive preference
for the Canadian constitution. "Certain I
am," says His Lordship in his pleasant
vein, "that there is not a thinking Ameri¬
can, however proud ho may be of his coun¬

try, that does not cast a sheep's eye.
(laughter).across the border at our more

fortunate condition." This sportive meta¬
phor makes our Republic a bashful
maiden who "never told her love"
but cannot quite conceal it, and who casts

sidelong glances at the object of her admi¬
ration. This talk about casting sheep's
eyes is pretty and sentimental, and we

inter lrom it that in the large intercourse of
hospitality between Earl Dufferin and
Americans some of our citizens have proved
quite his match in the exchange of after
dinner complimentB.
*We do not really "cast sheep's eyes" at

Canada ; but many of our citizens take an

open and intelligent interest in her gov¬
ernment and people, and recognize the
*uct that her politics are measurably free
from some of the evils that afflict and
debase our own. But party spirit
runs quite as high on the other
side of the border as it does in
the United States, and its party press is
quite as venomous and abusive, although
the prizes scrambled for are not nearly so

important. Canada has no regular army,
no navy, no foreign intercourse, and its
other sources ot patronage are compara¬
tively small. Our vast fiscal system, under
which we collect and disburse an immense
anDUal revenue, creates temptations which
are a sore trial to public virtue. If the
Canadian government dispensed as great a

patronage and handled as oolossal a reve¬
nue we see nothing in the working of its
political system to justify a supposition
that its affairs would be better managed
than ours. On the two points singled
oat by Lord Dufferin as topics of
-warning the superiority of Canada
is not very manifest. One of these topics
of warning is onr elective judiciary, and
the other our unstable civil service. On
the first head it may be replied that our fed¬
eral judiciary is not elective, all the federal
judges, not only of the Supreme Court, but
of the cirouit courts and the numerous

district courts, being appointed for life and
quite independent of the mutations of
party politics. The same thing is true of
quite a number of our State judiciaries,
including all those of New England, the
State of New Jersey and some other States.
The elective system has not yet led to any
very marked abuses in a majority of the
States that have adopted it, and in New York,
where the judges are elected for the long
period of fourteen years, our courts aro as

pure and independent as those of New Eng¬
land although there have beon some ex¬

ceptions in this city. As to the other point,
the civil service, it cannot be disputed that
there is an urgent necessity for reform ; but
this necessity is nearly as great in Canada
as in the United States. The question
which is most agitated just now in the press
of the Dominion is whether Mr. Mackenzie
may make appointments previous to his
resignation. Those who take the affirm¬
ative call up the example of Sir John Mac-
donald previous to his forced retirement in
1874, when he filled offices by* wholesale
before yielding up his authority. It is re¬

joined that Mr. Mackenzie condemned
and denounced the action of his
predecessor in that respect and that
a sense of consistency should there¬
fore preclude him from imitating the
example. In point of fact there is at pres¬
ent a host of applicants for offices now in
Ottawa, tho capital, besieging Mr. Macken¬
zie for places previous to his resignation,
ail of which shows that politicians act after
their kind in the Dominion as well as in the
United States.
The politics of Canada are woll worth ob¬

servation in this conjuncture. What takes
place on a change'of administration is an

interesting point of comparison in the
working of the now governments. Our own

system does not leave an open door for the
kind of discussions which now engross at¬
tention in Canadu. The consequences-of
a decisive election are never with
us a matter of doubt or debate. If
we had a period of violent agita¬
tion after tho last Presidential election
it wus only because the result of tho election
was in doubt. Had the opposition won bs

clear and admitted a victory as it has done
in the recent elections in Canada no ques¬
tion could have arisen as to tho respective
rights of tho outgoing and incoming admin¬
istrations. 'lhero is an active dispute in
Canada as to when the Mackenzie govern¬
ment should lay down its authority. It
rests in its option to adopt either of three
courses. If it chooses to bold on until the
regular meeting of Parliament next winter
it is at liberty to do so, and there is no

power to ovorrule its decision. This is one
course. Another equally constitutional
course is to summon the new Parliament at
an early day and yield up its authority when
Parliament assembles. The third course, also
constitutional, is to resign at some early date
fixed by itself without waiting #ither for a

regular session or a specially culled session.
Our government leave* no place tor discus¬
sion and agitation tounded on such uncer¬

tainties. When a clear election has neces¬

sitated a chunuo of administration there

are no longer any contested questions be¬
tween the two parties. The outgoing ad¬
ministration has a period of four months to
close up its business without interlerence,
and the incoming administration has the
same interval for preparation. The new

Cabinet can be deliberately selected, and
the power passes smoothly into new hands
at a date fixed by law. In this respect at
least the American constitution has an ad¬
vantage over that of the Dominion.
Another question which is now debated

in Canada with no small heat and acrimony
relates to the power of appointment in the
interim between the election and the
transfer of power. In our government such
controversies and the heart-burnings they
occasion do not arise. It is concedod (or
at least has been since the last appointments
of President Adams in the first yoar of this
century) that the President is as free to fill
all vacancies after the election of his suc¬

cessor as he would have been hud he been
re-elected. This admitted power has some¬

times, though rarely, been abused to create
vacancies lor the purpose of filling them,
but public opinion always condemns
such a proceeding. President Fillmore
onoe did something akin to this, although
not quite this. He wished before his retire¬
ment to provide for Postmaster General
Hall, a particular friend, and the mission
to Mexico happening to fall vacant he
offered ittoJadge Conkling, the father of
the prosent Senator, and thus created an

opportunity to give a life position on tlio
bench to Mr. Hall, who made an excellent
and respected district judge. As a general
rule a retiring President fills all vacancies
without scheming to create any, and public
opinion sanctions this constitutional prac¬
tice. In this respect, too, our system is
better than that of the Dominion, as lead¬
ing to a more easy, quiet and orderly trans¬

fer of power and supplying less fuel to ex¬

citement on a change of administration.
Lord Dufferin will not regard what we have
here said as a casting of sheep's eyes, but
as an open and, we trust, a rational criti¬
cism.

Steamboat Inspection.
With a proper system of boiler inspec¬

tion and capable engineers such so-called
"accidents" as that of the Adelphi could
not happen, because if a boiler is strong
enough to pass a proper inspection, and if
the engineer is fit to manage it and is not
careless, an explosion would seem to be
impossible. The Adelphi's boiler was duly
inspected by the government inspector,
John W. Blake, so late as the 25th of June,
and he officially certified that it was in good
order and safe. The owner of the vessel
says that the engineer was a careful and ex¬

perienced man, who had been long in his
service. Nevertheless the boiler exploded,
and now we hear it said that the system of
government inspection is not calculated to
disclose the real condition of steamboat
boilers.
The jury which inquires into the causes

of the explosion has nn extremely impor¬
tant duty to perform ; and we trust the
officers having the inquiry in charge will
see that it is thorough. We are glad to see

that the proper authorities in Washington
mean to look into the case. It is time they
should do so. There have been recently
quite a number of boiler explosions ; and
we suspect that the inspections have been
lesR frequent than safety demand*. As the
government makes boiler inspection imper¬
ative, and by its own inspectors, it may
justly be held to a large responsibility by
the public, which depends for its safety
upon the carefulness and skill of the in¬
spectors. What the public now wants to
know and ought to insist on knowing is by
whose earelesness or lack of skill and
knowledge so many passengers of the
Adelphi met their death.

Tit* Ilowfste Expedition.
Owing to the failure of Congress to mako

an appropriation for the purpose the trip of
the Florence to the Arctic regions is, so far
as the main objects in view are concerned,
utterly fruitless. Captain Tyson, the ac¬

complished commander of the little vessel,
tolls elsewhere the story of the voyage, and
the letter we print frorn him may be
considered as the official report of the
expedition. It will be seen that the difficul¬
ties in the way were not a few, but they were

all overcomo by the skill and determination
of Captain Tyson and his officers, and if
they had been supported as they expectod
the Howgate plan of solving the polnr mys¬
tery would now be pretty well advanced.
Ah it is, the work of the Florence will nearly
all have to be goneovr agnin, atid of course

nothing can be done if Congress withholds
its assistance. In a scientific point of view
the expedition has met with some succors.

Messrs. Kumlin and Sherman seem to hnvo
made excellent use of their time and oppor¬
tunity, but the sum of thoir researches and
discoveries cannot yet bo accurately esti¬
mated. Captain Tyson's letter is exceed¬
ingly interesting, and it is really a pity that
so much time and effort should hnvo been
expended almost in vain.

la It a Put Up Job I

A rumor was curront in the city yesterday
that an arrangement had been niado by
which Courtney Wi«> to lose and flanlan to
win In the coming contest at Lachine. Wo
have taken the trouble to investigate this
report and it will be seen by our dospatches
that Courtney himself and tho representa¬
tive of Ilanlan emphatically deny that
there is any truth in it. A curious fact in
connection with the affair is that a

similar report 1b current in Mon¬
treal in regard to TTnnlan. We are

glad to hnve the denials of the two

men, and trust that they have been, an they
assert, unjustly accused. It is unfortunate
for Courtney that circumstances in his row¬

ing record have needed a great deal of ex¬

planation, and he cannot complain if even

his friends are Reared at rumor?. The
only way out ot fhe position in which he
hns thus been placed is to win in the con¬

test. He has repeatedly professed his
ability to do so, and the public will expect
him to make good his words. If he is
beaten he must ho able to show that it was
through no fault of his own and to furnish
the most indisputable proofs that he did
all in his power to vanaoish his opnonenL

The October Elections.

Colorado, Georgia, Indiana, Iowa, Ne¬
braska, Ohio and West Virginia hold elec¬
tions during the present month of October.
Of these States Georgia, Indiana, Ohio and
West Virginia are democratic ; Iowa and
Nebraska are republican, and Colorado is
claimed by the republicans.

It iB not too much to say that, except
Georgia, Iowa and West Virginia, all the
October States are this year doubtful. The
republicans seem confident of carrying
Ohio ; they will, of course, carry Iowa ; and
they have a reasonable chance of Indiana.
But the result isunoertain everywhere, and
it is awaited by the politicians of all
parties with the most lively interest,
becauso there is a general and we

believe a correct impression that the
October elections will this year very largely
influence the result of the November elec¬
tions to follow. The puzzle of the political
year is how strong the greenback vote will
be, and how much it will draw away from
each of the old parties. If the grcenback-
ers poll the dissatisfied vote pretty gener¬
ally they can hardly fail to carry a good
many Congressional districts. But if they
draw to themselves only or mainly the

greenbackers proper they will poll but a

small vote in the aggregate, and the princi¬
pal effect of their movement will be to de¬
feat here and there the calculations of the
regular politicians and give democratic dis¬
tricts to republicans or republican districts
to the democrats. The result in Maine
showed that there was thera a widespread
dissatisfaction with both parties. What pol¬
iticians are new anxious to know is, whether
this feeling extends to other States and is
so general as to produce positive results.

Dining lioonii and lteiuarftnti.

There is a sneaking impression abroad
among American housekeepers that men

are not particularly sorry when they find
an excuse to dine at a restaurant instead of
at home, and the husbands of these same

ladies have occasionally been known to
remark that th« home appetites of their
wives and children are very different from
those they display during any little jaunt
away from home. It would be credituble
to the home table if these impressions
were founded only on the zest which
change gives to hunger, but it is more than
likely that the real cause may be found in
the family kitchen. There are thousands
of New York homes in which the uphol¬
stery and decoration are elegant and satis¬
fying, but when the dining table is reached
a sense of inefficiency dawns upon the
mind of the beholder. The blame cannot
be laid upon small means or poorly
supplied markets, for good meals cost
no more than poor ones, and the
markets of New York are unequalled
for variety and quality of food. But while
the restaurateur always has a cook and
knows that the success of the business de¬
pends upon the cook's ability, the meals
for a household are generally prepared by
a person who does most of the menial work
of the family and who has never had any
intelligent training in the business of pre¬
paring food. A family with such a cook is
fortunate if it gets even a small round of
palatable dishes. There seems no alterna¬
tive but for householders themselves to re¬

sume some of the responsibilities which of
late years they have been resigningand either
have their domestics trained in the admir¬
able "oooking school" which was organ¬
ized in this city several years ago or to in¬
struct them themselves. Nowhere but in
the large cities of the United States is the
art of cooking confined to menials alone.
It is an art whioh many rich women and
famous men are proud to have mastered,
and certainly there is no other so impor¬
tant in its influence upon human life,
health and comfort.

Considerable
crcdit is dne the rest of the cast, however, and par¬
ticularly to Mr. Frsuk Clements, who msdo hisllrst
appearauce In tho exacting pirt of Armand.

Alter Juliet and l'auline the part ot Camilla is the
one to which actrossea have most aspired for a qaarter
ol n century. The play has consequently been seen
by nearly e^ery ono who attends tueatres at all, and
its various representations buve probably caused
more indignation und dHeum than have ever been
provoked by any other play. This ha* not always
been because ol tbe nature ot the piece
itself, though Ibis is about ai offensive
as it could be to persons oot utterly
destitute of morals and taste. Ia splto of all tho
profound arilstie dliquisltlons that uavo been made
upon Camille tbe truth remains tbat it was born of
uu unhealthy imagination; tbat Its suggestions are
worse than unpleasant, and tbat while It, like the
vilest act of tbe greatest orlminal, may rug-
gest weighty- moral deductions. Its autbor bad
no higher purpose than to create a xensallon.
Played as it has usually bean, Its worst features have
beou intensified, and lis art, which is undeniable,
has been Invisible, although this latter has beeo all
that has justified the production ot tbe play. It is

Modjeska's highest achievement to have so presented
tnc loading character that the art ol tbe author,
and muon more tnan even ho Imagiuod, is so con¬

tinuously displayed as to banish all thought of the
otuical quality of the piece, and also to
have crested a character Irem wbloh there does not
proeeed, in eltncr word, look or act, a stogie sugges¬
tion ot on oilensivo personality. Impure though
Cam lie may be, through circumstances or Inclination,
Modjeska portrays her as a frivolous, erratic, yet
.Doi'tionatc woman, whose character is not
wlmout Iroquent Imiiauous in good society.
Bow utterly she depuris front the role
of tbe wantou is manifested by tbe sense
of broken symmetry whioh ufleets the audience
wheu, at the end ol tho second act, utter Armand
adjures her to decile bet ween him and De V.irvllle,
she bottiates an instaut before touring tbe note of the
latter. Dumas' Camlile would nave nesitaleU at this
point; to tho Camille ol Modjesica such indecision
seems entirely unnatural and disappointing.
This refining, ennobliug influence wbcli me ncirui-s
has iniused into tbe part ia ono of the most
remarkable triumphs ol art over uuoioauneas. to
play ttie great hearted, tender, sell-sucriQOing woman
in place of the capricious wanton is to entirely change
tho motive and effect of the piece and turn evil into
good. Of tho acting on this particular evening there
Is nothing to say but what bud olten been said of tho
same exquisite artist. Tho heart hunger, the lender
abandon ol lutense affection of Camilla, has never
been so uWy portrayed on the American
stage by any other woman. Wben we add that
the actress cunio upon the stago with powers un-
weaned by auy late histrionic efforts, aud, conso*

quently, in toll command ol all her resources, we
have a right to assume that never in this city has she
exceeded her performance ol last evening. Her toi¬
lets deserve a word of meuuon, particularly that
worn during tbo fourth act. This was a marvel ol
elegance, and, like all the others, was in exquisita
taste, and without tbo slightest approach to the
"loudness" ueculiar to most Camule wardrobes.
Mr. Frank Clements, iaio of tbe Royal Lyceum

Tboiitre, London, who uiade his Qrst appearance here
on tbis occasion, was rather Constrained and olunder-
log in the Ural aoi, but subsequently recovered him¬
self and steadily gained In the regard ol lliel
audience until tbe lourtn act, wben ho fairly
captured the bouxe by some magnificent work.
Ho lacka a feature or two of a tioe stage
presenoe, but pia.vs tbe gentleman far
more acceptably than Arraands in general.
Mr. i. W. Carroll as Do Varviile did lull Justice to an

unpleaaant part. Mrs. Kldrldge played Mmo. Pru¬
dence lairly, but, like most old woman characters in
French plays, was extremely English, giviug scarcely
a suggestion ol tbo French woman demanded by the
pioco and its surroundings. The other psrts wore ac¬

ceptably played and the play was well mounted, whilo
the audience was aa appreciative aa any company
could desire.

Captain Tyson's Account of the Voy¬

age of the Florence.

DIFFICULTIES IN OBTAINING SUPPLIES

A Long Wait for Esquimaux and
a Small Catoh.

SCIENTIFIC RESULTS OF THE EXPEDITION.

[BY TELEOBAPH TO THE HEBALT). ]
St. Johns, N. F., Sept 30, 18TS.

To ths Editor of thk JIkuai.d:.

In pursuance of tbe orders of Captain Howgate,
dtreoting me to proceed to Cumberland Gulf, or

elsewbere In my discretion, for tbe purpose ol col.

lectins skins, skin eiotblng, Esquimau dogs and

.ledges, and otbor material and supplies necessary
for a long Arotio voyage, we sailed from New London,
Conn., on the 2a of August, 1877, at balf.past tan

A. M. After a long and tedious voyage of forty-one
days we arrived in Cnmberiacd Golf. Owing to

tbe largo number of vessels wo found there and ths

presonoe of others during the summer, which had

left prior to our arrival, there was a vary groat
dearth of skins; In fact, there woro none. Two of

these vessels, steamers, had carried such Esquimaux
as were there to tbe southward; other Equlmtu who

were accustomed tocongregalo there were off in tba

mountains deer bunting, and these, beforo tbelr da

parturc, bad oontractod with some of the vessels

for tbe skins they might obtain.

WAITING FOR THS ESQUIMAUX.

Unrtcr these circumstances you can roadlly perceivs
tbe difllcult position in which we were placed. It

being toe late to go elsewhero I determined to stay and
do tbe best wo could. Accordingly we remained at

Klantlito Harbor, latitudo 05 deg. 10 min.

nortb, longitudo 67 dec. 80 min. west,
awaltinz tne return of tho Esquimaux, which I
concluded would be about tho last of September or 1st
of October. About tho lost of the lormer month

many arrived, but thoy went immediately to the Brit.

isb vessels from Scotland with whom they had con.

trietod. On the 28th one boat's crow arrived and oaino

Immediately to tho F loroucc. These we engaged, and

on tho 1st of October we got under way, Intending
to winter at the bead ol tbo Gull and romote from any

of the other vessels. My ob)ect In this was to keep
the Esquimaux wo had secured from tbo Influence ol

the whiles in tbe Gull.
IX WINTER QUARTEK8.

We viMted tbe Kslckertons Islands before going
up, and, finding nothing thero, continued oc. our way
and ananored In Annaiook Harbor, at tbo bead of tha

Gulf, on tbe 7th of October, In latitude 60 deg. 28 mlo.

Dbrtb, longitude 63 deg. 48 min. west There we

passed tbe winter and spring, In the meantime oak

leeting quae a number ol skins. Same of tbeai
were made lato clothing. Those we obtained In ths

spring, however, not having time to make them ub

we secured and packed away. On oroaking oat from

oar winter quarters in tbe summer ol the prcaent

year we managod to Induce flvo men to acoompany
as to tbe coast ol Greenland. There were also five

women and flvo ch'ldron, making fifteen In all, and

they carried with them a large number of skins,
orr for disco.

On the 19th of July we sailed (or Disco Island, car¬

rying with us the fifteen Esquimaux, twenty-eight
dogs, s fair quantity ol skid clothing and a great many
skins, soon to be put Into shipe by the manipulations
of tbe women. Wo arrived at Dlsoo on the last day el

July, where, as of course you know, we did not meet

any expedition. Wo waited patiently until tbe 23d of

August, receiving no letters and no Information con¬

cerning tbe vessels proposed to be sont out by the

government, and then, despairing of any communica¬

tion, we started on our return to Cumborlsnd Gulf,
carrying everything with us.

AMID TBE ICS VIKLDS.

And now came tbe most difficult portion of our

voyage. Tbe season has been very prollOo in ice,
none of tbe Sootcb whalers being able to get through
to Melville Bay on tbe Greenland side, and up to tba

tlmo we left Disco the Danish ships bad been uuabis
to reach tboir upper settlements. We encountered
tbe Ice off Caps Mercy, latitude 64 deg. 45 rain, north,
longitude 65 deg. 30 mln. west, and worked eur way

tbrougn the paok a distance of 200 miles, oftoa with

the greatest labor and at timos threatened with serU

ous cataitropho. Happily wo arrived in tho Gulf on

tbo last day ot August, ana as tbe season was so far
advanced that no further delay was practicable, wo

paid and discbarged the Esquimaux on tbe 2d of Sep*
tembcr and at once started on onr return.

RESULTS Or TnR VOYAGE.

With tbe results of tbe voyauo tbcre Is evory reason

to bo sttiifled, though the accomplishment of its Im¬

mediate purpose* led to no practical end. The selentlQo

gentlemen, Messrs. Kumltn and Sherman, have been

indefatigable In tbe poriormanco ot tbelr dalles sn4
are mneh pleased with their discoveries. Of tbe mors

interesting results may be mentioned tbe finding of
meteoric iron in tho trap rock, tbe addition of fflvo
specie* of birds to tbo launa ot the Atlantlo seaboard,
and tbe prooorlng of a whale's skeleton. We hava
escaped sickness of any kind during the entire voyago
and procured one One bead of whalebone weighing
about eighteen hundred pound*. More than this la
tbe whaling lino It was Impossible for us to do and
attend to our other autlos, evon bad tbe season been
an usually good one in tbis respect, tho fact being
that It has been almost an entire failure at Cumbe*
land.
