DEATH BY MORPHINE.

SUICIDE OF A PROMISING TYOUNG LAWYER—BE-
LIEVED TO HAVE SUFFERED A TEMPORARY
ABERRATION OF MIND,

A distressing case of suicide oecurred yesterday
morning st No. 4 West Twenty-seoond street, &
fashiousble boarding houso, where a young lawyer,
Edward K. Aldrich, who had of late been addicted to
intemperate habits, codesd Lis life by taking morphine,
10 was with grest dificalty that any particolaes of
the case could be ascertained, as the friends and rels-
tives were naturally anxious to hush it up entirely,
Mr. Aldrich, who was about twenty-vight years old,
was the sou of Mr, W, ¥, Aldrich, receiver of the Mu-
tiual Savings Bank aud partoer with him st his law
office at No. 71 Brosdway, While the son has com-
mitted suicide the (sther is now 1ying dangerously ill
in the same bouse from which yonug Aldrich's body
was bornge yesterday,

My, W, F. Alirich, who is sixty-iwo years old, was
appointed peceiver of the Mutusl Beoefit Ssvings
Bank in Febrnary, 1875, by Judge Dopobue. Heis a
tawyer of old standing and was ut oue tite secrebury
of the Union Trust Company.

It sppesrs that Lis wife und one of his three sons
went to Eurcpe s few months ago, Mr. Aldrich,
while visiting bis son at the lutter's boarding place,
in Went Twenty-second street, was taken seriously {11
and lhas been confined to his bed st the house for the
past five woeks, A day or two ago bis recovery even
was doubted, and, it i said, that this fesr of his
‘ather's deuth preved upon the youny man's mind
ind, having in addition exoesaively lodulged in drink,
3 took the fatal drangbt of morphine early yesterdsy
morning.  Coroner Ellinger waa notified spd the
body was removed to un undertuking establishment
|n Sixth avenue. The father was kept in completa
Ignorance of the suicide of his son and yesterday
was reported somewhat better.

NOT PREMEDITATED,

That the act had not lm‘f been premoditated, but
must have been «trated during a =ndden aberra-
don of mind, is indicated by the following despatch
which young Aldrich sent on Thursday to Mr, Read,

The printing was
done hy the aqua tinta process, cach plate in receiving
its coloring passing throngh fifty-two bamds, For
several years Aundubon was a resident in Mrs, Havell's
family, and vpon returniug to America Mr. Havell
followed him snd took up his residence on the Hul-
won Hiver, which the aged srtist never tired of paint-
ing. Among the sonvenirs of the nsturalist owned
by Mr. Havell is o plustor cast of his face, the ouly
one in existenoce, r. Havell wus & most grni.nl ol
gentleman—thoronghly English and yet a great lover
of this country., He leaves surviving him two
dsughters, one unmarried aml the other the widow
of Gegernl Munson L Lockwood.
