VIGILANCE OF DETECTIVES.

A Police Extravaganza at
St. Mark’s Churech.

THAT “COMPANY"” AGAIN.

Was Middleton's Visitor the Washing-
ton Resurrectionist ?

—_——

Thus far it wonld sppear that ona by one the
thevries evalved and clews discovered by the Polics
Department tonching the stypcious outrage perpe-
frated in St Mark's churechynmd o week ago last
alght have proved barven of important results,
Coutrary to  all  expeotadon, the whereabonts
of the remains of the late A. T, Stewsrt, us
well as the identity of the ghouls who impiously
dragged them from their resting place, scem o be a8
mitch of a mystery to<day as ther were when the
community was shocked by the annoneement of the
erime lnst ‘Thursday morning, The police suthorities
sre apparently groping in the darck, although it is
safe to presume that they are bending all their ener-
gica to the tusk.

THE BUSY POLICE.

At Police Headguarters yestenday the officials ob-
perved the same degree of reticence which they have
manifested sinee the theft of the remains. Farly in
the forennon Snperintendent Walling received a eom-
munieation from seme mysterious guarter which re-
sulted in his st onee summoning  Inspector
Lilks to take «charge of the Superinten-
dent's desk, Immediately thereafter Mr. Walling,
pecompanied by a strange gentleman, entered a car-
risge thut was in waiting opposite the Centeal Office
und were driven rapidly away. It was at omee conjec-
tured that the abrapt departure of the Snperin-
tendent hal & direct Boaring apon the Stowurt grave
tobbery, but thronghont the day all inguiries
tonehing  the business on which he had been
eulled wway wers adroitly parried by his subordi-
nates, During the forsnoon Judge Hilton, pale and
wxions looking, drove to Police Headguarters and
remaluel for some time in consultation with the ofhi-
vfals, The purport of hia visit conld not be asrer-
tuined, Tate in  the aftermoon Judge Hilton
again called at the Central Office and was
elosetid with Inspector Murray. Cafiain MeCullagh,
hiaving bren sent for by the Inspector, arrived shortly
sfterward, when n conference, which lasted about
half an hour, was held between the three, It was
rumored that at this conference the snbject of offer-
Ing an nungonditional reward for the recovery of the
remains was discussed.

A HEmnp reporter sought Inspector Murray, who
was found in hix office disengaged, 1o response to an
fnquiry as to whether the case presented any new de-
velopments, tie Inspector replied that there wus no
information whatever that be could impart; that
thery was, in fact, ngthing new discoversd in connec-
uon with the cutrage.

RAPID TRANSIT,

The ber of p 'l ied on the New York

RAILWAY CONTROL.

It waa reported yesterdsy in financial circles that
tie ¥ew York, Lake Erie and Great Western Rallway
had obtained control of the Atlantic and Great West-
ern Railway. An Erio officlul stated that two English
trustees of the bondholders of the Atlantic and Great
Western paid a visit to this country a few wecks ago
and had geveral consultations with wident Jowett,
of the Frie, The trustees left for Furope on
Satumdsy, but previons to  thelr departure,
this official says, sn arrangement was reachod
whereby the Frie Railway should have the option
of eontrolling the Atlantic and Great Western Pail-
way or of leasing the sune for a long period, At the
same time thess trostees will have to report this ar-

g t to their jates on the other gide for
their netion, The matter lns not heen brought
officially befors the Erie Board of Directors, nor bave
instructions been given to the counsel of the Erie Rail-
way to druw np any papersin the matter. It is, how-
ever, nnderstood that offcial suthority to consuin-
mate the arrapgement will be received from the other
side in the course of & fow weeks,

The troops
now subject to his comman deompose two-thirda of the
effective force of the whole army, and his Territorial
commani extends from the Britisl line on the north
to the mouth of the Rio Grande on the south, an
svernge of 1,500 miles long, and from the Mississippi
River westward to and inecluding the Rocky Mouue
tain chain, an average of 1,200 miles broad.

THE MANUH OF EMPIRE,

This vast region hae, in the past ten years, under
gone a radical change, From being the pasture fleld
of millions of bufalo, elk, &e., affording abundont
food for the Indians, it has passed into a farming
eonntry, traversed by many railroads, The game is
nearly all gone, and the Indian has been forced on
emall regervations, Nearly all the Indisn treaties
wore made on the theory that this chsnge would

oeour more slowly, and that the government wonld
huve to fu food for the Indians, snd that
thoy wonld erm“ balf or a quarter of the neces-
rary mest by hunting.
