GREAT DESTRUCTION OF PROFEERTY ALONG THE

Kixasros, N. Y., Dee. 12, 1878,
Considerable excltenent still prevails here and in
the wcighboring vlllages which suffered from the |
effects of the storm of Monday and Tuesday, This ]
storm was the wost sovere known in this part of the

Btate since 1802, Tmagination may slightly depict

the state of afairs and the extent of damoge

done, but only those who were witnesses
can form o just estimate of the flood, The destrue-

tion is far more torrible than has already been chiron- ’
jeled, as my rambles this worning show, The first |
potnt reached was  DMutton Hollow, a  settle
mwent, or cluster of Dlouses just cutside the
city and jail limils, to the west of the
city, snd connected with a wooden bridge about

125 foet in lenmgth, supported by heavy stone sbut-

ments. The first bridge at this point wae erected in |

1789, and being insuficient in strepgth, was rebuilt

in 1804. This was carried awsy by a freshet in Janu-

was gwept away Janusry 20, 1830, and the present ope
wius crected the same vesr, From this bridge a
stone road extended 3 number of miles through a
quarrylog country, This road i8 completely gutted
and washod out in many places, huge stones weigh-
jug trom five hupdred to six hundred pounds having
been rolled from twenty to forty feet by the force
of the water. Trees of enormous size wers up-

rooted apd swept awsy, a8 if they had been
were reeds,  Every house in the “Hollow" was
flooded, and severnl were completely wrecked,

Nearly all the furniture was destroyml, The Esopus
Creck at this pont bas fallen about six feet sinca
yestorday morning, amd s still slowly fallivg to its
regniae chanoel, though still ponring a tremendous
wvoluma of witer toward its outlet, There is much
distress among the poor Irish families here,

The dumage at Eddyville cannot yet be fully esti-
muted, At thie point the Deluware and Hudson Canal
begios, and the breaking of the guand-lock of the
cansl chapged the course of the stream (the Hondout
cevek), snd the walley, in which the greater
portion of Fddyville lies, is converted into
& chanpel of the roaring torrent. of the
families in the teuement houses of E illo
vacated their homes at abont nipe o'clock on Toes-
day, otore the guard-lock geve way. The Fly
Mountain Hotel was deserted by oll save one young
man numed Edward Dopnedly, who remained thers
the whole of Tuesday night and wes not rescued
until Wodnesday afternoon, sfter having been greatly
frightonsd, The gunami-lock gave way about threa
v'cloek Wednesday morndug, ‘ivmng down 8 great
volumme of waler over the flets and causing the de-
struction over what i known as “‘The Fly."

As fast os possible these
unfortunates were supplied with temporary lodg-
ings, either in private houses or in the publle build-
ings. Eweryth withiu two blocks of the river on

ONE MAN DROWNED.

There was no loss of life except in one instanoce,
though many escapes were almost mirsoulous. Two
doors from the corner of Washington, on River
street, lived & man newed Strohweyer, aud when the
waters renehed his house—a miserablo tonement—his
fumily wero taken out in safoty, but yesterday morn-
ing Lo was found in the basement drown It is
thought he made his way through the water and
miined an entrance after the family left, aud, being
intoxieated, perished there alone, A woman named
Visler loft her lwouse in  Northstrajght street
carly In the afternoon and camo back trom her work
at the shirt factory in the evening to find all communi-
cation cut off, snd her four children, two of them
vory small, wers there aloue, She could hear their
sercams for help, but the torreut was rushing be-
tween and she could not reach the house, Later the
children were rescned and the fumily sheltered.

At Morrow'n Mills, just out of Paterson, is a dwell.
ing around which ruus the Wagaraw Creek, now a
river, The double house was oecupied by an old
Indy, Mrs. Story, and a family pamed Warren, the

latter  occupying @ rtion  of the house
with o lower foundstion. When one of
the dums above broke away the waters

swept into the Warrens' apartients, aund the lady,
catohing u}:r her infant, rushed into the rooms of
Mrs. Story for safety, Soon after Mes, Warren wos
removed by the neighbors, but Mrs, Story refused to
legve the house, Sdon after another dam above gavoe
way, snd then the only bridge counecting with the
land was swept away and the wuaters surged aronnd
the house and through the lower story all night long,
threatening every instant to sweep it from its fonnda-

| tlons, In this fearful plight the oid lady passed

the night, expecting death every” moment. For
tunately the honse stoud the onslanght bravely,
and  in  the morning & rescus  wes  effected.
The condition of the luwer portion of Paterson was
perilous in the extreme, The viver, in which the eur-
rent was running at the rate of abont twenty-iive
miles an bour, was constantly rising, and on its bosom
floated from time to thae portions of bulldings, logs
aud all manver of débeis, inclnding large trees, whic

were hurled against the bridges and against the foun-
dations of houses on the river's bank with an almost
irresistible force. Thers was & tremendouns pros-

sure ayainst the gatchouse, ak  the Falls
Bridge, of the Society for thse Fromotion
of LUseful Masnufsctures, and if thst had

ivem way thaentire lower portion of the eity wonld
ave heen flooded, and the great locomotive works
of Rogers & Co., Danforth, Cook & Co., and D. B.
Girant & Co,, the latter of which is st work on the
order for ifty Erie locomotives, would have been en-
tirely submerged.

STREETS TULNED INTO RIVERE,

During Tuesday night and all day yesterday and
last night, the strects in the vicinity of the river
bore an extremely Venetisn appearsuce,  Boats of
every imoginable description were being propelloed
to and fro, the only mewns of communicnting with
the houses. Five cents fare was asked and freely
il
; The scene at the Fulls s magnificent. Such a vol-
mme of water was never before seen pouring over
in the chasm, and thonsands visited the scene yes-
terday, and many go there at night to Lave a view of
itin all lss wild grandeur I:i\: mooulight. And the
sight {8 worth the trouble, The water rushes over
the precipices, & mass of boiling fomm, from the
Water Compauy's works on the west side of the
chasm bridge, the chasm itself being at least twenty
feet  higher them nsual.  The Valley of
Ieks s completely submergad. A portion of
the society’s dam has gone. Tomperance Island is
bidden from view in a mad waste of waters that make
a elear sweep over it, leaving nothing to show it is
not s portion of the river except the tops of the
Lunereus trees.

A TEAM FWEPT DOWN ETREAM.

Yesterday afternoon, sbout four o'clock, a thrilling
scens was witn by the thousands who wers
present at the Falls, A team sttached to o load of
timber was being driven through the road leading to-
ward the Falls from shove. The road befng snbe

e the team was by mistake driven off the bunk,
sud in & twinkling the horses, losd apd the
two men wers swept away by  the torrent.

This was about a quarter of & mile above the Falls
bridge, which 8 the society’'s dam, the cataract being
but o tew hundred feet below the dam. The catas-
trophe was sern by hundreds, and every one turned
pale with affright. Women sereamed and wept, and
even men were beside themselves and in many cases
wept also. The sight was appalling. The men wers
seen being swept rapidly to certain destrnction,
they having clnug fast to the wagon box, which sup-
portad them. But thers wers those at haud who wero
equal to the -marm-ucg. Ropes wers procurd and
let down from the fron bridge, within a few hundred
fest of the estaract, and hy o npice caloalation and
through the presence of mind of the wen themselves
they were saved. They canght esch to a rope and
were hauled up amid the deafening cheers of thon.
sanils of spectators, several women faioting when
they saw that they were indeed safe.

FACTORIES CLOSED, BAILRWOAD TRAVEL STOPPED

Coxoonp, Dee. 12, 1578,

The river rose steadily all night and this forenoon
reached & point within an inch as high as in October,
1869, which was the highest ever known. The
basement floors of the Concord Railrowd work-
shop are flooded snd work is suspended, The
intervalos  are  submerged, and the tracks of
the Montreal Railroad, between this city and East
Coneord, are covered with water and impassable. No
train §s in over the Bristol Railroad, owing to the
track beingcovered with water in some places. A small
bridge spanning the ravine between Hookset and
Bristol was carried awsey. No train left or reached
here over the Concord Railroad sinee the freight
tradn, between one sud two o'elock this morning.
Thers is u bad washout reported st Dow Junction,
where the track is overflowed, and asmall bridge
across Turkey River, below the Bow crossing, has
been washed away. Owing to washouts on the Pitts-
fleld road no trains passed over it this forenoon.

ARRIVAL IN NEW YORE OF PATRICK TIERNEY,

THE LAST BUT ONE OF THE FENIAN MILITARY

PRISONERS—SET FREE AFTER THIRTEEN YEARS'

IMPRISONMENT,

The City of Chestor, which arrived last night,
brought to thesa shores the last but one of the pris-
oners held by Great Britain on the charge of Fenian-
ism. Hie pume is Patrick Tierney, and be had been
confined at Spike Inland Prison, in Cork Harbor, Ire-
land, for nearly thirteen years® He was arrested in
May, 1866, chorged with stubbing, with intent to kill,
an informer numed John Warner, and ipon the 21st
of June following was convieted and sent
to the prison named, where he remained,
enduring hardships more or less severe, until the
4th of the present wonth, when he wus taken off in o
small boat from the prison and placed on board the
City of Chester. The Queen's pardon was granted on
tho 18th of Novewmber, and Is conditional upon hig
uever again setting foot upon English territory. At
tho time of his urrest Tierney was a soldier in the
Eighty-seventh Royal Irish Fusilecrs, known as the
“Faugh-s-Ballagh™ regiment, ond was only
twenty-five years old, He appears to be
in good health and spirits and tulks cheer-
fully of the future. He entered the British army at
the age of eighteen and wes consequently sbout seven
years in the service when convicted. Previous to be-
coming s soldier he had been o lesther worker, and
while confinul ho 1 d the st tter's trade,
His mother died in 1872, while he was in prison snd he
was never inforued of the fact uutil s few weeks ngo,
whoen he learned it from his brother. Mr, Ticerney
took up his quarters st Sweeny's Hotel,
in Chatham strest, after his  arrvival, snd wuas
there c¢elled upon by & number bf re-
porters, to whom he told the story of his
snfferings and relense. He complains of the treat-
went be receivod at the hands of the grl.ncipll. warder
of Bpike Ielund Prison, who lnaded him with chsina
and then toreed him to do the work of & man with
free lHmbs, That otticial, he says, told him on his ar-
rival at the prison that he was on o level with the
meanest plekpocket within the walls and would be
wnde to feel so befure he left it.

ATTEMPIS TO ESCAPE,

On one oceasion, driven to desperation by unjust
aud invidious hard treatment, tried to cscape
to the mainlsnd jo s boat, but was csptured, con-
tined on bread and wator for months, snd then, iﬂﬂl‘lﬁ
convicted of an attemnpt to escape, was treatod wi
increased rigor,  Although g frow an abscess
in the back and pains in his limbs, caused by weari
henvy fotters, he was not allowed to go into hncggﬂ
His release came nbout through a visit m
his sister, in March last. He told her how he
was treated, and her efforts in lhis behalf
resultedd in  the sendlung of a commigsion
from Dublin Castle, to inguire inlo 3 the
truth of his statements, He had an interview with
Sir Waltor Crofton and Dr, O'Counor, of Cork, who
woere of she Commirsion,  After that a royul commnis-
slon was sppointed to inguire intothe nt of
the political prisoners, Its members were the Right
Hon. Spencer ‘Latbot and Bir Henry Holland, mem-
bers of Perliament.
