I think
what wo shall bave to do to satisty all clssses will be
to run teains of three cars—one car at filteen oenta,
another at ten cents amda third at five cents fage.
Every train, according to my idea, should have & five
cent car, thus bling all p s who do not
wish to pay over fivo conts to wse  the
road st aoll hours of the dusy. The fifieen
cent car, of comrse, wonld be » palace car in
all respects, in which people who sre indifferent to
the slight increase of expense could enjoy a corre.
