THE SUNDAY QUESTION.

Claims of Wimble Dealers Against Retail
SdN&s- To Be Outlawed.

It i» no secret that frequent consultations have
been held by the leading temperance men of tho
State with representatives of the liquor dealing inI
tercst of this eity ronuerning legislation affecting,
more especially, the sale of liquors in this city, and it
is believed that such an understanding has ben
reached as should satisfy every one except the total
abstinence party.

KMBABBASSMKNTS.
There are several embarrassments in the way of

equitable legislation, some of which, it is believed,
can be overcome, while otbors are apparently stubborn.
For instance, the next year's election inelndes the
choice of a Governor, and timicl republicans in the
intorior of the State fear that if they do anything to
further moderate exciso legislation, they may so

offend the extreme temperance people, that in revengethey will run a third, or temperanceticket. This course, it is said,
would suit republicans more than democrats.
The former will have a largo majority in tho next
Assembly and in the Senate also. As a rule democraticmombcrs voto for liberal exciso legislation,
but a* some of them aro returned from rural <fcitrictsand arc amenable to rural discipline, it is con.!.»1 ». 1_ . . m 1- 1
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from the democratic strength of 28. This would
iiiave 23 democratio votes, but as <13 are needed to
pass a 1)111 it is evident that the rest must be made
up from the republicans. Tho estimated vote stands
as follows:.Democrats, 23; Now York republicans,
C; Kings county, S; Albany, 3 or 4; Buffalo, 4 or 6;
Rochester and the rest of the State, 8 or 10. Total, 49
or 53. *

It will be seen that, if this estimate is correct. It
Will bo necessary to convert at least twelve, and
possibly sixteen, republicans in order that a bill of
any less stringent nature could bo passed in the Assembly.This necessitates.if Huch a course were

not already approvod.the cordial co-operation of
the "straight" liquor dealers with the moderate tem1trance men, and secures a law to which no honest
U filer can object.

JNOUN TETiBITOB* AFFAIRS- RESULTS OF THE

ItEOENT IWK.sTlGVTLiIN 1:V THE SENATE COMMITTEE.
Henutors Patterson, of South Carolina; Garland, of

Arkansas, and Uruver, of Oregon, who, in behalf of
the Senate Committee oh Territories, have conducted
an inquiry into the condition or a;lair3 in the Indian
Territory by taking te.-timony in Washington last
session uml in that Territory during the recess of
Congress, will be ready next week to report to the
full committee. Thoy have agreed to recommend the
enrekment of legislation by Congress which shall
provide:.

Firzt.For the establishment of a United States
Court in tin Indian Territory, to possess both criminaland civil Jurisdiction.

Si'inuil -That all the Indians comprising the "Five
Nations" shall tie made citizens of the United States,
amnublc to' the foJ-rai laws and eouipctcnt to
serve rtn Juries in tho United States Courts.

'fhtrtl.That the lauds uow held in eointnon shall
bo divided and held in severalty, out inalienable for a
limited t< rm of years.
Tho sub-committee do not at present recommend

the establishment by Congress of a regular territorial
government for these Indians, but provide merely
that they shall be entitled to representation in Con-
nitron uj nucicjjiltr, j 11 i- > 11 iw uiumilwe will proouniy
advise the insertion in the proposed bid of a proviso
that tho conditional land grants which the various
railroad companies desiring the settlement of this
Territory have announeod themselves willing to
relinquish, shall ho formally relinquished. The recommendationsof the sub-committee will probably
be endorsed by a majority of the full committee, but
the entire project of legislation is strenuously opposedby the authorised legal representatives of the
Five Indian Nations.
TRANSFER OF THE INDIAN BUREAU.THE COMINGREPORT OF THE JOINT COMMISSION.
The joint Congressional committee having in

charge the subject of the proposed transfer of the
Indian Bureau from the Interior to the War Departmentare now individually examining the testimony
heretofore taken nud which has just been printed.
The committee were at first required to report by
the 1st of January, but being unable to do so

the time was extended till the 1st of February. SenatorSaunders, tho chairman, is of opinion, however,
that the committee will bo prepared to report before
that date. As the members have not had a conferencesince the completion of tho testimony it is not
yet known how they will divide upon the question*
involved.
REORGANIZATION OF THE SECRET SERVICE DIVISIONOF THE TREASURY DEPARTMENT.

Service Division of the Treasury Department, which
takes effect to-morrow. Although dated more than a

mouth ago, its publication has been withheld until
now:.

Si v retarc ilium tho l-ecouimciiJetton of the chief of
the service unproved by Assistant Secretary Hnwlcy,
but assistants and agents of a lower class may be appointedas heretofore by the chief of the (service subjectonly to the solicitor hi to their compensation.Secnml.Inasmuch as advancements for prospective
service, which cannot legally be made by the regular
disbursing otttcers, arc essential to the efficiency of
this service. Assistant Solicitor Robinson will contiuucto act as disbursing agent under my letter of
June 2<>, 1~<77. making payments upon vouehers to
L>e approved by the Solicitor of the Treasury for the
ordinary purposes ot suppressing counterfeiting and
illegal -oinago. Disbursements for any other purposesthan these will be iniule only l»y special dinvlionof the Secretary or of Assistant Secretary
French.
Third.it is proper that the chief of thn aervioa

should constantly :> ivisc with und he directed l>y the
Solicitor of the Treasury in tlio conduct, of his invesligations,und tlus should be continued as heretofore.
T.miii.It would seem that the organisation of this

varv.ee would be complete »ithout an assistant chief,
tud that the duties naturally devolved upon an assistantmight 1* p rforiued bv the chief clerk, und
therefore the appointment of an assistant chief will
be dtscotiiiuued.
To avoid confusion this order will go into operationon the 1st of January neit. when the commisliouedoperatives and clerks will receive their appointmentsas herein provided.
