VICTIMS or THE THUNDKKEK EXPLOSION.
The following telegram has been received from

Admiral Hornby, commanding the British fleet
in tho Sea of Marmora:."One of the
thirty-eight ton guns of tho turret ship
Thunderer burst this morning (January 2),
killing Lieutenants Coker and Danicll, three petty
officers, four seamen and a marine. The gun burst
just in front of the trunnion, the muzzle blowing
overboard. The gun had been tired with a battering
charge, but when it burst it was loaded with a full
charge and an empty shell. A boatswain and thirtytwomen were wounded, twelve of them very badly.
The turret was disabled, but the ship is -otherwise
uninjured."

EL'BOPEAN WKATHEU.

The weather in London yesterday was dull. A
Dundee correspondent writing Thursday night
says:."A fresh snow storm has begun in Scot'
land. It is falling heavily, and it is
not unlikely that there will bo a renewal
of the railway blockade in tho North. The frost is as

keen as ever, and the air piercingly cold. All outdoorlabor, which had been partially resumed, has
again been interrupted."

FRKNCH AFFAIRS.
The Time*' Paris correspondent telegraphs as

follows:.The police have prohibited an
Intended manifestation in the streets in
favor of the imprisoned Communists. The governmentseems to have decided to grant individual
pardons to all the Communists except aboutfour hundredof the ringleaders and participators in massacres.
The Paris correspondent of the Time* says:."A
full pardon has been granted to twenty-four Communistexiles in New Caledonia for thuir servicesagainst , the insurgents in that colony."
A despatch to the Daily /few* from Paris says M.
Wuddiugtou has informed the Council of Ministers
that the Tunis affair Is in a fair way of sottlemcut.
The Porte has advised the Bey of Tunis to come to
an amicable arrangement with France.

CARLE NOTES.

The Journal D'Altace states that the greatest desti'
tution and distress prevail throughout Alsace and
Lorraine.
A plaguo has appeared among the Cossacks of As-

traclian. The sufferers arc isolated. Many doctors
have been summoned to their relief. Of 1VS persons
attacked since the 1st inst. 143 have died.
In the Danish elections for members of the Folkethiugthe Moderate Left has lost fourtoen seats, of

which the Right gained seven. The Radical I.eft lost
sis seats to the Right and the latter lost two goats.
The radical leader Tanber has been defeated. The
final results of the election show 36 members of the
Right, 33 radicals, 23 Moderate Left, and 2 of unknown
opinions. Two elections will be held later.
The cotton masters at Hudderailcld arc considering

the advisability of reducing wages in the same proportionas has been done at Oldham. A common understandingwas reached yesterday by all societies
connected with the engineering trade to resist
to the utmost any prolongation of hours of labor.
It is stated that tho Cairds and the great shipbuilders
of Orcenock have virtually dropped their demand tc
correspond witti that of tho London masters. A
strike has occurred among the freight train guards
on the Midland Railway against prolongation or tlic

' hours of labor. Demonstrations have been made at
London, Bradford, Bedford, Manchester, Lorda,
ShclUcld, Nottingham and Leicester. Disturbance*
aro feared at Leicester.

GRANT IN IRELAND.

how the ex-president was welcomed to

dublin.the freedom of the city presented.speechesby the lord mayor and

general grant.mr. butt s tribute.

Dublin, Jan. 3, 1879.

General Grant arrived this morning by
the Holyhead boat. Mr. Edward F. Noyes,
Minister for the United States to France,
was in the party. The ex-President was

met by representatives of the corporation.
He was driven to the Shelbournc Hotel,
and at once prepared to visit the City Hall
to meet the Lord Mayor. The city was full
of strangers, and much enthusiasm was

manifested when the General and his party
left their hotel to drive to the Mansion
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residence, they were cheered by a large
crowd that had gathered to greet the illus,
trious ex-President. The Lord Mayor, in

presenting the freedom of the city,
referred to the cordiality always existingbetween America and Ireland,
and hoped that in America General Grant
would do everything he could to help a

people who sympathize with every Ameri,
can movement. The parchment, on which
was engrossed the freedom of the city, was

inclosed in an ancient carved bog oak
casket.

General Grant appeared to be highly impressedby the generous language of the

Lord Mayor. He replied substantially as

follows:."I feel very proud of being made a

citizen of the principal city of Ireland, and
no honor that I have received has given me
greater satisfaction. I am by birth the

citizen of a country where there are more

Irishmen, native born or by descent, than
in all Ireland. When in ofhco I had the

honor.and it was a great one, indeed.of

representing more Irishmen and descendantsof Irishmen than does Her Majesty
the Queen of England. I am not an eloquentspeaker and can simply thank you
lor the great courtesy you have shown me."
Three cheers were given for General Grant
at the close of his remarks, and then three
more were added for the people of the
United States.

the cordiality of the popular reception
accorded him. He believed and hoped that

the trade depression in America would soon

be over. He said Americans strovo to

be honest and to pay their way as they be,
came prosperous ; so, also, would England.
His speech was loudly cheered.

PUBLIC HEALTH.

A NATIONAL PROVISIONAL COMMISSION PROPOSED

TO REPORT TO CONOIIESS A PLAN FOR A PERMANENTORGANIZATION.

Baltimobk, Jan. 3, 1h70
A special session of the Advisory and Executivecommittees of the American Public

Health Association was held yesterday and
to-day in tlio National Hotel, Washington,
with a very full attendance. After a long discussion
of sanitary matters a memorial to Congress was

adopted unanimously, setting forth, among other
things, "that it is highly desirable that Congress
shall during the present session provide for
the proper organization of a provisional
national health commission; that the objects
aud duties of this commission should be as follows:.
To report to Congress at its next session a plan for a

national public health organization, said plan
to l)e prepared after consultation with State
boards of health, and with all those who possessspecial knowledge or experience bearing on this
subject; this plan should include one for a national
system of quarantine; that it should take charge of
any investigations iuto the causes uud means of preventionof yellow lever and other epidemic diseases
which may bo referred to it by Congress, seloctiugexperts for that purpose so far as
it may be necessary. One of these investigations, at
all eveuts, should bo made at some point where
yellow fever is epidemic, and by experimental
methods as suggested in the report of the committeeon the general report of the yellow lover
commission printed at the last meeting of the
association. We do not think that this commission
should be burdened with any administrative duties
which arc nut connected with the investigations
just referred to, aud it should in no mannerbe dependent upon or be connected with
any existing bureau or department of the
government; thut it is of the greatest importance
that this commission shull be composed of men well
known for their scientific attainments and knowledge
of public hygiene. They should be persons with
whom all scientific and professional men of the
country will bo glad to co-operate and odvisc,
to whom no suspicion can attach that
they might consult personal interests or umbition
rather than the public good, and whose opinions
when presented, after due deliberation, will commandtnu respect if not the assent of all well educatedmen. Such persons are not common, yet we are
well satisfied that they exist and that their services
can be procured for this very important work;
that th6 proper selection of these men is a matter
of difficulty and one which will require the greatest
cure. They can only be selected by some man or
body of men competent to judge of their merits. Politicalor local considerations should huve no weight in
this matter, nor, unless there are grave legal or constitutionalobjections, should any officer of the governmentbe burdened with or ullowe.l to assume
the responsibility of selecting them. Alter
careful consideration of various plans proposedto secure this end, which is felt by all
to be vitally necessary to success, we are of opinion
that the simplest aud surest method, aud the one
which will command the most genoral approval
among the scientific and professional men ot the
country, is that Congress should request the National
Academy of Sciences to designate tlio members of
the Commission. That the number of persons in
the Commission should not bo less thin seven nor
more than nine; that they shall elect their own officers,and that their compensation should not
be loss than dollars por diem for each
aud every day that they uro engaged in
the work of tlio Commission, besides their
travelling expenses; that the Commission shall bo
authorized to employ such clerical force as may be
necessary to carry out their work. *.id that, ilio Commissionshull fix the rates .9 pay of lis employes
anil of the exports which it may select
aud employ. That, upon the request of the Commission,the Secretaries of War, of the Navy aud of the
Treasury and the Attorney General shall be authorized
to detail officers from their several depur. incuts
to aid in the investigations undertaken, the membersso detailed not to exceed three from any
one department at the same time. In conclusion,
we declare that in our opiniou the true interests of
public health uud sanitary scienco in the United
States are in great danger at the present timo, aud
that it is the duty of ull professional and scientific
men, both as individuals and 03 members of aoci-
eties, to endeavor to prevent premature legislation,
which is now threatened, but whieh we believe the
great majority of our national legislators will oppose
if properly informed on the subject."

Mil. LAMAll's 11ILL.
The following protest aguiust the passage of the

Senate bill offered by Mr. Lamar a few days ago was
also adopted:.
Whereas a bill is now hc-foro a select committee of the

United States Senate, entitled "A bill to establish u departmentof public health," and wliereas said bill provides for a
concentration of power unknown in any other department
ef the government service; therefore

Resolved, that the passage of said bill would not promote
the best interests of the public health, and that the ExecutiveCommlttea be instructed to comiuunicata this opinion
to Congress.

CONFLICTING OPINIONS OF NEW ORLEANS DOCTORSIN REFERENCE TO THE SCOURGE.
New Orleans, Jan. 3, 1879.

Dr. F. Loober, a practicing physician and member
of the Board of Health, testified thr.t he believed
yellow fever to be Indigenous to this
place; T do not think that the epidemic of 1878
can be traced to any imported cases; I do not believethat quarantine can prevent an opidt mic; I believein the germ theory, and I think that the fever
Is reproduced from a specific germ not liable to
destruction, so far as I can gather from my experience
by chemical means.

To Surgeon General Woodworth.I believe yellow
fever to be Indigenous, because it never has been satisfactorilyproven to me to have been imported; but
at the same time I cannot say tbat it has alwuys been
indigenous; if the conditions, atmospheric and others,are not present, or are not favorable the diseaseis not generated from the germ, and in this way
1 account for years in which we have escaped yellow
fever in an epidemic form: I also believe germs to
be indigenous to Mobile and Galveston; as regards
Vicksburg uud Memphis I believe it to have
l>ccn imported from Now Orleans; I believe tliut
the best means of prevention are bv a thorough hv-
titanic system in this city such ax in in operation in
New York ami Haiti more, where I also believe germs
to have been indigenous, and where I believe theso
were eradicated by xtrennous sanitary regulations.

CONDITION!* FAVORABLE TO FKVKR.
To Senator Paddock.The necessary conditions are

heat, long continued iuvisceraturc, a luck of efficient
hygienic measures, improper drainage and a general
low condition of sanitary regulations. 1 think that
the first genuine easo of yellow fever I saw was
in consultation with Dr. Axson, on July 7.
The case was on Annunciation street. I made a carefulinquiry in the vicinity, but failed to discover any
caacs from which this one might have originated,
and, indeed, I tail to connect it with any other ease in
the city, ua the putient had not left the house
for some weeks previous. Dr. Axson agreed
with me thut the case was one of genuine
yellow fever. In some regions of this city which
were extremely filthy, I account for the absence of
fever by the ubsenoc of the germ. Had the germ
been present I think tho fever would have been presentin an aggravated form. I believe in utiuoxphurtc
intlueiiee to the extent that the germs may l>e transmittedby currents of air, but to what distance 1 cannotsay.

' FKVER CAN UK IMPORTED.
At the evening session Dr. Joseph Jones, member

of the Hoard of Health, was examined. He said tho
yellow fever can be imported, but ho could
not trace the last epidemic to that
source. He l<elirved an epidemic could occur
in New Orleans without importation, provided the
cuusca are favorable: is in favor of rigid quarantine,
not of the present lax system, tint of a rigid quarantineher® and also against Mobile and Galveston,it quarantine there should fce lax and
inefficient; believed in the germ theory, although
he lias not much studied it: believed the disease can
lie reproduced. I)r. Jones gave some interesting
statement* alxmt chemical and inicrosenple analysis
of the blood of yellow fever patient*, black vomit
and part* of yellow fever bodies. Ho
has experimented with animals by inloetiug
yellow fever norms into their bodies,
causing death in twelve hours. He has never seen
Much results accruing from injections with the blood
of other febrile diseases.
At eleven o'elock to-night the committee adjourned

until to morrow.

Hard Money and Southern Outrages to

Arouse Republicans.

INTEREST IN THE OHIO ELECTION.

New York Appointments To Be
Confirmed.

INTEREST IN THE OHIO ELECTION.MR. THURMAN'sCOURSE ON THE NATIONAL BANK QUESTION.THECOMING PRESIDENTIAL STRUGGLE.

It is odd that the Ohio election of next fall attracts
a good deal more attention here than the New York
election; at least it is ofteucr spoken of among politicians.There is no doubt that the Western democrats
would like Senator Thurman to accept the nominationfor Governor in Ohio, but he will
probably refuse absolutely to do so. Ohio
republicans say that ho would not be
the worst man to defeat. They believe that there
are elements in the democratic party which would
give Mr. Thuriuau so lukewarm and halting a sup-
port that with u good candidate and a spirited cuiivu8sthe republicans could beat him.

It is understood that Mr. Thurmun is not preparinga set or formal speech for the 8th of January,
but means to go out to Ohio and have a free
talk on that day with his neighbors and
friends. It has been reported here very
frequently that he intends when Congress reassemblesto begin an attack on the national banks; but ho
has not committed himself to do this, and so far as

the public knows his course in this matter is not determinedon. The republican leaders arc very
anxious that the democrats shall be in some way
committed to an attack on the banks. They are

ready to take the. side of the banks, and would more

readily go to the country on that issue than on any
other phase of the currency question.
Close observers here, however, bcMcvo that Mr.

Thurruan will hesitate to raise this question, because
ho must Snow that to do so would be to split the
democratic party, which, for various reasons, ho is
hardly anxious to do. Any attempt or movement to
destroy the banks, such aB has been talked of, will be
vigorously opposed by Eastern anil by many Southerndemocrats, unci, besides this, it will fail, and its
failure will not raise the credit or increase the influenceof those who make the attempt.
The republicans have determined that their only

ehaneo for success in 1880 lies in making sound
money and Southern outrages the sole isBUC3 of the
Presidential campaign. But they see that to do this
they must somehow get the democrats committed
against them. The wiser heads among the democrats
sec this also, and their advice to their people is to make
the canvass in Ohio and New York this fall on State
and local issues entirely, and to let national questions
alone until tlu'timo comes in 1880. They say that by
next year the currency question ought to be as good
as dead; that if disorders have occurred anywhere in
the South which federal or State laws can i;each, their
perpetrators ought to be punished; that not even the
stalwart republicans pretend to any power or wish to
revive federal intervention of the Grant kind in the
South; that consequently there is no political South,
era question, and that, finally, if the democrats hold
still they will seriously embarrass their opponents.
As to the greenback movement, so called, it is seen

that it amounts to nothing for a Presidential year,
when there can be only two parties, for even in the off
year, last November, the groenbaekcrs made but a

pitiful show.
To all this the republicans reply, however, that the

democrats are sure to bluuder; that the anxiety
to get ahead will lead some democrats
to commit themselves and the party to
some folly or other; that it is natural for a party to

have a policy in opposition to tha other party, and
that as the republicans have taken their ground.
the democrats arc sure to fall into the trap, and
commit themselves to a policy of opposition to tho
republicans. It remains to be seen which of these
prophets most accurately fortells the future, but it
must be admitted that the democrats havo generally
by tbeir mistakes justified the republican confidence
in democratic folly.
NEW YOBK APPOINTMENTS TO BF. CONFIRMED

IN THE INTEREST OF PARTY.
There are reports here that Mr. C'onkling has determinednot to oppose the confirmation of the New

York Custom House appoiutinents, end that the fall
campaign in Now York will be arranged in such a manneras to candidates as to satisfy Messrs Arthur aud
Cornell. It is said that republican Senators have

urged Mr. Conkling to make no further resistance
on the ground that it is necessary to have harmony
in the party and on the further ground that it is ad
visable to do everything possible to prevent the necessityof calling an extra session of the Senate, bocause,If an extra session is called, the democrats will
have the opportunity to reorganize the Senate, which
would be inconvenient to Mr. Oorham, the present
secretary of the Senate, who is one of the most activeand effective republican campaign managers, and
who is depended on to curry California next fall.

THE BLAINE INVESTIGATING COMMITTEE.

Senators Teller, Cameron of Wisconsin, Klrkwood,
Bailey and Garland, constituting the sub-committee
of investigation appointed under the Blaine resolution,lett Washington this morning direct for New
Orleaus.
