lans have brought General George Crook, commend-
jug the depurtinent, into marked prominence, and
his opinions not ouly as (o the action of the military
st Camp Robiuson during this "outbreak, but con-
cornipg the cause therefor, the grievances of the
Indians and the government's shure of reapon-
gibility in the matter, have been in bLrisk de-
maped, Until within a few days past, howover,
Guneral Crook hias been confined to his residence in
this city with malarial fever, and hias, therefore, been
1gissing from his office at Fort Omaba, four miles
distant. During bis yosrs of experience in frontier
military deparimonts and his dealings with the Ind-
jans Crook Las pained the reputation—well deserved,
donbtless—of being as direct and honest as the
Indian bi If.

General Crook—After it was decided to remove the
band the army had simply to exeonta the order,
peaceabiy if posaible, by foree il neccssary, proceed-
ing against them when it wua necessary ss sgainss
sny other encmy. I do not suppose a womaun or
child was Lilled but by sccident. Muny soldiers dis-
played great pgallantry in endeavoring to protect
them. An effort was made to remove the children
and care for them when it was decided to starve or
frovan tho Cheyennes into The sy 8,
I nnderstand, wers well oured for when they separ-
ated themselves from the band.

ANOTHFE REPORT FROM THE JOINT COMMITTER
ON THE TRANSFER OF THN INDIAN BUREAU—
OPPOSITION TO THE CHANGE—TEMPORARY
MILITARY CONTROL OF WILD TRIBES RECOM-
MEKDED,

WasETNGTON, Jan, 30, 1879,

The report embodying the viewa of Benators Raun.
ders and Oglesby and Reprosentatives Stewart and
Van Vorhes-—four of the eight members cof the joint
committee on the Indian transfer question—haa been
completed, aud will be presented to the Senate by
Mr, Baunders to-morrow, After recitiug the law un-
der which the inguiry was ordered into *‘the expe-
diency of transferripg the Indian Bureau to the War
Department,' and stating that the committee, to
fully inform themselves, visited various sections of
the country and beard voluminous testimony omn
both sides of the questiom, the report proceeds to
review the history of the Indisn service while it was
under the control of the War Department, from the
formation of our government up to 1540, It shows
that warious evils sud abuses grow up uvander the od-
miuisteation of Indian affairs by militury oflicers,
and this branch of the report concludes as follows (—

The Secrstary of War (James Harbour), In his re-
port of Febroary 3, 1826, said that in the musnage-
ment of Indien .atfairs “the history of the past
prosents but little on which the recollection lingers
with sgtisfoction.” He said further:—Tho fulnre is
not more cheoring, unless resort be apeedily hwl to
otber counsels then thoss by which we bave hersto-
fore been gov L' The md iti of the Hec-
retary were unheeded snd sbuses grew frow that
time forward; snd notwithstanding the reformastory
legislation of March 8, 1847, they continued to grow
up to the last hour in which the War Deparvtment had
control of the Indian population, and so Jittle Lad
been done toward Indisn civilization ander the War
Department muansgement that publie opinion had
acquiesced in the ursumption that the Indions were
not snsceptible of civilization snd progress.

REVIEW OF THE QUESTION.

[& T—There 18 to be s general im-
pression here that the Cheyennes started northward
with peaceable intentions, and only becanse they
were etarved out; that no depredations or murders
were committed until after they had themselves suf-
fered from attacking companies of soldiers, and that
even then the murders wers done by a few young
braves sgeinst the sdvice of the others. Do yon
think this the truth?

General Crook—I1 wonld prefer to express no opin-
fou on the subject. It is proper matter fors ju-
dicial or military inveatigation, not for an expression
of private opinion. It is true that they committed
oo murders or after cutering this de-
partment. I have my own on the A
formed opon the statementa of othern. The Chey-
ennes first went to the south volnniarily and with
good feeling, and it wonld hardly be probable that
they wonld prefer to die rather than return toward
thosouth without some reason.  They wore nelther
fools nor luuaties, end ia deciding upon their course

KUFFERINGS OF TAK CHEYENSES,

CornespoNpENT—Of course they had oothing to
hope from the civil sutborities of Kansas?

General Cnook—Very little. A ecivil tribunal is not
reinarkable for lewiency to Indisus, particularly
whers they ars members of a band whieh has com-
‘mitted murders, [ suppose they would all have been
hanged in Kansaa.

ComngsroNpeEXT—I believe you frst brought the
Cheyennes into sn agency. Will you give the facts
in brief? g

General Croox—In the fall of 1576, in ‘the Mackén-
zie dght, the Cheycunes were badly worsted ana
many killed. After the fight they were obliged to
make that long, terrible march of 100 miles, in snow
drom sl inches to four fect deep, to get to the Crary
Horse band. Many of the Cheyennes had relatives
smwoug the Sloux, sud they expoctod to be received
with open arme and that the Sloux would divide with
them. They arrived from the march in sn abso-

lutely destitute condition, having endured groat suf-
terings from eold and bhunger on the way., O\
women and childven perishod in the suow; babes
were frogen st their mothers’ breasts, Craxy Horse
rocaived them colblly on their arrival and nded
Inrgn prices for everything. Io the spring the Chey.
Fubes corse to Bed Cloud Agency (a tew going to the
month of the Tongue Hiver),  Liedtensnt Johnson
was ‘hen in charge at Hod Cloud. They expected
here to recelve only what the Sivux were willing to
sliow them, which they had resson to expect would

Tho testimony taken by tha committee in Wosh-
ington, St. Louls, Umaho, Salt Luke City and San
Francisco, in the Indian Territory and at varions
Indian agencies In the Northwesat is quoted exton-
pively aud deseribod In general terms as follows :—

Your comm/ittes find that the general expressions
of the Indisiis und the civilisns, with o few excep-
tiond of the lutter, are invpposition to the change of
control, whie the officers of the urmy glve aany rea-
sons why the trapsfer should be made, ¥ot invariably
express 8 porsonsl disapproval of the transfor be-
canse, a8 they wllege, it would devolve wpon them
onerons sud thaukless duties, Thronghont the tes-
timony given by tlmlmlf- offiters their disapproba-
tion was stated. This leads the committes to eo-
rionsly consider the guestion whether, if the trausfer
were made, the army would not be mueh injnred

large encugh to employ hooorable meu of
decided  executive ability and to  enable them
to tuke ther families with them to their
agencies and to support them there. The pay ought
to be more liberal and the tenure of their oflice
should be secure for u term of years, provided the
agent ehould prove worthy, The laws ,eruﬂdlu s for
the punishment of wr loers iu this kot the
serviee ought to be excendingly severe. The gniity
ghould bLe punished with an unmisiakable caruost-
ness that will convinee all others of the firm purpose
of the government. We are essured that this policy
bas been insngurated, seud that alresdy the good re-
sults are felt, a8 the Commisstoner of Indian Affars
testifies thero has not been a single defuleation under
the preseut administration.

THE GUESTION OF COST.

The question of economy 18 next eonsidered. The
slgners of the report, after expressing their opluion
thut it should by no means supersede the considera-
tion of questions of humanity and the progressive
civilization of the Tudians, say they cannot find any
good ground for the comimon statement that the War
Department {8 uny more economical and efficient
than the Iuterior Department in the purchase of
supplies and their trsusportation, It is found that
both departments have excellent syetemes, and that
both bave mude great improvements of late years,
The improvement in the management of the Indian
Burean is said 10 be expocially marked. The prosent
gystem of Lusi s po d very effective and
the orpganigation of the office is consldersd complete
enongh to be a bar to sll outside frregularitics,

The remainder of the report (omitting s long
extract from the ntterance of the Peace Commission
of 18068) is as follows:—

THE nu?v ATIONB,

There are at prosent 143 reservations, comprising
150,526,715 acren of HMml. Your committee are of
opinion that there afé'tao meny resorvations and
that the nnmber shonld be rapidly lessened. The
smnaller bands of Indians who desline (o tuke land in
sgeveralty aud also  refuse to become cltizens,
sbonld be movid on the lsrpe reservations,
Iu  this ‘conunection your committes would
sngaeét  that  the  present  large  reservabions
in the northern part of Dakota bordering on
the Cauada lHoe anght to be set apert by the govern-
ment as g permaneit reservation for nll those Northern
tribes whose Aler resorvations'will be abolished un-

THE RENO INQUIRY.

SIXTEENTH DAY OF THE INVESTIOATION—WIT=-

NESSES GENEBALLY FAVORABLE TO THE AC-
' CUBED.
