ATTACKING THE "MUTUAL"

Superintendent Smyth Refers Legislators
to Printed Reports.

GOTHAM'S GOVERNMENT.
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partments Threatened.

COOPER AND KELLY NOT AGREED.

Albany, Jan. 31,1879.
Mr. Simonson called up liis resolution iu the

Assembly tc-day asking for an investigation of the
Mutual Life Insurance Company us to the act of that
corporation in issuing new policies with a robato of
thirty per cent on premiums. The preamble to theso
resolutions, it will be recollected, dealt rather
severely with the conduct of the company in this
respect, stigmatizing its acts as illegal and unprecedented.Consideration of the matter brought the
"Quid Eaglo from Rockland," General Husted, to
his feet in a vigorous defence of the company. He
denounced the form and wording of the
resolutions, and argued as to the entire
propriety of the Mutual Life people allowing
such a rebate as specified. Some of the
ablest lawyers in tho State had given opinions supportingthe company in this respect. The question
was simply as to tho conduct of the business of the
company. If.to illustrate.the Chemical Bank of
New York has been borrowing monoy at three and
one-half per cent, will it work any injury to the depositor,to whom it is paying three and one-half per
cent, to say to the public, deposit with us and we

hall give you five percent? As to the rebate question,it was to bo said that in 1875,1876, 1877 the businessof life insurance throughout the country was in
ench a state that the espouses of the companies were in
excess of their incomes. True, the Mutual Life had
reserve enough to meet all demands made upon it,
but was unwilling to shut its doors and meet its obligationsfrom that reserve. The oldest, and confessedlythe ablest and strongest company of its
kind iu the world, the Mutual Life determined that
it would n<ft nicot the emergency by resorting to tho
devices which other companies were practicing.
It would not pay salaries or expenses of agents,
neither would it increase its commission to

agents. Instead it adopted a policy whereby
whatovcr reduction was made on the premium
mured to tuo policy noiuer. it rcsoiveu uiat tor two

years it would replenish its force by a rebate of
thirty per cent on all policies taken. This was no

unusual or novel proceeding. He, the speaker, had
two policies on his life. The first he took out in I860,
Insuring through an agent. Fifteen years later he
took out a second policy, but, having grown in wisJomsince 1KGU, he took it directly from the company,
and this saved him the commission which ho would
have had to pay an agent. Any man could do the
lame and thus secure a rebate. Mr. Husted thon
referred to the record made by the Mutual
Life as the best answer to a portion
of the preamble. In ten years its assets hail increasedfrom $10,0011,(100 to $88,000,000.figures
which demonstrate the consummate skill with which
the affairs must have beeu managed. The speaker
then alluded to the cause in the preamble which
states that the company has defiantly refused to regardthe wishes of the policy holders and was grossly
mismanaging its tru»t. There was no foundation
for such a statement. The trustees of the companywere such men as Lucius Robinson,
Governor of this State; Alexander Rioe, ex-Governor
of Massachusetts; William E. Dodge and George
H. Andrews. There never had been a time during
the last twenty years when the expenses of the
company were not more than met by the receipts.
The resolution with which the unfair preamble concludes.calls upon the Judiciary Committee to inquire
into the legality of the new policy. The proposition
was absurd. Was this Legislature a Court of Appeals
In the opinion of tno gentleman who introduced the
resolution? Any policy holder can go before a judge
and get an order for the Mutual Life to show cause
whv it should not be restrained from doimr business
dd this new x>lan. Why, then, invoke legislative
id? As to that part of the resolution which

asks the Legislature to remove the officers of the
company, if they shall be found to have exceeded
their rights, he would simply say it woe of all thiugs
the most preposterous. This Legislature had uo

power to remove as insignificant an official as a constable,and certainly had no power to do as requested.In conclusion, Mr. Hustcd said that he
was a policy holder in the company and had been
from 1HU0, and spoke in the interest of the policy
holders. Uo hoped the resolution would not pass.

ATTACKING INSt'UANI i. MANAGEMENT.
Mr. Uloau in reply said that the resolution involveda great question of insurance management.

It was evident that policy holders and loading insurancemen differ widely as to the wisdom of the new
policy adopted by the Mutual Life. He felt that it
was proper for the Legislature to make an examinationfor the purpose of finding out whether the
company had, as it wax claimed in some quarters,
violated its charter. Mo did uot like the prcumble
to the resolution. It made allegations as to
tho truth of which he knew nothing. And
therefore ho eould not vote for the resolutiontakon in connection with the preamble.
To the end that the inquiry might be made he would
offer a substitute for the original resolution. In conclusionMr. Sloan said that he could uot but feci that
the Mutual Life would lie glad to have tho iUTestigatioumade, to the end ttiatlf the new policy adoptod
Mas not in conflict with the charter and was tho outsonicof wisdom and prudence. those facts ought to
ippcar. Mr. Sloau then offered the following substitute:.
Wlisrsas tho officers of the Mutual Life Insurance Com

pan) iccenlly adopted a plan for otituiuinK new business
whereby tlie new policy-holder is allowed a rebate of thlrtr
pur cent upon the anuinil premiums for two rears. thereby
obtaining Ills Insurance at a rats largely below the rate
paid by lliu old policy bidders; sad wbereas tlio paying of
this rubaln ot thirty per cent ie alleged to be unjust and in
violation of the charter of the company; and whereas it la
further alleged that the said officers are expending vast
lima of thu policy-holders' money in advertising and in

It is probable that tlio people of New York will

sion has arisen among the politicians here as

examination, seems to indicate that tho gentleman's
colleagues have not forgotten the broken promises
of last year.

SALAIUE8 OF RUPBEUK OOUBT JUSTICES.
Mr. Baudllcld's measure roletivo to tho eompensa-

tiou of Justices of the Supreme Court provides that
no Justice of the Supreme Court shall hereafter rocuivoauy salary, stipend, allowance, payment or
compensation or any nature in addition to the salary
payable to said Justice out of the treasury of the
State.

THE ME1UUTT PETITION.
Senator Murphy was busy during the forenoon

talking with members who signed the petition asking
for tho continuation of Collector Merritt as to tho
philosophy of their action. It Is given out that sov-
erul of these gentlemen were indueod to reconsider
and telegraphed Senator Conkling the fact that they
signed the document under a misapprehension.
These were the two interesting features of legislative
work to-day.

EQUALIZATION OF TAXES.
Mr. Brook's bill in relation to the equalization of

taxation on real CHtate provides that where any
debt due or owing by auy owner of land is secured
by mortgage, the amount of tho debt shall be assessedupon the owner of the laud as trustee for the
creditor, and such amount shall be deducted from
the vuluu of such real estate, and the residue
of such value only shall be assessed upon
the owner of the real estate; the sum
paid bv such owner, as trustee, for (ixes on such
debt shall be a legal set-off against such debt. Section2. Wiicu for auy reason real estate be not us
oMitud at ita full valuation kui%1i nart of the value ns

assessable to tlie uwuit of tho land, as trustee, accordingto soction 1, shall bo assessed at the same

percentage upon the lull valuation as is assessed
upon the part of the value of tho said laud assessed
to the owner of the land, according to section 1.

CllCKLTY TO ANIMALS IN THANSIX.
Mr. Galvin's bill to prevent cruelty to animals

while in transit by railway within the State of New
York provides that it shall not be lawful tor any railroadcompany to confine any animals in their cars
for a longer period than twenty consecutive hours
without unloading the same for rest, water and feedingfor a period of at least seven consecutive hours,
unless prevented by storms or accidents.

sMOKi: IN THK SENATE CHA.M11KR.
The Senate Chamber was like a smokehouse this

morning. For the first time a fire was lighted In the
big, open marble hearth under the handsome stone
mantelpiece that ornaments the rear of the chamber.
When tho Senators entered they found several big
sticks of wood crackling on tho polished andirons
and clouds of smoke pouring into the room and rollingalong the panelled and carved oak ceiling. While
thu smoke niight be very good to darken the oak and
give to it the appearance of antiquity, which alone
is wanting to complete the artistiu l>eauty of the
room, it did not at ull agree with the eyes and throats
of the honorable gontleiuen. Many a hardened old

eolitlcal gladiator was seen for the first time in his
fe to shed tears. Whcu the ico had been thawed

out of the chimney it began to attend to its business,
and enabled the Senate to attend to the work in hand.
Iu the absence of both the permanent and tho pro tern
president the ohalr was occupied by Senator Jacobs,
feu seats were unoccupied, the gentlemen having
anticipated the adjournment ami gone home
last night. The most important measure
of the day was the passage of the bill
appropriating $500,000 to pay the bills outstanding
for work on the new Capitol an l to keep the institutionin runuing order until spring, when it is ex-
pceted another aud very much larger appropriation
will be aaked for. The Judiciary Committee, to
which tlie bill wan referred at the instance of the
vonerable Senator St. John, from Orange, reported it
favorably, and it came up for a third reading. AttorneyGeneral Schooumaker had advised the committeethat the bill was constitutional
and all except Senator Hughes concurred with
him. Whcu the measure came up in the open Seuate
Mr. Hughes argued that It was not proper or legal
for tho Senate to appropriate money tor liabilities
already incurred, at any rate without mentioning
that fact in tho title of the bill. Senator Ecclesiue
wax inclined to agree with him, and offered an amendmentsetting forth the purpose for which the money
wax to lie used. Senator St. Junn declared It wax
time to call a halt in making appropriations until
tho people conld look around aud seo how the matter
stood.

HA1UIIX OS THE DEFZmiYK.
Senator Harris explained that the new Capitol

Commissioners were not responsible for the debt of
fdtO.UUO which it wan the chief nidation of tho appropriationto liquidate. They wore directed by tho
State to hare the building roauy for occupation by
the present Legislature, and they did mo; and in doing
ho contracted the liabilities iu question. Senators
Pomeroy and Udick claimed that tho bill was in proper
form. Senators Hughes, St. John ami Sessions (republican),put in i>r<> forma requests to be excused troiu
voting, explained their position and then withdrew tlie
requests aud voted aiHruiatively. Their explanationswere substantially the sauic. They were dissatisfiedwith the manner in which the work had
been carried on generally, but felt that as the buildiughad so far progressed it must be tluislied. The
lull, with Senator Eoclcsine's amendment, was voted
unanimously, and was sent to the Assembly for concurrence.Altogether, it was a vory uninteresting
session, the ouly bill having any general interest,
that was introduced being one to extend the powers
of notaries public.

7IGHT SESSION.FIFTH DAY OF THE NATIONAL)

CONVENTION.ADOPTION OF A NEW lUTl'AL.

RESOLUTIONS.ELECTION OP OFF1CEU3--CLOSE

OF THE SESSION.
PuiLADELrmA, Jan. 31, 1879.

The closing session of tlia National Convention of
the Independent Order of B'nai Jl'rith was one of great
Interest, its most important work being the adoption
3f a new ritual iu place of that in use since the Conventionat Chicago in 1874. This was effected iu
secret session alter two hours' deliberation. Sulmeijuoutlythe doors were thrown open again. Among
those present in the night conference was Brother
I! Linan, of Memphis, the efficient secretary of DistrictGrand Lodge Mo. 7, who had been conlinedto his room ever sinco his arrival here. This
gentleman is tho author of a most valuable work, a

labor of tivo years, on the jurisprudence of the Order.The Committee on Intellectual Advancement
inado a unanimous report rucomiuonding the establishmentof libraries, the different grand lodges to
see to it that literary and social entertainments
shall bo given and lectures delivered. One of the most

Impressive scenes of the Convention was the roading
[>t the report of the Committee on Epidemics. No reportsfrom tho different localities having been received,Mr. M. Thaliuessinger, the chairman of tho
somiulttee, in most tilting terms paid a glowing
tribute to tho lodges and officers ot District No. 7
for having so promptly paid up the endowments,
amounting to tho sum of $10*1,000. He mentioned
with pride the Cleveland Orphan Asylum, the llome
for Jewell Widows and Orphans and the Touro InUriuary,both of New Orleans, where the orphuns
and the distressed found shelter from the ravages
of disease and destitution. The gallant servicesof Brother Salomon Marx, of New
Orleans, were then reviewed. Eulogies were
delivered by Brother Julius llicu, the executive officer
of the Older, followed bv Brothers Godfrey Morse,
of Boston: A. E. Erankland, the Memphis liero of
1873; Josiah Cohen, of Pittsburg; Simon Wolf and
Lewis Abraham, of Washington city, who made
poetical quotations. He said;.
O'er fount of faitli let graceless sestet* fight;
That man can not ho wrong whose acts aro iu the right.
On the conclusion of the eulogistic remarks it was

unanimously adopted to present lirothcr Salomon
Marx, of New Orleans, with a testimonial for his
noble and heroic conduct; and the President of the
Constitution Grand Lodge was authorized to have
the same executed and transmitted to the brother. A
resolution to bestow a similar honor uuou Brother
Salomons, of Savannah, also passed. Brother Salomonsthanked the Convention and Mr. Marx addressedthe assembly in a brief but telling manner,
olten interrupted by hearty bursts of applause.
A committ e of nine was appointed to tender the

statue of "Religious Liberty to the city of Philadelphia.

As Edward Haitian, the champion sculler of America,hoarded the City of Moutreal ytbterday in ruutt

for Europe, lie looked the picture of youthful healtl
and vigor. Of medium height and not at ail broad
he is a round, deep cheated, strong limbed, well built
luuu, easy 111 hia movement* ana with nothing about
him which would arrcat the attention of the ordinary
obHcrvrr or ranee him for a mono lit to bo singled out
an the faetcrit aculler among GO,000,000 of people.
Cloae beside him stood a stout, middle aged
man keenly eyeing all who approached the
champion or sought to liavo anything to
do with him and listening to every word.
This was James Hoasley, his trainer, and
a man who is said to have his entire coutidouee &ud
to be well fitted for hia by no means eusy position.
Standing all around wore men till deeply interested in
the little sculler, and every now uml thru hating a

friendly cliut with him or introducing some uewcotuor.Here was Eph Morris, all the way from
Pittsburg, a broad, stout, heavy-jawed man, of great
stay and pluck, who gave ii.inlau so good a race all
over the Ilultou ttvc-milc course. A taller man, almostslender, pleasant faced an I frank, stepped up
and added his friendly word and hearty shake of the
liuud. This was Fred l'laistod, tremendously fast for
a utile, and the making of a good stayer, too, if he
only hod good coaching. He has given Hanlan many
a .... kill Inn. inn lli.t 1... liu. . /, Viuui-

ness with him. John Biglin, the hern of almost a
hundred races of every class and kind, looking
tough and well in his brown fchinpiece and
light mustache: Barney, his brother ex-oarsman;
Colonel Bliss, Judge Kiliott, of Gruenpoint, Haitian's
favorite boat builder; Tom Kiliott, his brother; bluff
and cheery Dave Ward. Haitian's backer.all deeply
interested in the man who was bound out on such a

plucky undertaking, and one in the liko of which no

predecessor of his hus ever yet been successful.
Haitian says tliut he has hail a delightful time duringhis recent brief stay in this city, indeed has been

almost overrun with attention. He goes away full
of hope and courage, gratified much at meeting with
sucn a hearty welcome in a city where he was till
this week almost a total stranger.

HANLAN'S OPINION OF COUICINKV'S STYLE.
Hanlan conversed freely about the great raeo with

Courtney, for whom, by the way. lie has genuine respect.M hen asked what he thought the defects in
Courtney's style of rowing he said lie was rather at a
loss to say; that, while of course he saw him often
at Lachinu before the race, he did not study his stylo
very closely. The tremendous tear of the water
might be the result of not dipping his blades quite
deep enough, but he is a large aud heavy man and
sinks his boat well, and this may necessitate heavier
looking work with tlio blades than a lighter
mau would liavo to do. Ho thought Courtneydid incline to rush the last part
of his strokes through a little too
hard, and so tend to jerk there, giving his
arms more than their share to do. Ilut he spoke
of his hue reach and how well he used his logs, pulling
clean from his toes and throwing liis weight on hard.
Ho did not know whether he lia.l erred in his trainingin uot running enough. The stories about his
own loot walk had been exaggerated, for instead of
running nine miles daily, as was reported, be seldom
did over two. While he spoke guardedly.for he impressesany one at once as a man of strong good
souse aud very prudent in speaking of a rival.still
it was plain that he felt that he had beaten Courtney
uot because the latter was a less skilful sculler, but
because Huulau was the tougher man.

HIS NKXT HACK Wll'H OOCBTNKV.
When asked as to whether he would row Courtney

again, he said ho would row him on Toronto Bay, his
own home course. But why not meet him on a neutralcourse.any strictly fair one? Judge Elliott,
who builds Haulan's bouts, urged in reply that it had
always been the custom for the champions, both
abroad and here, to iiumo their own home courses
whenever challenged to a championship race, so that
Hanlau was only doing what was always done.

"Yes, but oven admitting tnis, it bad a look about it
as it the man would know some points in his favor
on his own course which a stranger would not b«
likely to discover, and so the truck would not be
really fair for bstli. In short, why did it not give the
impression that Uanlan was afraid to row elsewhers
than on Toronto Bay ?"
Uanlan replied that the Toronto course was an

absolutely fair one, free from eddies, swirls and currentsor unythiug else which would annoy a stranger
or work him any disadvantage.
"Then if it wa* absolutely fair, no iloubt if Courtneywould row Uim there he wouhl willingly givo

Courtney the choice of position, would he not ?
Tho little ehauipiou had hardly expected this, and

took it rather uneasily, but whuu pressed for au
answer and shown that ho could not with good
gra< e refuse it, he reluctantly said, "Yes."
His ba ker, Dave Ward, who all the time keeps a

close eye on his favorite and hears all that is said to
him, and who frequently answers for him, thought
that Courtney got enough of it at Lachine and would
hardly row Hauluu again. He hud heard that he
could not agalu get backing. While he believed that
one of his backers had lost $5,U00 on him nt Lachitie
still he thought that all that kept that Hsmc backer
from hedging was the fact that he could tlnd no
takers, so universal a favorite was Haitian among tho
butting men. Indeed, Ward added, that ho had heard
that Courtney had now a good busiucss, and it was
very doubtful if he ever rowed again in public at all.

WILLING TO UOW ON A NKl'TBAL OOVBSK.
While Haitian, as already stated, prefers the Toronto

course, he says ho will row Courtney on any fair
course if a purse of or more is given, as was
the case at Montreal, and a reasonable sum to each
man besides lor his excuses. Holit he anil Ward
agreed that this plan of raeiug had many advantages
over the present one of rowiug for stakes, and that
oue of Courtney's backers, by his attempts prior to
the race to sft'ect the betting, had douu Courtney
a world of barm. Hanlau, evidently, is not
afraid of Courtney. He is couth lent of his
chances, no matter who is against him,
aud it would be hard for auy one with
such a long and brilliant re-cord as his.the winuor
of twenty-tour races out of twenty-six.not to be so.
He could well feel, as liu looked around on the famous
scullers grouped there on the deck to bid him UodsI>ced.meuwhom he had rowod dowu as often as

they dared to face hiiu.that in beating all these good
ones in a fair open tight, and especially at his age.
for he says he is only twenty-throe, he had proved
himself an exceptionally good man. It would have
been a graceful act on Courtney's part could he have
supped down tor a day and joined in the general
handshaking.

HIS IHANCKS AllRilAD.
As to hts prospects .11 England of coarse Ilanlsn

could uot talk very dcltuituly. While, from all lis
can learn of the two streams.the True and the
Thames.he naturally praters the former, as it is
much the straighter in its racing courses, still, as
whoever hu challenges will have the selecting of th«
course, and as he means to meet the b-ist men in Hugland,he will doubtless have to race on each, mud
more than once.
