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Mxiliyxia have occurred among the workmen.
Mi'U have actually fallen dead in the graves
they were digging, as was recorded during the

Loudon plague. Walking back front the cemeteryto the city I counted lilty-two bodies going
to burial. This broad sand beach in front of For-
taleza is a main road to the burial ground. From
morning till night a stream of corpses is passing
aloug here. 1 never went to the boaeli without seeing
four or live. While I took my morning bath in the
surf a seore would puss me. There are two or three
smallpox hospitals; but, of course, they were overflowingduring the epidemic. The one I visited was

close by the cemetery, livery cot was full, and as

fast as one was vacated it was taken up by a new

patient. In many cases they did not even wash the
cot, and I believed that many deaths were caused in
this way, as when a patient only slightly attacked
was placed ou a cot where ono li.nl recently died of
some aggravated form of the disease.

WBETOHF.Q BOVKLS.

The (lies were swurmiug about here by niillious. I
think these insects had much to do with the propagationof smallpox, passing us tliey do from house
to house and lighting ou face and bands. You must
not suppose that all the smallpox patients were gatheredin these hospitals. I visited many of the refugeehuts, and in almost every one I found the dread
disease. Some cases I saw were horrible enough. I
stopped at one hut, two or three miles out of town
and away from the main loads. It was the merest
shelter, made of boughs und palm leaves; 110 floor,
of course, and no furniture beyond a dirty hammock,a mat und two or three cooking utensils of
clav. A woman to whom I spoke looked up drowsily.
She was suffering from fever, plainly the fever of
smallpox. A baby iu the hammock was tossing
with the fever also, A little girl en tho

, mat had the white sores just breaking out on

her face. A boy ou the grouud was one liorriblo
mass of rotting ffesli, with the blood oozing from all
parts of the body. He could not have lived un hour
longer. And yet there was no one to give a eup of
water to this sick family. It was so in many eases.

1'eoplo died of hunger aud thirst because disease left
them helpless and there was no one to aid them. Tho
refugees seemed iuditfereut to their fate. They
laughed even to see some distorted body. They
gambled for their ratious. I oftou saw them at this
sport. The only sign of fear I observed was in tho
repugnance which the men showed for hospital and
cemetery service. It was very difficult especially to
find gravedikgers. Tho dead were collocted every
morning by a corps of searchers. A fixed sum was

paid, I bcliove. for each body.

If affairs were bad iu Fortaleza they were worse in
some of the villages around it. From its centre in
the capital the epidemic spread iu all directions.

At l'ncatuba, with a population (refugees included)
of 3,900, the death rate went as high as 130 per day.

place I visited some twenty houses at random, and in
every one I found from otic to l\vo smallpox casus.
At a friend's house where 1 stopped the servants had
gcabs still on their faces. Children, lightly attacked,
were crawling about the streets or begging at tlio
railroad station ! Onu man had twenty-four workmen.Seventeen of these diod in forty-live days, and
another was sick when 1 left. Another had uinu
clerks. Six of them died within four weeks. Familiesof teu died one after another until noue were
left. Cases wore common where only two or three
remained out of a large circle. Aud this, you must
remember, was among the rieher class as well
as among the poorer, though, no doubt,
the mortality was greater with the refugees.
Along the new railroad line the mortality among the
workmen was often very great; but the engineer,
Mr. Mossing, hud introduced a semi military system.
The people lived in decent houses aud the sick were

rigidly separated from the well,
WHAT VACCINATION' MK.HT HAVE DONE.

1 believe that the epidemic itself might have been
prevented by vaccination and the commonest hyjicuhrules. What can be done ? I was at Baturite,
t ocauunu vuiagu auom sovcuty-uve nuns irom
Fortaleza. There were somo 15,000 refugees there.
They lived ill (leeout barracks, had food enough and
to spare and were clothed by flic government. The
labor system hod been in use all along. Vaccinationwas enforced aud smallpox had hardly been
telt there up to January, lhTl). Out of the
lJ.uoo. during my \ isit, the mortality ran no

higher than live per day.a very low rate when
it is considered that people were still coming in in a

starving state. The good condition of affairs at
Uaturite is almost entirely owing to one noble man.
L»r. Antonio Gomes I'oreira. ThiH gentleman, one of
the wealthiest in the province, devoted himself from

CP'St exodus took lilacs lie fed thousands at bis own
expense. Ah government commissioner he intrncillcedorder and economy into the woik. Ho vie-

neighbors, worshipped by the refugees, and he dctcrvos to be known as a man who lias saved 10,000
lives.

appearance of the black pi.aouk.
I 'could write iiiuch more of Cosra and the good

and evil I saw there; the evil, alas, too sadly predominant!Only one thing more I will note, for it may
be the sign of another scourge in the future. When
1 left Fortaleza people were talking of a disease
which they called black smallpox. It was utterly
unlike th- ordinary smallpox. The patient was

seised with a sudden giddiness, fever and burning of
Die tongue; then dark spots like bruises appeared on
the body, and in tweuty-four hours all was over. I
nurmised from the first, and I believe there is now
no doubt, that this is the terrible black
plague, the scourge that lias so often
swept through Europe and Asia, but which
ao far as I know, has never appeared before
on this side of tho Atlantic. Tho cases were already
numerons at the beginning of this year. One of tho
first victims was tho wife of the Provincial President,
Honhor Jose Julio. She died in a few honrs after
the disease attacked her. She was buried at night
without attendance. What will be tho result of this
new pestilence? I only know what has been.a
province utterly ruined; a population of 900,opt) reducedto 400,000, and these dying at an enormous
rate. Probably tlicrc have been iwo.tioo deaths in th<x
other drought-stricken provinces of which I hare few
notices. There is unfiling In history that will comparewith it. God grant that there never may be
gain!

of the South are not moving for the immediate ivpealof the Election laws; we have thought nothing
about it. It is time enough, in our judgment, to repeatthem next December. So til as Senator Thurmauis concerned, if lie is really in earnest and has
not been carried away by a momentary im-
pulse, he appears to be repeating the
manutuvrc ol Douglas when lie suddenly
sprang the Nebraska bill and the doctriue of
squatter sovereignty on us. The Mouth hail not
asked Hie repeal of the Missouri compromise; St wss

tlung into politics by Mr. Douglas, u Northern dem-
octal, a very intluential and eminent one, not to
please us, but to coerce us, not for us, but for bis
own advantage. When the gift was forced oil us wo
could not refuse it. Just as now, if the Northern
democrats insist on immediately repealing laws of
which we have long complained we can hardly refuseto co-operate with them. But the Mouth is tired
of being used by Northeru democrats us a mere
political football. We see the danger to ourselves of
tin* constant renewal ot sectional issues or questions
in which the Southern States are made the political
target. Douglas Uuruieil ns to advance, us he honed,
liia own political fortune*, ami it may bo tliat Thuruiunthink* the satue policy a good one for himself.
Of course the answer to this is that Southern men

need not follow a dangerous leap. If this theory of
Senator Thurmau'H motives should be correct, as it
is certainly plausible, the Southern men are not
bound to follow liim. They can do themselves and
their section far more good by resisting what, no

doubt, is a temptation by replying that they pretor
the good of the country to the untimely and irregularrepeal of even bad laws. In such a matter men

like Senators Bayard, Kernau. ltandolph and other
Northern men are far sufer guides and leaders than
Senator Thurnian. Mr. Kcrnan spoke wisely when
he warned the Southern men, in Monday night's
caucus, that they had to look to carrying the North
much more than the South, and that if they allowed
themselves to he misled into a movement which
Northern democrats could not defend before their
constituents they committed a fatal fault.
There appears to be little doubt that the republicanSenators will agree to tho repeal of tho test oaths.

The President is also said by his friends to favor this
measure.

DEMOCRATIC SENATORIAL CAITCU8 ON THE REPEALOF THE FEDERAL ELECTION LAWS.
At a caucus of democratic Senators held this morningthe question whether it is judicious to attempt

at this late stage of the session to oft'ect
the repeal of. .the Federal Election laws was

discussed. The discussion showed that there
was a largely preponderant sentiment against
such a movement. Another meeting of the caucus

will be held to-morrow morning, when there will
probably be a substantially unanimous decision
that such an attoinpt at this time would be unwiso
and inexpedient. Thb consultations of the last two

days have produced the general conviction that this
movement has its origin not in the South, but among
Northern politicians, and this takes away whatever
strength it at one time seemed to have.

Itt-ar Admiral Amnion road last niglit before the
Washington Branch of the United Stales Naval Institutea fiajHtr on the purpose; of a navy and the best
methods pf rendering it efficient.
The army ar.d navy wero supposed to be the

hedges of a nation, no less important to its welfare
and security than the hedges of the faruirr were to
him; ho hoped to show that they did not exist idly
and nnprofltably, and that their fruits wero not the
less valuable because tliey wero common property.
The purpose s of the navy are usually afloat. The

high seas are policed by the navies of the world,withoutwhich there would he no safety on the ocean. A
purpose of the navy was shown in the expedition of
Commodore Berry to.Japan, in 1HM, which resulted
iu bringing into tho family of nations 3A,n00,000of
ingenuous and highly industrious people, who now

occupy a distinguished position, owing to tlicir high
character and great artistic taste. Ilad it uot been
for this expedition Japan would probably still he an

isolated nation". An expedition about the same time
to Paraguay had done much to bring that uation, then
isolated, into,commercial refations with the world.
Our navy had explored tho Amazon from the head
waters to the sea, and now that magnificent river is
navigable its entire length; Only last year one of
our vessels of war hod made an excellent survey of
the River Madeira, one of its principal branches
which would soon bring us into comnicrrial relation*with an extensive and rich region.
Within the past eight yearn the navy Inn completed

surveys wherever required of the watersheds of intertropicalAmerica, leaving nothing in doubt aif to
the solution of the interoceunie canal question.
It baa furnished inspector.! of lighthnusea and
officers for the hydrographte. duties of the coast
survey, both of which arc of great value to us
anil to foreign flags visiting onr roasts. Surveying
the oceans and determining the positions and characterof their dangers must be done bv navies or foreverremain undone. The navy gives "moral support,"and sometimes something more positive in
the conntries whose governments are not stable, to
our merchants and citir-en* abroad/ Such have been
tlic purposes of a navy more off less since its formation;such will be Its purposes more or less as long
as it is efficiently directed and exists in an eihciont
condition.
"These functions were so constant and important in

times of peace that they may ho regarded ns indtspiusableto any great commercial nation, and the
performance of tlieni -servos as a school of instructionin times of peace, without which in times of
war thn loss to u nation would he incalculably
grcatcr than all tho cost incurred in lualutalniug
such an establishment.
The importance of being able to instruct a largo

It" the text of the tax laws does not warrant the

opinion referred to the more accurate learning ot the
complainant will at once detect it* errors, lie will
lay the District tinder obligations by pointing them
out. If it should prove to lie a sound view of those
statutes the undersigned respectfully ho (tea that the

The Senate Committee on Hailroads mot this

morning for the purpose of hearing arguments with
respect to Senator Jones' bill authorizing railroad
companies to construct and maintain telegraph lines
for coiniucrcinl purposes, and to secure to the governmenttho iiso of tho same for postal, military and
other purposes. The Senators present were:.

President of the Automatic Telegraph Company, applyingfor permission to appear before the committoe.

those relations. Announcements have been made by.
us again and again that we would transmit the
despatches of any other associations of like service
for a like price without favor of auy kind. The As.
sociated Press of New York was organized to collect
the news o( the world. They have their reporters
everywhere, at home and abroad, and they pay a
very largo smn for cable telegrams. They are
a company formed expressly to gather news, and
thu news so gathered is just »» much thetr
property as a private telegram or a private letter.
They do not monopolize the news, but they collect it
also for fhe New >ork State Press, the Missouri and
the Caliloruia State Press, the Western Press
and other associations. They transmit all their
news to these associations over our wires. The
Western Associated Press transmits through us about
seven thousand words a ilav and we deliver it to
about fifty different papers in twenty-live or thirty
different towns. We transmit it Ironi New York to
every one of these towns nt one sending, and wo
get tor it about three and a f.alf cents per word.
Now an opposition paper comes to us and wishes
us to transmit a special report for the same rate as
we send one of these titty, or else they must have
that same report. Wen, we say, we cannot give you
that report, because it does not belong to ns. If you
want a special report, get up a combination and then
We will send It at tlie same rates. We bnvc always
made concessions to the outside pipers where they
are reasonable.
The Chairman.la there anything In your contract

with tbe Associated Press that would prevent your
sending the newa of other combinations If you
wished?

l)r. (Ireen.Nothing whatever except that wo
cannot atlord to supply anybody at a tenth or a
fiftieth part of the price paid by our best customers.
Of course, we have propositions made to ns that wo
should establish a news bureau, collect the news and
sell It to all tbe papers. Hitherto we have had no
ownership or proprietorship in the news, but have
transmitted it simply. We shrink from the propositionof a news bureau because it Is a dangerous
power in the hands ot any corporation. We could
not undertake to made reports of polttl-al news
for all the journals in thn United Htsles. Why, if wo
did we could elect anybody we pleased. You place
that power in the hands of a telegraph company, and
let them make two columns of news a day for every
paper In the land, what show would anybody have
against tlietn?

They shall Mvo
power to send for persons uud papers, books and
accounts in relation to the tluaucinl affairs of the
said city uud towns, and shall proceed to devise a

general plan for said city and towns to be united
and consolidated into one municipal corporation, to
be colled thu city of Brooklyn. Such plan shall set
forth the rate of taxation hereafter to bo assessedupon the respective portions of territoryembraced in tho consolidated city, the
general division of the same into wards,
and the method of governing the sumc, selecting officersthereof and reducing the expenses thereof.
When the said plai! is adopted and signed by tho
president and clerk it shall be printed in pamphlet
Turin ror gratuitous uiHinuuiiou, ana nicy miui giro
notice in such papers in thu county of Kings
iiH may lxi designated that such pamphlets
are ready for distribution iu the ofllco of
the <!lerlt of Kings county; such pamphlets
shall lie ready one uiunth before the general electioniu November next, when such plan shall be
submitted to the 1-gal voters of the snid city and
towns, also that addition tl ballot boxes be provided
upon which shall be the word "Consolidation," also
n sufficient number of ballpUi shall he furnished for
and ugniust said plan. Tliu said ronimissioiiors to
be appointed under this act slinll receive for their
t-orvioe #."> for every day necessarily employed, but
the whole amount paid .to any such commissioner
shall in no cose exceed I'dUO each.
