SPAIN AND HER MINISTRY.

EXGLISH POLITICAL MANMRUVILING.

A strong “whip' was issued by both sides yester,
day for the division, which wes expected last night,
in the House of Commons, on & motion by Mr, Mecl-
don (home ruler), member for Kildare county,
+lo fovor of asssimilating the Irish borough
franchise to the English and Scotch. The liberals
anited with the home rulers against the government
ou the question, But when the motion of Mr. Mol-
don, in favor of assimilating the Irish borough fran-
chise to thoge of England and Scotland cawme up, it
was rejected by a vote of 256 to 187,

Mr. Charles Lewis (conservative), member for
Londonderry, violently opposed the motion in the
debate, declaring that it favored the maintenance of
& systom of disorganization snd disaffection, and
would hand over politieal power to classes sul-
servient to priests and demagogues.

Mr. Forster, Lord Hartington, Mr. Chamberlain
and 8ir Charles Dilke warmly supported thoe motion,

Mr. Lowther, Chief Secrotary for Ireland, and Sir
Btafford Northeote sdmitted that the franchise might
be revised at the proper time, but they objected to
perpetual tinkering at the constitution.

ENGLAND WANTS 10 INVESTIGATE YHE NATURE
OF THE DISEASE—HOPEFUL KEPORTS FROM
SOME BOURCES, BUT XNO DECHEASE OF THE

Edward O'Kelly, the last of the Fenian
prisoners, was to-day discharged from Spike
Island Prison, in this harbor, on condition
that he left the British Isles. Ho was this
afterncon placed on board the steamship
Marathon, which goes ont instead of the
Celtio, bound for New York. Mr. O'Kelly
was arrested in Dublin about 1871, charged
with shooting at and wounding a man who
was supposed to be asecret agent of the
government. Strenuous efforts have been
made both in Ireland and in England to
obtain his unconditional pardon, as he was
the only support of an aged mother, but as

INJURIOUS EFFECT OF THE PRIVY COUNCIL'S
ORLER ON THE TRADE OF LIVERPOOL,

YoRoHAMA, Jau. 27, 1579,
via San Frascisco, Feb. 14,

Nows has ULeen received from Washington that
n separste tresty bhas been signed by the
United States and Jopan abrogating  all
previous conventions. The right of the Japanese
government to adjust its tariff on imports is recog-
nized, Export duties are abolished. Japan is to con-
trol her ting trade. Bi ki and one other
port are to be opened. The treaty takes effect when
the other Powers consent to it.
