“You have no fdea how unreasonable people are,"”
said he sitting in nis lttle box fairly deluged with
silver change, trade dollurs, quarters, dimes and pen-
nies; *now look at these trade dollars, for instance,
Everybody wants to get rid of them and nobody
wants to take them. 7The very people, 1 have
sometimes noticed who bring them to us
grumble when we offer thom to them in ex-
change. Said s man the other day to me:—'You
don't take them and yet you puy them out.” Now,
bow could we pay them out if we didn’t take them?
Bo it In with peunies. Everybody wants to get rid of
them snd nobody wunts to take them from us. lsn't
it a gqueer thing that ladies always carry 8o many pen-
pies? Now,of course, it we should sccumulste all the
peunies we receive we should have to get anextratrain
to take them down to tho office.

KENTUCKY'S DICK TURPIN.

A MURDERER WHO TRAVELS AROUND IN DEFI-
ANCE OF LAW,
[From the Louisville Courier-Journal.]
Moust STERLixe, Fob, 10. 1879
Your correspondent happening in the nelghbor
hood of the Underwoods, in Carter county, suddonl
rsu upon the notorious Jesse Underwood, just re-
turning from s wildeat chase, and with one of these
vyarmints' slung over his shoulder.

My weapons are never out of resch, sud st
nlghit the doors of my fatbor's house nre Larricaded
and 1 sleep in an upstaire loft, where 1 have an
oponing o the wall commauding the front door,
undd trom which 1 eould kil twenty wen attempting
to broak into the houge” Underwood says ho in-
tends to leave the State in the spring; bat he s sl-
wihys leaving the State snd still bere, It will
be romemberod that Underwood made his escape
from tho ULsth County Jail last fall, jost after
dark oue night. He had boen brought trom the
Loxington Jutl to be teded for killing Trombo severnl
yours ugo in Bath, Tho moroing after his escape
trom the Bath Juil be wade his sppearance st the
crossronds on  Licking River, twelve miles from
Owingsville, with two navy revolvers buckled around
hime snd s serewdriver, with which he hasl un-
rerewed the lock of his prison door.

TAXPAYERS  BURDENS. °

Ovr a Uuarter of 2 Milion Anoually Bx-
pended by the Gity for Reats.

THE HALL AS IT WAS AXND IS.

Only Three Departments Where Were Formerly
More than Twenty Bureaus.

The final estimate of the cost of running the city
government, as passed upon by the Hoard of Appor-
tlonmene, has for some years pust always contained
an  appropriation 0  pay reots for property
leased by the city for Corporstion purposes,
The amount appropristed for this purposs
in the budget of 15879 reached the sum of
$100,000, although no provision whatever wus mads
for the payment of leases of property used by the
Fire Department. In order to sccommodate tho
engines and men of the latter departinent s separate
sum of 175,000 wes given, a portion of which, how-
ever, wis to be applied to the Mquidation of debts
incurred in repairing buildings sud for other pur-
poses. That the city of New York, the owner of
property valued at many millions of dollars, should
expend almost $300,000 in leasing the property
of ita citizens, is an snomaly that taxpayers
wonder at, Why cannot the departiments and bureaus
of the city government be afforded fucilities within
the precinets of the City Hall and of the new County
Court House? is & question olten asked by the owners
of real estate, obliged to bewr the hesvy burden of
taxation. The query i8 answered thus:—Where
onme or two rooms wero suilicient for a com-
missloner a fow years since the hesd of & depart-
ment now requires a suit of from four to six rooms,
besides a number of small privato ofices. In expls-
nstion of this state of affuirs it may be said that a
vast deal more business is transacted by the city at
present than was the case ten or twenty years ago,
but this excuse will be seen to be a lsme one when
it ia stated that those branches of the municipal Cor”
poration having the least work to perform generally
monopolize the greatest amount of space,

ANMORY PROPEDTY LEASED BY THE CITT.

The city of New York pays $02,250 a yesr for the
rent of the armories and drill rooms nsed by nine
regiments of the National Guard. By the terms of a
leasc exccuted on May 16, 1876, Messrs, D, ¥, & Edward
A. Manice receive the sum of $12,000 u year for the
socond story of the building on Broadway, Sixth ave-
nue, Thirty-fifth and Thirty-sixth strests. The
promises are used by the Seventy-first regimont, The
Twenty-sccond regi t is modated in Four-
teenth street, between Bixth and Soventh avenues,
at & cost of $15,000 s year, the rent being paid to
YValentine i, Hall, who is named in the lesse aa sole
surviving executor, of whom does not sppear. A
lease of five years was taken on May 18, 1876, from
Cassius H. Leed, of the halls and premises on the
second story of buildings Nos. 149, 141 and 143 West
Twenty-third street. The property is at present

used as an srmory by the officers and members of
the Fifth regiment, and the amount gdd by the city
18 $7.500 o year. Mr. Charles W. Dickel will receive
until 1582 $5,500 for allowing the use ot Nos. 7, § and
11 West Thirteenth street to the First troop of cuv-
alry. Companies A, G and K of the Twenty-soventh

167th streets, and the city puys 2750 o year for the
promises. Mr. K. T. Ford allows the city, for $9,000,
# year the use of the second floor of the building on
the south side of Forty-fifth street, near Broadway,
and the second story of the premises on the
esnt side of Broadway, between Forty-fourth and
Forty-fitth streets, These quarters are occupied re-
spectively by the Washiugton Gray Troop and the

i WITERE THE REMEDY LIES,

In conmidering the fucts given above it may be won-
dered how the different branches of the vity goveru-
ment came to spread themselves over the eity. They
were all at one time, and that st no very romoto date,
confined within the limits of the City Hall Park, in
tho cuntre of which the City Hall stood them, ss it
atands now., There was no County Court House, and
there were only, the Tax Oilies, the Rotunds and the
Register's Office in which heads of buresus could
be accommodated. The City Hall is 2106 fect long, 105
fort wide and 51 feet high, Itis two stories high above
the basement, with a third or sttic story in the con-
tre building, from which rises & cupols. In the
building there are about forty roows availahlo for
public purposes, nearly all of which are at present
oo by the Mayor, the Common Couneil and
the diforout b tached to the Dep of
Public Works. Cooper enjoys the lux.
ury of an  elegant  suit of  five  large
rooms, not counting those oecupicd by his
first and second marshals and the elerks in tho Per-
mit Burean. It {s believed thet His Honor could
easily dispense with more than one-half this space
without the slightest detriment to the public serviee,
The Aldermen, besides having control of the Corpo-
eation Library Room, monopolize three rooms oach
of which is fully 6fty teet square.  Thelr assem-
bly ehumber, on socund  floor, I very
large, amd  the opinion  seems to bo  genoral
that tho city fathers ahould confine themselves to
closer quarters,  The Department of Public Works,
with its Burean of WRepuirs and Supplies, Burean of
Water Negister, Durcsu of Lamps sud Gas, and -
roan of Incumbrances, takes up o large asmount of
space, but then the Lusioess of the department is
grentur tusn that done by sny other branch of the
city government, The various offices, however, are
ut present very much seattersd, and it another wimt
conld be added to the bullding so a8 to bring al
the departmoental burcais togethor, mueh less room
would be taken up.  With the exception of the Gov-
erpor's Room umr basetent ofices allotted for the
wse of the Ordinapee Polico and for the Supervisor of
the Cily Kecord, the rest of the butlding 18 ocoupied
by the Janior. Among the roous oceupied by him
{6 the old Board of Supervisors room. It wis s
knowledged to be the finest rovn in the bullding,
bt st present it s divided inte small cowpartuents
to skt the Janitor's taste,
