Lent
does not require to be gradually initiated. PFestivite
i allowed such ample swing just befors Lent's ar-
rival th t Fashion is ready to plungs at once lnto
the other extreme, and glsdly lay aside the muak of
gayety for the more lmpenetrable one of gravity.
The abstemious is something that people are dis-
posed to dread until s sarfeit of plessure ren.
dors it positively welcome, With a more than
usually merry winter behind them snd Easter smiling
in the mnear future, fashionable Now Yorkers
*dropped into Lent” with genuine comfort. Hwsl
yesterday been as pleasant us many of the preceding
Babbaths there would have been stronger evidences
of the Lenten period; but it was not. It was one of
those days when the meauest of people feel like going
to church, aud when even the most restless do not
feel 1ike going in search of amusement, Cousequently
the avenues and the Park were almost bare of hu-
magity, There was nothing of interest to be
seen in them, and if one strayed along the city streets
to catch a glimpae of his fellow beings on their way
to church his spirits were not at all improved.
Everybody appeared to be wrapped up in individual
thought, and those who did not look tired looked
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the Holy Ghost may be with us. There can be no
permanent spiritual good in any soul, in any church,

but in the degree in which the Third Persou of the
Blessed Trinity ts with us, demounstrating the teuth
that He is ondowed with Irresistible power. 1 am to
speak this morniog ot this outpouring of the Spirit
reterred to by the prophet,

THE PROFPHET JOKL.

There is not much to be sald regarding what is

reonal of the prophet Joel,  The time in which be
deltvered Ius measage is fxed approxumately about
cluht centurics befure the coming of Jesus (Thrist.
His prophecy i comparatively brief, but full of
maethod, o that we are enabled to classity hissubjects
and divide thens into threo grest themes. In the Arat
two chapters and part of the second we have a most
vivid and graphic secount of the wasting amd deso-
lation of the land by the plagne of locusts. Alter
the lund is thus desolated the Lord promises
abundaut rains. Then, as the nutural rains cane
tmely and abundantly to the natural Israel, making
the Isud prosperous, so in the passage read God an-
uonners that He will pour out His Spirit, rain of
aunther kiud, producing results of & very valuable
apd permanent character. The Book ¢loses with a
description of the pence and purity and righteous-
ness that shall follow God's true Israel, his redeemed
family, after that judgment day,

1n the passage rond we have—first, the outpouring
of the Holy Ghost introducing this dispensation;
andd, seconidly, the groat and terrible day of the Lord
cloxing wp this dixpensation. The word *aftor
ward' refers to the duys of the Messinnic dispensa-
thon, these last days, and the Apostle Poter quotes the
words in that sense. He does not mean to say that
the prophecy was exhausted but that it began ot tht
tie. 1 will pour out my Spirit,” not an iufluence,
# mere form of energy, but o distinet personal foree,
whom we oau describe by the nse of pronouns and
to whom we can attribute personal qualities, This
is what God says He will give. I will pour ount,'
indicating the abnndance with which this gift will be
bestowed, Not that the Holy Ghost was uot given
to Israel, but this gift was then limited in smount
and in extent. Not so in the Christian dispensation,
Then both Jews and Gentiles, “all flesh,” received
the gifts of the Holy Ghost. The mowent It was
known that Peter was receiving Gentiles into the
chureh he was rebuked by those who were then be-
lievers and in time the first council wus called to
suttle the question.

We next cousider the orticn—How i this
dispensation to end? The mind of the prophet

se8 on to the next great event of Messianio times—
the second comnng and the judpment, The ex-
pressfons “the sun turned into darkupess and the
meon into blood,” are to indieate the grandeur and
solemnity of the great and terrible day of the Lord.

Now, what is %ﬂwveu? In the lust verse is the
answer—'"Whosoever shall call upon the name of the
Lord shall be delivered.” One is not sale as & mat-
ter of course. There is a real danger, a necessity for
escapir, Ho shall escape who shall call upon the
patue of the Lord. It is no mere guess or hypothesis
or conjecture; it is Jobhoval's express decluration,

TME HOLY EPIRIT.

Now, my dear brethren, let me moke a closing
appeal to you., Culture is good, genius is brilliant,
civiligation is s blessing, education is a great privi-
lege, bt we may be educsted villains, The thing
that we want most of sll is the preclous gift of the
Holy Ghost, It yom have it not it is not because
there is a deficiency of supply, but beoause you huve
not asked.

CHURCH OF THE DISCIPLES,

PRAYER AND ITS EFFIOACY—SERMON BY THE
BEV. GEORGF. H. HEPWORTH,

“Master, Mastor, we perish,”” was the text selected
by Mr. Hepworth yesterday morning as the basis of
& sermon on prayer. The incident that is indicated
in the words of our text, he said, came at the closs
of a very busy day. Jesus had not only been preach-
Ing to the multitude, but He had been called to heal
the sick, to give sight to the blind and hearing to
those who were deaf. Pressed upon by the multi-
tude He asked the people to carry Him to the other
side of the lske. When they bad pushed out
from the shore a little way, wearled by His
wxertions Jesus Iaid along the stern of the vessel snd
was soon fast ssleep. The disciples probably gath-
wred pear Him, wondering at that marvellous power
which even the luws of nature scemed to hLave
oeither the desire nor the slility to disobey., While
fesus lay in the tranguillity of slumber all st once
danger approaches frem the side of tle hilltop, snd
whence comes an upexpected gust that sweepa
scross the Jake und strikes the little boat. At once
they think of Him. He is not aroused by the im-
pending calamity; secure as s child in his mother's
srms He sleeps on. They, on the other hand, are
filled mot simply with excitement, but with graver
fear, as the waves continue to rise so high that
they threaten to engulf them. They rush to the
sfter part of the vessel to awaken the Master—He
wlo has given sight to the mesn who was born blind—
believing that He might in some wiy assist them in

their dire extremity. With a thorongh conscious-
sess of the danger of their | they arouse Him ;
with no gentle voice do they speak to Him, but with
» voice of luportunity because their necds are great,
“Master! Muster!" was their cry. They knew thst
the moment He saw their tronble that if He
aad the ability He would allay it. They hml
vuficient confidence in Him to  beliove it
they could make koown to Hha their waots
He would meet them. They haa had no experience
of their Master's ability in such & crisis as this,
There must huve & to them to be a very grest
difference between the Master esying to the dead
man, “Lazarus, !;x nnto you come forth,” and
standing oo the deck of a trall vessel in the midst of
% wild torpado. He lifted His hands toward the
bheavens and sald, “Peace, be still," and the great
waves went down.  Little wonder is it that when the
disciples saw this grest mirscle they looked into
pach other's faces and sald, “What mwanner of man
I this that oveu the winds and the seas obey him.*

WHAT THE INCIDEST FEOVES,

The iucideut proves that man instinctively prays
st somne time or other. FPrayer s the natural and in-
evitable result of our spiritual and intellectual con-
formation. tratitnde and sense of dependence, our
hopes tor the tuture, our foars for the past, all find
their natural expression io the language of prayer.

FIFTH AVENUE BAPTIST CHURCH
SATAX'S PERSONALITY —SERMON BY THE REV,
DR, ARMITAGHE,

The Rev. Dr. Armitage proached on Satan’s per-
sonality. As a simple matier of faot, in all time,
the worla over, men bave believed in the devil.
That is, they have believed in a mischievous, terror
striking being, known by some given name, who has
obtained and exercised a mysterious and corrupt in-
fluence on their minds. Maoy millions of Christians
are examining the greatest encouuter on record be-
tween the arch fiand and the Son of God, aud all are
connecting it with some of the most essential truths
in Christianity. They do not heold the doctrine of
Sataunic existonce as & keystone in the Christisn arch,
but they cannot see how it may be removed with-
out indirectly affecting their whole sphers of
Christian faith snd duty. They hold that
one of the chief ends of Christ's mission into
the world was *'to destroy the works of the devil.”
But if there are no such works to be destroyed, be-
cause there is no devil to do them, then the purposs

faith tue preacher declared that there in this parad
in Christ's teachings :—He cawe not to bring peace,
but a sword, aud yot he cume to bring pesce and good
will to men,  Christianity is ket for the destruction
of evil and the bringing in of peave, of purity and of
love. Its work, thercfore, is twofold—to overthrow
and build up.

So also to-day some would at-
tack religion from the tribune, others in the ealumns
of nowspapers, while others, again, by foros, would
close the doora of the chiurches, In times pust the
faithfnl had boen made martyrs of, and so to-day, in
wome of the most enlightened countries fu the world,
bLrave and good men were sent into exile for thelr
o 1 sake, In fact, there were three forves now

should be made to pay the pensity in and
suffering. 1t was principally through the vicious io-
dulgences of the body that man sinped, snd the

Catholic Church bhad always inenloated the m
duty of mortitication. The Church in the
time was el more severe in s injnoctions than
in the present day, and the fasts nsually now pre-
seribed were lendent Indeed in comparison with the
stern festrictions imposed upon onr ancestors in the
taith, The Chnrch ttnposod no more than our poor,

Itis necessary that religion should discuss the
same subjects which make the theme of political
economy, only that while political economy regards
them frowm the low point of egotism, religion should
view them from the higher altitudeof moral law,
and bring to bear the light and enthusissm of moral
courage upon their solution. Political economy i
based upon a partinl statement of the laws that
govern human nature. Man in  the pages
of many who theorize upon economic sub-
jects  seems like an sutomsaton simulating
s form and sction of & humsn being, but
with tho heart left ont. Modern writers often claim
great credit for our times becauss we have abolished
¥the slave system of labor. The glory of Oriental

hies was purchased by the subjugstion of the
masses, Even in Greece, where the grace snd per-
fume and sy try of exi were realized as
they had pever been clsewhere so fully and har-
monjously, this admirable superstructure waa based
upon slavery. Aristotle says, “We must have tools
to manage tools.”
