CornesroxpEnT-—Can you say what are
tho intentions or instructions of your Em-
bassy ?

Gnaxp Vizren—Weo have come here in
order to solicit the advice of Russia in our
present difficulties with England, and the
Ameer intends to follow tho Czar's advice
implicitly.

CorpesronpexT—DBut it is probable that
the Ameer is dead, and if so you are with-
out the power to act.

Grixp Vizisu—Yakoob Khan will, in case
of the Ameer's death, be the sucecessor to
the Afghan throne, and he is_perfectly ac-
quainted with the object of our mission,
and out of respect to the memory of his
father ho will adhere to the engagements
that we may contract with the government

of Russin. 4
RUSBIA'S ADVICE WANTED,

CorresroxprNt—But ‘What do you propose
to do in case Russin should advise the
Ameer to make peace with the English at

any price? a
Graxp Vizier—Then, of course, we shall
make pence.

CornespoNDENT—ADA suppose that Russia
should refuse to interfers in the matter—
should refuse to give you'advice as to the
course the Ameer should take in the future ?

Graxp Vizien—Then we shall continue
the war.

Cong:sroxpext—Do you think that the
English forces will be able to hold the posi-
tions they huve oceupied?

Graxp Vizien—No. They will bo obliged
to evacuote them. A forced occupalion is
not possible in territories purchased but
not conquered. And this is especinlly
true in regard to Afghanistan, whero all the
advances made by the English up to the
present time have been made possible only
by*menns of the bribes which they have given
to the mountaineers. The latter will turn
and attack the invaders at the first signal
from Yakoob Khon—that is, when they feel
sure of being supported.

ATGHAN HOPES OF FINAL BUCCKSS,

Coneksponpest—But may not the Eng-
lish, by means of the moncy at their com-
mand, snceeed in occupying tho whole of
Afghanistan, just as they have succzeded in
the passes ?

Gnaxp Vizisn—No. dly such means the
English will not be able to conquer and
permanently occupy the land, for the
more territory the English oceupy the
more will the Alfghans concentrate
while falling back; and the further
tho English advance from their base of
operations in India the more difficulties
they will ind in keeping open and guard-
ing their lines of communiention. When
s favorable opportunity arrives we shall
begin war in earnest.

ALL HANDS BELIEVED T0 BE SAVED—REPORT

The Lord Athlumm was also in collision
with the Istrian and had her bul-
warks damaged. The Gaillermo was
an iron steamer of 1,703 tons, built in
1872, and was owned by J. Serra & Font, of
Bilbac. 8he had for some time been en-
gaged in grain transportation and was
bound for Liverpool with® a eargo of wheat
and corn at the time of the disaster.]

MORE ABOUT ALASKA.

ITH PAST AND PRESENT CONDITION—ALSO ITS
MINERAL RESOURCES.

The great commercial corporstion known as the Bus-
slan-American Fur Company, from the date of its
organizstion, just previons to tho beginning of this
contury, till 1862, wos the virtual owuner of the whole
of this vust jon, embracing within its borders
more thau hall’ a million square miles wnd with &
coust line of nearly four thousand miles. With s
wise foresight the home government did not interfers
