THE JEFF DAVIS DEBATE IN THE SENATE.BEPUBMCANSENATORS SHOWING TO POOR ADVANTAGE.FACTSTHAT MIGHT HAVE BEEN

SUBSTITUTED FOB DENUNCIATION.
The republican party here in Washington ia united,

undoubtedly, but it is ho anxiously looking about for
some subject to be uuited on that it has jumped
with quite ludicrous eagerness at poor Jefferson
Davis as the more available platform. The debatein the Senate on excluding his name from
the list of pensioners for services rendered
in the Mexican war is boasted of hore by the extreme

republicans as an immense victory and as almost in
Itself insuring the election of a republican Presidentnoxt year. It should bo understood that GeneralShields' amendment to the Arrears of Pensions
bill was adopted by a vote of 86 to 33, eight republicanSenators voting with the majority und two democrats,Messrs. Kernuu and ltanddph, in the negative.If the eight republicans had voted against it it
must have failed in the Senate, and it was not passed
by a party vote at all. Then came Mr.
Hoar's amendment to exeludo Jefferson Davis,
the debate on which has been mode tho occasion of

trary to tho boasts sent out from here to partisan
Journals the republican* (lid not figure well in this
discussion, 'l'liey vilified Davis as tho head of a

great treason, and they did so knowing that Davis'
namo is peculiarly odious to Northern men. They
compelled Southern Senators to reply, and their replieswere in the main moderate, and in
some cases very effective. Oeneral Shields
pertinently remarked that to single out
Mr. Davis for exclusion was to elevate and
distinguish him, and was therefore unwise. Mr.
Lamar caused a letter from Mr. Davis to bo read, in
which he asked that, in case a motion to exclude lfim
should bo offerod, his friends should not oppose
it, as he needed no pcusion and did not want to stand
in the way of many poor men who did. For the
rest, the Southcrn.Senators, being men and not dogs,
ranged themselves on the side of Davis. They would
be poor creatures if they had done less, for
they were engaged in the same* rebellion
with him, had been guilty with him and
could hardly remain silent w&cn he was attacked.
They can never understand what the republican
Senators :-o woll know and so meanly take advantage
of that Jefferson Davis is the object of a peculiar bitterand lasting dislike to Northern people. But even

If they did know this they weru compelled as men to
' ipeak when they heard him denounoed on the other

tide. When they spoke they naturally went to some

lengths in thoir eulogy as the others had gone in
their denunciation, and they gave the republicans a

fair opportunity which they entirely failed to avail
themselves of.
The Southern men spoko of Davis as a statesman

and on able man, and it is surprising that some republicanSenator had not the wit, on this, to substitutetruth for denunciation and to give an accurato
character of Davis. The truth about him is that ho
was in Mexico a gallant soldier; that ho was, with
the exception of Mr. Calhoun, the ablest and most
enlightened Secretary of War the country ever had
previous to tho rebellion; but that as a

statesman, in any true or large sense, ho' was

always, and remains, an utter - and pitiful
failure, and so far as statesmanship goes all the
Southern men who were with him originators of tho
rebellion must fall with him. The attempt to dissolvethe Union, and the intention to do so in tho
interest of slavery, was as unsiatosiuanliko and blunderinga proceeding as history records, because it is
the part of a statesman to incasnro forces, to foresee
difficulties, to provldo against the ruinous loss of tho
people he assumes to rule and guide, and to lay his
plans in a such way that they will bo mado happy
and not miserable.

If the republican Senators had had in their minds
anything higher thah a desire to stir up bad blood
and sectional hostility this is what they might very
well have said. And they would have found a very
large part of tho Southern whites heartily agreeing
with them, for Mr. Davis is disllkod almost as generallyin the South as in the North.

Dor tho republican party contemplates a pronunciamentoor revolution; the democratic leaders, so far
from standing up infuriated on their hind legs
yelling defiance, have mostly gone homo with tlicir
wives and children; the President, so far from
having blood in his eyes, is as amiable and
hopeful as ever; tho honorable Mr. Chandler
remains truo to tho republican party, but is
on friendly terms with most of bis
democratic colleagues; a close scrutiny of tho hotels
and other public places warrants the confident assertionthat nobody of either party is hatching treason;
there is no reason to believe that the White House
and Congress are going to open Are on each other on
the 18th of March. In fact, all is quiet on the Potomac,and the occasional spntter of noise, magnified
reports of which are telegraphed North, comes altogetherfrom the party bummers on each side, who
have slim pickings Just now, and dislike nothing so

much as quiet.

THE ALASKA TROUBLES.

DETAILS OF THE EECEXT INDIAN OUTBREAKTHEAPPEAL FOR PROTECTION TO A BRITIS

MAN-OF-WAR.NECESSITY FOB SOME ACTIO

BY THE OOVEBNMENT.
Washinoton. March 7, 1879.

To the Editor of the Herald :.
1 have received the following letter from Vlctorii

containing interesting detail# concerning the India
troubles in Alaska, which I forward you for the ben<
lit of your readers:.

VicxoniA, B. C., Feb. 19, 1879.
William Gouvehneuu Mourns, Washington, D. C.
Sir. Knowing the great interest you leel in Alask

affairs 1 have thought a statement lrom me on th
present didlcultios in that locality would bo accep
able. You are, no doubt, Already informed by tell
graph of the principal facts, but the details ma
better enlighten you.
We arrived in Sitka on the steamer California th

8th of February, and found the citizens there undc
arms, momentarily expecting a raid by the Indiani
It appears that a party of thu savages, belonging, I bt
lieve, to the Kake tribe, on the day previous ha
attempted it, and in an endeavor on the part of sum
of the peaceable chiefs to prevent actual hoBtilitic
a fight had occurred among themselves which ri
suited in the killing and wounding of somo of th
party. The Indians then threatened to revenge thei
deutns on the whites, their creed requiring the bloo
of some white man as compensation, no matter ho'
indirectly the whites might have been the cause c
the Indians' death.
This is the latest ca'.us belli which has been raise

by the Iudisns, although, as you well know, the

threatening, committing many acts of uggressio
with comparative impunity, and even murdered or
white man at the Hot Springs. Two of the lndioi
have been arrested and aent down by the Collocto:
Colonel llall, on the ateamer California to l'ortlani
but in the absence of evidence I fear no good can ri
suit troiu the arrest.

THK APPEAL FOR ASSISTANCE.
It was feared that this would add fuol to the flami

February to Captain Holmes a Court, of Her Ma
eaty's ship Osprey, who immediately repaired to tl
Consulate and signified his readiness to go to Sit)
on an official request. This request was made, 1 b
lieve, after communicating with the department
Washington, it appearing by a communication fro
Collector Webster that no United States vessel coul
be sent at so short notice as the case seemed to r

quire, and on toe 18th, at noon, the Osprey saih
with a competent pilot.

It is generally understood that she will rema
until relieved by a vessel of the United States. Tl
appeal was not sigued by Colonel Ball, tho (Jollecto
as 1 believe he dependnd on the arrival of a cntti
from Port Townseud.

A PHILADELPHIA TAX RECEIVER HUNS AWAT.

"HE B#hE A GOOD REPUTATION AND WAS

HIGHLY RESPECTED" OP COURSE.
Philadelphia, March 7, 1879.

Another trusted official is to be added to the list of
good men "gone wrong." This time it is Mr. BenjaminShallcross, Receiver of Ta^es for the Twentythirdward of Philadelphia. Like all bis illustrious

respected. Uo was of good family, bad always borne
an oxcellont reputation, and, in fact, in the good old
times would have been the lost man suspected of
being a deliberate thief. In the light of recent

experience his respectable antecedents should not
have shielded hint from scrutiny in his financial
dealings with the city; but they did, nevertheless,
so that now the cotnmuuity is suddenly shocked
with the intelligence that Mr. Shnllcross is a defaulterin a large amount. There rro circumstances
which make it appear that the stealing has been
going ou for years and that Hhallcross has enjoyed a

very comfortable and cosey little steal, owing to the
immunity from investigation which this public
official, fortunately for liim, has always enjoyed.

A LAW UNTO I1IMSKLK.

The Twenty-third ward of Philadelphia is a suburbanvillago called Frankford. When the Philadelphiaoity government was given control of all the
towns in Philadelphia conuty Frankford becamo a

part of the incorporated city, like many other outlyingtowns and villages. Mr. Albert C. Roberts is
the Receiver of Taxes for Philadelphia, but it appears
that under a stupid act of the Legislature his jurisdictiondoes not include the Twenty-third ward, and
an entirely independent Receiver of Taxes is providedfor that district.

SHIFTING TIIK BKSPONSIBILITV.
Said Mr. Roberts, in explaining his ignorance and

innocence of any complicity with the accusod official:.-"AlthoughI appointed this man 1 am in no
way responsible for his official conduct. The law
takes away ail hia accountability to me. I suggested
the passage of a law placing the position directly
under my control, and then it would coat leas
money and there would bo a more thorough
check upon tlio official. I urged this upon
members of the Legislature an well us Councils, but
nothing has been done." Under the law Mr. 8hallcrosshold an independent office. An act of the Legislature*^May 3, InOO, authorizes tho Tax Receiver to
nominate a receiver for the Twenty-third ward. Councilsare required to confirm tho appointment and tho
official is responsible only to tlio city. He simply
sends the Tax Receiver his accounts, which no one
audits, and the delinquent list goes into the proper
official's hauds.

NOIJODY TO BLAME.
"I have not the powor oven to remove, which can

only bo done by due process of law. Ills securities
do not even come here. They are entered in the City
Solicitor's office, uud the city holds the official responsible.Officially 1 know noihing ol Mr. Hhallcroes'deficiencies. I did not reappoint him, in consoquonceof the rumors which wuro In circulation
affecting his integrity."

-NEGLIGENT CITY GOVERNMENT.
On the 1st ot March tho term of Mr. Sliallcross as

Receiver of Taxes for tho Twenty-third ward expired.Ho was originally appointed to his office by
Receiver Smith, Mr. Roberts' predecessor, six years
ago. and his term expired 011 the 1st inst. For a long
time post rumors bare been current in Franktora

"and two weeks ago ho disappeared, having gone, it is
said, to Virginia. The full history of tho case shows
a most astonishing carelessness on tho part of

about two years ago. Au tar back as that
Mr. Frederick K. Wonrrath, himself a Common
Councilman from tho Twenty-third ward, called officialattention to tho need of investigating tho receiver'saccounts, but after a very discouraging experienceof red tape, and being rcfcriod from one to
tho other officer 01 tho city government, ho gavo up
Ills attempt to secure justice in disgust. Mr. Womrathsays that on the 12th of December, 1876, ho
paid to Shallcross $1,5.72 10 for his taxes.
In the January following bo was astonished
to learn that ho had been returned as a
delinquent. He followed the matter up, aud Mr.
Shallcross, hearing that he was doing so, called upon
him, and assured hiin that "it was all a mistake, and
he was sorry for it," asking him at tho same time to
overlook it. lie was not disposed to do this, liecause.he said, he had naid the taxes bv check mil
tho chock hail boon paid Into tha hank on tho lath or
2(nh of December by Mr. Hhallcross. Hearing trom
timo to time complainta from his neighbors und
others, he aaya that ho decided that tho eutiro
matter ahould bo thoroughly inVeatigatcd by City
Councila, and to that end no called on Mr. Albert C.
ltoborta, Iteccivor of Taxoa for tho city, and acquainted
him with tho atate of ulfaira. Am Mr. ltoborta did not
aeom diapoaed to take any Btnpa in that direction, he
told Mr. Joseph L. Caveu, the President of the CommonCouncil, that he intended calling for a commit-
tee of investigation. Mr. Caveu acqiiiosced in his
views, and Mr. Womrath at ouoe set about securing
the proper evidence to be laid before the committee
wheu it ahould be appointed, lie was, however, met
at the outset with a general reluctauoe on the part of
tho property owners to appear as witnesses; and
being unable at the time to gain the consent of more
than one or two of them to testify before tho committee,ho waa compelled to let the matter drop for a
while.
Not long since a paragraph appearod in the FrankfordIhfjurtrh referring to tho public dissatisfaction

regarding Itecciver Hhsllcmss, and since that time
Mr. Hhallcross has not been seen.TUBAMOUNT NTUUIN.
The full amount of money involved cannot be

known until all tho tax payors who gavo money to
Hhallcross have presented their receipts. Hliallcruss'successor will at ouoe begin an examination.
The peculations arc said to have been carried on
since 1*73. A gentleman who has means of knowingfixes the amount stolen at f'lA.um). lie is
also prepared to prove that where tho propertyowners were unable to compute propertythe percentage which they should pay, thai Hliallerosscharged tbem a great deal morn than the legal
rate and pocketed the difference. He also knows instances,wheu no official valuation hail beeu mane of
properties, that Hhallcrnsa valued them himself and
Init tho valuation and interest into his own pocket,
n one ease lie did so in the presence of a second
party, remarking as he slapped his packet, 'That's all
ray own, every cent of it. Tils gentleman said,
in conclusion, Mr. Albert C. Huberts, the Hecelvor
of Taxes for tho city, and Mr. Thomas J. Smith,
whom he succeeded in that office, both knew all
bout (bin thing for years, for 1 called upon Ibetu
sud told them all bont it."

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THE ZULU MASSACRE.

TUB DISASTER OF IKANDULA.GRAPHIC DESCRIPTIONOP THE DISASTER -DEAD ZULUS CAST

ON THE BRITISH BAVONETB.
[From the London Daily News.]

The following detailed account of the terrible disasterat Isandula is telegraphed from Madeira:."The
day before the action took place Colonel Glyn,
in command of the third column, acting
under tho direct orders of Lord Chelmsford,sent away the advance guard undor
the command of Major Dartuall, composed
of a detachment of carbineers, the Natal mounted
police, Lansdile's nativo contingent and others.
This advanced guard sent to say it was engaged with
the Zulus. Lord Cholmsfprd himself and Colonel
Glyn pushed forwurd tho wain force, consistingof seven companies of the 2-iHth,
under Lienteunnt Colonel Dcgachur, Lonsdale'snative contingent, under Major lllack,
Z-'ittl) and othor troops, leaving behind as
rear guaru live companies or me i-iiiu, uuuer lieutenantColonel Pulleinc, one company of the 2-2tth,
under Liontenant Pope, and a portion of the First
regiment of thu Nut il nutive contingent, under
Lieutenant Colonel Duruford, with the following
cavalryAbout thirty naval earbiueerH, tlio
Buffalo Border (tuard, and about WrentyflveNewcastle mounted riflemen. In addition,Colonel Durnford had bikaU's Horno
and two gtms, under Captain Itussell, Jtoyal artillery.Thore were a few artillerymen. The Army
Hospital Corps, the Commissariat, with a yolumuof Lord. Chuinisford's, moved forward with the
main body either on the evening of the 21st or tlio
morning of the 22d. The rear guard hail finished its
usual morning march and outapunued when
Zulu skirmishers were observed surrounding the
bills. Those skirmishers ndvunced toward tho
camp, keeping up a desultory hre. Thu camp
was pitched in a broken oomttry In a sort of valley,
with distant aurrunndiug hills, colonel Pulleine
sent skirmishers, who responded to tho lire of the
Zulus. It seems that the number of Zulus was

not estimated, it being considered a slight deluonatra-
uuu ui iv ivvr urtu. ah iuu viivuiv n ncuum wcio nuuu

joined by bodies of considerable strength Colonel
'TiUloiue's skirmishers were recalled, and tlio camp
hastily put upon tlie defensive. The Zulu army
then eamo on rapidly in regular battalions, eight
deep, keeping up a heavy steady lire, until well
within assegai distance. They then ceased their lire
and hurled assegais. Our men kept up a very steady,
telling lire, and grout numbers of the enemy dropped,,
but without chocking their progress. The places
of the luou who 1 ell were constantly tilled by comrades.

the ammunition waoon8 caituuedWhiletbis attack was going on in the rear adoublo
flank movement was exccittod, by which the horns
of the Zulu army surrounded the caiup. The disadvunt.ige*olthe wagons not being packed In laager
was now evident, and it led to the disaster. Our
men lia l emptied their pouches and found it impossibleto replenish their, us the Zulus had obtained
possession of tbo ammunition wagons. Tho
affair then became one of absolute butchery.Our officers and men were sssegujod
us they stood. They made no charges.
The Zulu host came down with the woight of its battalionsand literally crushed titc small body, which
could only defend itself with tho bayonet, and very
soon it had not even room to use that.
The Zulus picked up the dead bodies of
their comrades and hurled them on tho bayonot
points of our soldiers, thus simply boatiug down all
defence. The work of destruction was complete.
Within two hours from the time tho Zulu skirmisherswore seen there was not a living white man
in the camp. The ammunition, the guns, tho coinlnissuriatsupplies, the wagons, the oxcd, all tho nil-

enemy. Fortunately two cautions wore spiked by
Captain Smith, Boyal .Artillery, who wits assogaiod
while in tlio act ot spiking all the ammunition and
some wagons, and destroyed whatever was left behind.
The Zulu army was completely organized. It advauccd,first throwing out skirmishers; then, as the

battalions came dowu in muss, used their ritlos
while at long range with considerable effect. When
near enough to use their own more familiar weapon,
the assegai, they threw in two or threo shower*.
All this time thuy were advancing steadily and rapidly,and the stabbing assegai was soon at work.
The impression in Natal is that this engagement on
the part of the Zulus is not attributable to generalship.but that the army of invasion was making for
Natal and accidentally came across the rear ginrd of
Colonel Glynn's column. Our trohps were allowed
to cross tho river at various poiuts. Colonel Glynn's
luaia body was enticed by a feint advance away
froiA its material. Then tho main body of
the enemy, su| posed to be under Sirayo,
tho favorite Induua of Cetevayo, swept down
on the baggage guard. Our native allies fought
bravely, too, and if the camp had been formed in
luagcr, and our men could have been furnished with
the ammunition with which the camp was so generouslysupplied, It would have given a different accountof tho enemy. Youug saw nothing of barbaritios.The way lu which tho men were snrroundo.l
and crushed down by weight of numbers proves that
utter annihilation took p'acc, but it is hoped that
the horrible stories in circulation have no foundationin tact.

All that are left of tho Twenty-fourth regiment are

Captain Harrison's company, stationed at St. John's
Bivvr; Captain Upchcrs and Captain Kaiuforih, who
were at that time on their march to join their battalion;Major Much and I)r. Hartley, who were in-
vanned a short time beroro, and Lueutouunt Morshead,who was doing staff duty at l'loterinaritzbur/.
The great wonder was that ho few men.for tunru
were only about six hundred men iu the camp,
excluding natives who run, and not including
Colonel Durulord'h mounted men, under Captain
Barton, who did tight well.were able iu the open,
ami with no protection of cover, to keep off for lour
or flvo hours the large numbers of KntlirH that must
have attacked them. The line of Zulus which came
down tho hills to the left was nearly three nnlex long,
and must have consisted of over fifteen thousaud men,
while a body of over five thousand remained on the
top as a reserve and took no part in the action, but
simply drove off tho captured cattle, wagons aud plunder.When these men moved they took most of their
dead bodies with thorn lu our wagons, mixed with tho
debris of the commissariat wagons, the contents of
which.flour, sugar, tea, biscuits, mealies, oats, he..
were scattered about aud wasted in pure wantonness.
On the ground there were also dead horses shot in
every position, oxen mutilated, mules stabbed, while
lyiug thick upon the ground in clumps wero tho
bodies of tho white men, with only their hoots snd
shirts on, or perhaps an old pair of trousers, or part
of their coats, with just enough showing to ludicate
to which branch they belonged. Iu many cases they
lay with sixty or seventy rounds of empty cartridges
alongside them, showing they had only died after
doinu their dutv.
