k JOINT DEMOCRATIC CAUCUS DECIDES UPON

THE BUSINESS OF THE EXTRA SESSION.

House uuil Senate democratic caucuses to make recommendationsconcerning tlio order of business for
tile extra session held a joint meeting to-day of five
and a half hours' continuous duration. There were

present Senators Thurman, Whyte. Kernan, Saulsbury,Jones, of Florida; Vanceand Bailey, and RepresentativesChalmers, Carlisle, Cox, of New York;
Fwing, Springer, Tucker. Atkins, Clymer, Reagan,
Riokuell and Phelps. Senator Thurmau presided.
The first question discussed was whether the politicallegislation required by the dominant

party in Congress should be effected by
the passage of a separate measure, or by
the incorporation of repealing clauses, «tce., in the
appropriation bills. Nearly every' one present participatedin the discussion. It was finally determinedthat the latter course would bo most expedient,especially for the reason that it seemed likely
to save time, there being a general desire to tinish
the necessary business of tbe session at as oarly a

day as possible. The determination was reached by
a vote of Id against 5.two Senators and three Representativesvoting in the negative.
The next question considered was whether the

political portions or tno appropriation Dills sliotna
now bo passed in tin; satno terms in which they
were passed nt the last session, or whother the repealingclauses in regard to the Federal F.lection
laws should lie modified so as to repeal only those
sections which authorize the appointment of chief supervisorsand deputy marshals for election, together
with the sections conferring police powers on the
supervisors, thus continuing the authorization for
the appointment of two supervisors of different pol.
itics to serve in a testimonial capacity at each poll as

witnesses of the count of votes. After on exhaustive
discussion it was decided to recommend the adoption
of the modified proposition above described. The
vote was 14 against 4.there being two Senators
and two Representatives in favor of total
repeal. The joint meeting then authorized
Senators Thyfpiau. Saulsbury, Bailey and Kernan,
and Representatives Chalmers, Springer, Carlisle and
Atkins to formulate provisious in accordance with
this decision in regard to the Klcction laws, and also
provisions for the total repeal of the jurors' teat
oath and the existing authorization of the presence
of troops at the polls for incorporation in the Legislative,Judicial and Executive and the Army Appropriationbills, together with such additional provisionsas they may deem necessary to secure free
and fair elections for Representatives and Delegates
to Congress.
They were also especially authorized to consider

the propriety of framing a substitute for section
5.522 of the lteviBod Statutes, which prescribes penaltiesfor violations of the election laws. Mr.
Springer's proposition to provide, in addition to the
repeul of the law concerning the presence of troops
at the polls, for tho enactment of the existing
Kuglisli statute of George II. on that subject was

cry favorably received, and the joint sub-committee
will probably recommend its adoption. It prohibitsany soldier stationed within two miles of a votingplace from leaving his quarters on an election
day except to relieve guard or to go to the polls to
yote, and requires him, in tho latter case, to return
to his quarters immediately afterward. The ioint
nb-cominittoe will meet at three o'eloek
Monday and exix-ct to report to another
|olnt meeting of the two caucus cominltteea
du Tnaaday. After appointing thin Kith-committee

* ihe joint meeting to-day proceeded to consider the
question whether the legislation of the preeeut seaaionnhould bo strictly confined to the appropriation
bill*, including the measures above indicated, or
whether general business should not be transacted
by either house when not engaged on an appropriationbill. A decided majority of the Senate
caucus committee favored restriction of the
business of the session to the appropriation
bills and to the enactment of what is
known as the "yellow fever bill." A majority (but
not a large one) of the House Committee insisted
that the opportunities for transacting general businessshould l»e improved, without, however, prolongingtho session alter the appropriation bills
shall have licen disposed of. It was Anally decided
to report disagreement on this subjeet to a joint
caucus and leave the settlement of the question to a

tnnjority of the democratic members of Isitli houses.
This meeting of the joint caucus will probably be
held next Tuesday evening.

QUARANTINE ON ITAMAN IIAGS.
Two Italian linrks, the Guiseppo do Aliunde and

the II Cacceatorc, arrived ut New York recently from
Trieste with cargoes of rags, and were passed at
Quarantine under the usual certificate*. The ccrtiilrat.-snut having the approval of the local health
officer, as required by the recent circular
of tho Marine. Hospital service, Collector
Merntt called the attention of Health Offi
cer Yandcrpoel to the subject, and subsequentlythe ease was reported to Dr. Hamilton,
acting Surgeon General of the Mnrtnc Hospital serviceut Washington, who, on being iutornied that no
information could be given as to wlu rc the rags
originally came from, directed thevi aocla to lie detainedat Quarantine until the rags had been taken
off ou lighters ami disiufeclol, in compliance
with tho recent circular instructions front
tho bureau. Italian ports aro not considered
as Infected, but the practice has prevailed of
sending rags from Dlnck Sea porta to the Medltcr-
rum-an for reshipnicut: ami iu the absence of any
evidence that tin Me rags were not an reslilpped there,
precautionary meaaitreH were advisable. Aaimilar
course waa pursued in tlie case of a shipment of
rags from Leghorn, whteh arrive I in llaitimorc a

few daya aiuco, and will l>c puraucd in likecuscs in
the future.

THE BACA LANDS IX COLORADO.

A derision was rendered to-day by the Commissionerof the (ienerul J.and Oltiee in the case of the
contested title of the heirs of Luis Maria Itnea to u

large tract of mineral lund in the Territory of Colorado.By an act of Congress passed in 1800 permissionwas given to tho heirs ot Baca to select in lieu
ot certain lands claimed by the town of I.os Vegas
un equal quantity of uoiiiminerul lands, to be located
on any part of the public domain in square tracts
not to exceed five in number. The amount of land to
which they thus became entitled was nearly tlvo hundredthousand acre*. In IKiid the fouth of tho tracts
so authorized, comprising 09,000 acres, was located
in Colorado, pronounced vacant aud non-mineral by
the Land Department aud a grant issued therefor. It
now appears that the tract so granted is really min-
eral land, and it is therzfore alleged that it cannot

belong to the grantees under the act. The Commissionerdecides tUat, since the question as to
the mineral or non-mineral character of tho
lund was duly settled by competent authority, tho
title to it passed from the United States and became
vested in individuals and the question cannot now

be reopened by the Land Department. The Commissioner,however, holds that he has no authority to
issue patents for the land either to the Baca heirs or

their assignees.

The defence, it is thought, will
fortify themHelve* with Annie Davis, audtliat should
reinforouiiiontH be needed Mr. Cameron will be
called into service, aud, furthermore, that in the
event the plaintitl's lire should become too hot, to
respond with grape aud canister by putting in
evidouce the fifty-three letters from Mrs. Oliver to
Mr. Cameron.

PllOPOSAL, TO TRACK THE ORIGIN OF THE Z.KTTKRS.
Should the alleged letters promissory of marriage

be assailed as forgeries, the plaintiff will call Mr.
Creary, Postmaster of the United States Senate, ami
others, with a view to proving that they were sent
by Mr. Cameron to the widow. This portion of the
trial is expected to consume the entire day.
Several "strong-minded" women visited a well

known florist to-day and ordered a handsome pyramidof flowers, which will be sent to Mrs. Oliver
during the trial on Monday. It is reported that an
effort will lie made to rAise a sum of money for her,
as it is understood she is in needy circumstances.
Late this afternoon the court room was crowded,

and not until the adjournment were many satisfied
that no developments in the Oliver-Cameron suit
were to he made. The court officials say that they
are annoyed daily by applications from ladies anil
gentlemen for seats within the bar of the
court. They reply that if the members
of the liar are willing to forfeit their
place no objection would be made. In anticipation
of a crowded room Monday the plan has been decided
upon to udniit none but members of the liar behind
the rail, and no more than there are so ils tor. Outsideof the rail citizens will be admitted until the
space is comfortably filled aud then the doors will be
closed.

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THE LECTURE SEASON.

POLITICAL SYSTEMS OF ENGLAND AND AMERICA
DISCUSSED BT MR. HORACE WHITE.

The main hull of the Cooper Union watt about
hull filled la^t evening when Mr. Abrum H. Hewitt
introduced Mr. Horace White to deliver one of the
eerie* of froe Saturday night lecture*. Mr. White's
subject wan "A Comparison of American with
the English Political System." We are told
by Mr. Freeman, he said, that before the
Norman conquest the English form of governmentwas very similur to that of the Swiss
cantons of the present duy.the purest republic on

the free of the earth. The system is very nearly the
same in England now. The axiom, "The king eau do
no wrong" sounds like a solecism to American ears,
but it is nevertheless literally true in English politics.
The ministers alone are rcsoousible for what is done
witli the knowledge and approvul of royalty; and
tills system ot responsibility would be, 1 am
convinced, an excellent innovation in our system of
government. Differences between the legislative aud
tbc executive power are not possible of coutiuuance
in Great Britain, for one or the other must immediatelyget out of the war. But with us such disagreementsmay continue for years. In speaking
of the power of the Executive here, Mr.
winto said tnat 110 serious Harm natl ever
resulted from the veto power of the PresidentIroni the time of Washington to the present
n.iy. Nine-tenths of all the vetoes, he thought, hail
lii'i n srlutary ami conducive to the pttblie weal. Ill
reference to the republican form of Government now
being tried in France, he said that the French Presidentpossessed more political power than tlie Queen
of England. An amusing display of feeling was
elicited by the lecturer's remark that the wheels of
government revolve with less friction in England
than here. Half-hearted applause was answered by
hissing, which continued for some time, but was

dually drowned in a loud and genuine clapping of
hands.

EDMUND Bl'ltKE.
With the "Life of Edmund Burke" as his text, Dr.

Lord yesterday morning, at ('flickering Hall, entered
a strong jrrotest against the French Revolution. The
chief labors of the first ten years of Edmund
Burke's Parliamentary life, said the lecturer, were

American atTairs. The next ten were devoted to the
affairs of India, in which bo showed the same good
sense and justice as in the ease of the colonies. He
could soe 110 good in aggrandizement maintained
by wrong doing. Why should that ancient
country be used to enrich the younger sons of a

proud aristocracy. The customs and laws of India
were deffed by these scions of nobility. After ten
years, of careful study lie lifted up his voice against
the wrougH of that country, and was left without the
sympathies of his coadjutors, in his famous phillipieshe fearlessly exposed the impositions of the
East India Company. Ho was the idol of his constit.
ueuts until he disregarded their opinions where he
thought they did not understand. He incurred
their strong displeasure by his defence of
the rights of the irisli Catholics. The Catholics
were then treated worse than were the Protestants of
France. Not the least of his labors was to bring to
the notice of the nation the wrongs of Ireland. He
was-one of the first to prepare the way for Irish
elective franchise. Though a rctoriner bo was a
conservative, and yet progressive. The energies of
his declining years were turned to the agitations of
France. He loved liberty mora than any man of his
time, yet he loathed the crimes committed iu her
name. A Christian, he was shocked by iuiidelity and
despised the sentimentalism under which ltousseau
and his admirers hid their immoralities. No man
more than Burke appreciated tin- need of radical reformiu France, but he considered the remedies of
revolutionary quacks worse than the diseases they
sought to cure.

A rumor spread early yesterday niorniug iu Wall

street, an<l caused quite a stir, that orders of arrest
had been granted by Judge I.arremore iu tlic suit of
General Thomas L. Kckert, late \ resident of the
Atlantic and l'aclttc Telegraph Company, against
William, Charles P. and Henry Prlden, Jr., and
W. E. Connor, for the alleged wrongful
conversion of property and money b longing
to the plaintiff and received by defendants in
a fiduciary capacity, and that ball had lieen fixed
in the sum of £:tu,0'*). A reporter of tho IIkuami
called at the office of Messrs. Marsh and Wallis, the
plaintifl's attorneys, and was informed by Mr.
Wallis that the action was brought for the recovory
of fhtO.OOn which General Kckert had lott with Messrs.
William llcldcn, Washington K. Connor, Charles
P. Pel den and Henry ltelden, Jr., as a special
personal deposit about nine mouths ago, and
which they had failed and refused to return.
Mr. Wullis said he had no ropy of the
complaint ai d affidavit on which the orders were

granted, as all tho papers were in the hands of the
Sheriff's officers. Ho said the case was not put into
their hands until Friday evening, and the papers
were made out in finch haste that they had not even

the time to take copies of tliein. At tho office of Balden,Bennett tc Co., in New street, no information
was vouchsafed, the members oi the firm.ft they
were there at all.being locked Iu their private offices.

THE BROOKLYN BRIDGE.
The Assembly sub rominlttee ehsrged with the

Mr. Low
admitted that Inost of the vessels employed In the
California trsde would be compelled to house their
upper spars In order to go beyond the bridge.

OuApril 4 ami fi prox. rn athletic meeting, under
the auspices of the Columbia College Boat Club, will
be held at Oilmore's Garden, at which meeting there
will be, among others, races open to all amateurs.Amateur meetings are beiug invaded
by a class of contestants whose presence
and association are injurious. Such contestants
have been particularly active during the
past season, and have been "backed" heavily by their
friends. In the interim between meetings they
have roamed through the country, appearing in contestsheld ostensibly to encourage amateur athletics,lint really for the benetlt of specnlators interestedsolely in the gate money. To tempt these
"amateurs" to appear at their "shows" the speculatorscomply with the letter but evade the spirit
of the law as to prizes by offering valuable
prizes easily convertible into money and intendedto be so converted. This system of
indirectly hiring "amateur" contestants is most perniciousin its effect. It deceives tho public by callingthese devices of speculators "amateur meetings,"
encourages professionals to contend under l'alse
colors for profit and not honor, and will eventually
bring discredit upon meetings of ItomiJUe amateurs.
These amateurs In name and professionals at heart
are tolerated in amateur contests because t.ie interpretationhitherto given to the definition of an umatenrhas been held not to warrant their exclusion.
With the desire of encouraging bonii to theexclusionof nominal amateurs, the Columbia College

Boat Club calls attention to the amended definition
of au amateur aud the accompanying rules herewith
submitted. This definition uml the rules, which
were framed alter consultation with Mr. Thomas \V.
White and other prominent amateur athletes, have
Wn iulanhiil tiv the elnti for its lvovcniiiieiit in nil
games which may bo held under its direction, and
the club earnestly hopes that they may bo adopted
by all umateur athletic clubs.
The general acceptance of the definition and rules

of March 'jr. IKT'.i, and their strict application will, it
is believed, compel the "professional amateur" to
abnndon at once and forever his questionable associationsand practice or to take his proper place
