The
water from the Slerra Nevada, Union, Oplur. the
Bonanza Mines, Best and Beleher and Gould and
Curry will not be turned in for a conpla of woeks,
and afier all finds its way iuto the tunnel, it is ex-
pected that one of the double line of boxes will hnve
ample capucity to carry off all the water. The sue-

SIR WILLIAM FOTHERGILL COOKE.

The cable this morning snnounces the death o
London yesterday, st the sge of seventy-three years,
of Bir William Fothergill Cooke, who constructel
the first telegraph live in Eagland, that from Padding-
ton to West Drayton. Sir William was the won of
William Cooke, Esq., M. D., of Durham, snd was born
at Ealing, Middlesex, in 1806, Having received
his education st Durham school and the
University of Edinburgh, he was appointed in 182t
to the East Indian army, in which he beld varions
stafl appolutwents till 1831, On his return home he
devoted his time to the study of anatomy sud physi-
ology at Paris and Heidelberg sud modelling
Lis feal di for the illnstration
of his father's lectures at Durham University.
In Murch, 1536, directing his attention to the
electric telegraph, he oecupied bimself exclusively
with it for many years. He eulered iuto partnership
with Prolessor {ihmuloua and formed, in conjunc-
tion with Mr, J, L. Ricardo, member of Parlisment,
the first telegraph company, of which he was &
director at the time of Lis death. The first telegraph
line in Englaud was copstructed by Mr, Cooke, from
