ltesolved, That we earnestly oflor our cheerful
Words ut hearty approval to encourage the weil
planned American Arctic Exp. ditiou about to piosccutefrom our Pacific count a continuance of that
noble work of Polar exploration ao gallantly inauguratedand fearlessly advanced by the nations
bordering on the Atlantic. On bclialt of our
city, an a future aeat of national wealth
and extended commerce, we deaire to foater
scientific enlightenment, and thin c hamber view a
with marked intercut an enterprise of national importance,bailing from ila Uolden Hate, fully
equipped with u picked baud of bravo and resolute
men poaaeaaed of Arctic experience, whom
we teel are capable of wiuuiug a 'aucceaaftil and
glorious record for the uatiou whoae banner floats
over them and whoae blessing goes with them.
V ' recognizing with admiration the fact that this
ex, dition is wholly paid for and supported by privatemunificence, we rejoice that his enterprise is
officially indorsed by the United Slates government,who accord it the nutiouai rights
necessary to proper discipline, snd the suitable
dignity intrusted by a great and growing nation
whose kuowledge it will increase and to whose
honor it will redound. As a national work it will
extend the geographical aurvey and topo-
graphical knowledge of our northern boundary;in the interest of commerce, navigationand national ugriculture it may determine
lawa of meteorology, hydrography, astronomy,
and gravitation, reveal ocean currents, develop new
fisheries, discover lauds and people hitherto unknown,and by extending the world's knowledge of
such tuudamental principles of earth life as magnetismand electricity and various collateral branches
of atmospheric science solve great problems importantto our common humanity.
Unsolved, That, as the well merited offering of an

appreciative nation, our people would most heartily
approve of and indorse the use of a national vessel
to convov the Jeanuette to her most northern port
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pine she will traverse the northern seas alone, tollowedby the earnest hope* of friends to progress
ami the world of soleuce.

Itusolved, That we tender to her brave and accomplishedcommander. Lieutenant George W. DcLotig,
United .State* N'uvy, to hi* ethcient stall' of able
specialists in various department* of Huience, and to
hi* hardy and gallant crew, one and all, our hearty
good wi*hes for their aafe return and for the entire
aucc'caa of the American Arctic expedition from the
Pacific.
After reading the resolutions General Miller said

the departure of the expedition from San Francisco
wa> an event exceeding in importance anything in
the history of the Pacific coast. It was an undertakingof great peril, placing Captain LieLong in an

unknown field of exploration. Without aid or benefitfrom the great exuedltions projected in Europe
or on the Atlantic seaboard he went
bravely to face the peiils realized by
the first Arctic explorers, and possibly to
meet the renewal of their experience, if not more,
llut from what he knew of Lieutenant DeLoug ho
believed he would justify the nation's confidence,
and be would assuru the gentleman that he had the
heartiest wishes of the people of the United States
and of the civilized world, who most earnestly
hoped for the safe retarn of the commander, his
officers and men, with such developments for science
ae had never been achieved before.

LIEUTENANT DKLONO'b KEPLT.
Lieutenant De Long, with marked emotion, said he

was so touched by the kind words of the speaker
and the resolutions that they were beyond his
answer. He could only say that he fully realized
What the former speaker had said. He could now
give uo idea of wh«t they would aocomplish, but
with the help of God he would plant the national
Bag on the highest point of latitude yet reached
uy civilized man.on tue role itaeir ir possible. He
felt that wherever they might be or what they might
have to realize he would not forget the kind words
of the Chamber of Commerce of Sau Francisco, and
from the bottom of his heart, for himself, for his
officers and crew, he heartily thanked them. His respousewas loudly applauded.

lUt DEPABTDUE OK THE JEANNF.TTE DELAYED.
San Francisco, June 3<j, lst'j.

The Jeaunette was to have sailed to-morrow, but
her departure has been delayed for a cause not fully
tirtderstood, Lieutenant De Long being reticent on
the subject. City journals contain local items to the
ellect that orders have been received from the Navy
Department detailing a ship to convoy the Jeaunette
to Hehriug Sea with coal and provisions to be
transhipped to the yacht at that point. The United
Slates ship Alaska has gone to Msre Island, presumablyto laud her armament aud ship coal, storea,
ku., with a view of acting as convoy.

No greater interest probably lias ever beeD taken
In any expedition from the United States toward the
Bole than that now lelt in the proposed voyage of
the Jeanuette. now lying at Mare Island preparatory
t<> setting forth on her voyage to the uorth. There
are autue features connected with the enterprise that
make it peculiar. The expedition is a private enterprise,but by special acts of Cougress the vessel is
manned by officers of the United States Jiavy and
tllowed all the rights aud privileges of a government
ship, liy a similar nctof Congress the vessel.which
is a British bottom, having been bought in Knglaud.
was allowed to sail under American colors aud assumea uew name, being originally uanied the
Psudors. tier ouurNe, too, will lie fiiff.reiit troui
that hitherto taken by any vessel designed for a voyageof scicntiUc exploration. All other expeditions
111 search of the open Polar Sea have been by way of
llallln'x Hay. The Jeanuette will be the Hint vessel
to pass IP. bring Strait on a purely explorative voyagetoward the North Pole. There have been xeveral
previous voyage* to the Arctic by this route, but the
object in ibeae instances was the discovery of Sir
John franklin and not the exploration of an unknownportion of the globe.

TUX MKIIiU.NO STRAIT BOLTK.
In connertiou with t xpeditious to the Aretie by

wky of Uehring Strait it uiay lie nu ntioued that,
while no vessel has ever yet succeeded in passing
around the Harrow Straits, from which there ia a

ready course to iSaillri's Hay and the Atlantic.a f< at
that has often been attempted iu toriui-r years.the
crew of one ship did succeed in getting round, being
compelled, however, to abandou their vessel to its

was there obliged to abandon ber. Mrl'lure and bia
party were rescued by the crew of the ltexolute.

Alter the reerue, however, the rescued and the rexmerewere forced to abandon the Ueaolute. They

She has already been employed in one

voyage of exploratiou. Six years ago CaptainYoung sailed in lrer from England for
the Aretle, for the purpose of diseovcriug, if posBible,the records believed to have lieon buried by Sir
John Franklins pyjty shortly before the Atlul at
the lust aurviviug members of that utifortumte expedition.She started, however, too late in the seaIsou to take advantage of the break up ot the ire, and,
being unable to proceed on her miasion, returned to

England. The vessel was pnrchused lit England
about a year ago and was reehriatvned the .leanu-tto
under cireumstanresalreudy described. From Englandshe proceeded to Havre and ihener around
Cape ljom to thin port, arriving here iu the early
spring after a passsage of six months.

Puring be time that she lias been at Mure Inland

some important repairs and Improvements have
been made. Her hull bun been very materially
strengthened by bracing. In Ucr hold have been

placed three largs double trusses with a stanchion
in the centre and hanging knees, each beam being
ten iuehei by twelve inches, the object being to

give her the greatest possible power for reIslating the crushing force of the ice. These trusses
also have banging knees reaching from the deck to

the keelson, iu addition to the trusses she lias al-o
been strengthened by having seven wooden strakea
of ceiling, eacli a foot iu width by four in< hes in

thickness, placed on either of her sides. She has
hoen provided with two new boilers, built at the
Navy Yard. On each side of the botiers are coal
bunkers, the eugiue and lire room being together,
without partition. Besides her ordinary machinery
bin- curries an extra donkey pump. i'.»o .mutuary
pumps. a ilisiilliug apparatus capable of distilling
5uo gallons of water per day, ami a hoisting engine
rigged ou the spar deck, to be employed in warping.
To keep out as tar as possible ill" cold tile cabin and
forecastle havi Ouen padded ou tbe iuside witli severalthicknesses of heavy felt, and tbe poop deck ha*
been covered with three thicknessea or stout canvas

which has been painted over. The Juauuette will
carry one folding bout thut can be used ou ruuiiers

as a sled as well us in the water as a boat. Hbe
will take eight tents each six feet by nine, a suit of
spurc sails, small bouts rigged with sails and boat
covers. She is also provided witli Ice saws, by
which ico of ten or fifteen feet in thickness cau be
cut away. She will hare a spare storm trysail and
awiuug to cover the space between the poop and the
house to be erected on her deck. Tbe latter will bi
taken to the north by a convoy. It is constructed so

us to roof over the dock during wiutry storms. Tbe
beams of thia deckhouse are mortised and fastened
together by screw bolts, so that it can bo taken
down or put up at will. The vessel Is also provided
with two extra propellers, to be used in ease of
accident; also a complete outfit of niacUiuista'
tools and stock, to repair any break that may
occur in tbe engine. She will leave Mail Franciscowith an entirely new set of sails, including
rolling topsails tbut can be furled from tlie deck.
She has u total of G.853 square feet of canvas, when
all is set, distributed as follows:.Outer jib, 800 feet;
inner jib, Uu7 feet; foiestaysail, liku feet; foresail,
1,287 feet; forctopsail, 784 foet; fore-topgallant sails,
3U4 feet; uiaiutrysail, ill'J feet; spanker, 401 feet;
gan.opsuLl, 123 feet. sue nan accommodations in tue
forecastle lor thirty-six mou, but as it will be occupiedby only about ball that number all the remainingapace will be utilized an storeroom tor supplies
and apparatus. The ship will be heated by stoves
burning soil coal. The repuirs to tho vessel were

virtually completed June 1. Since that time, however.it was deemed best to strengthen her bows by
arming them with additional timber. Thia work la
now about completed.

I'HOVIblOKH AW COAL..
The task that now occupies the attention of those

about to sail in her is the coaling and provisioning,
and quite as much care and forethought are needed
iu these branches as in any other of her equipment.
To utilize every square inch of her cargo room with
fuel nud provisions Is the end sought io be accomplished,and the work ot packing and stowing away
supplies, with a view to secure tho largest possible
amount of these two main requisites in the smallest
possible space, has been carefully going on lor
several days, and is now almost completed. Tho
provisions which she will carry are almost wholly
iu the concentrated or condeuaed form, and aro
similar to those with which previous Arctic-bound
ships have boon fitted up, comprising, with the exceptionof Hour and its preparations, almost wholly
meats, vegetables and fruits, put up in the most approvedform. She will bu proviaonod fortuity throe
years.

A C'OKVOT TO ST. MICHAEL'S.
Hhe will have on board 111.1 tons of coal on leaving

this port. At Alaska her bunkers will bo replenished.
.She will bu accompanied by a convoy which will
carry about twenty tons additional of provisions
and sixty or seventy tons of cool. The Alaska has
hMiiu matitiniiMH taat thu pnnvnv hut ttiinthop vhkmaI

may be selected for that purpose. The convoy will
accompany her to 8t. Michael's and leave her as fully
coulcd aud provisioned as when she sails from this
port. The surplus provisions and coal taken up
will then be placed in a utcltc on the outskirts of the
ice at St. Michael's, to serve as ruserve supplies in
case of thMkreck or (ibaudonmeut of the vessel, or

for the use ot her crew ou the return voyage.
The expedition will lie supplied with trained dogs

and fur clothing at St. Paul's. The clothiug was orderedmany months ago, soon alter tho enterprise
was determined upon.

A1*VolNTH hiNTS, UFriCKJtS AND CBKW.
Never before have more elaborate preparations

boen made to render a Polar expedition successful.
Kvery appliance, scientific or otherwise, whose
utility has been suggested by the experience of formervoyages will have its place on the Jeanuette.In the appointment of the officers
aud selection of the men quite as much
care has been taken us in respect to the
other preparations, tier commanding officer. LieutenantDuLoug, United States Navy, has previously
made one hard Arctic voyage, havtug gone up in
ls7:t in the Tigress 111 search of the Polaris. Tho
chief executive officer aud engineer have also made
previous voyages to the frozen zone, and the Ice
pilot, on whose skill very much depends the safe
navigation of the vessel, is an old whaler who has
spent years in the Polar regious. The crew are

picked men. of whom several have accompanied one
or more expeditious of exploration to the Arctic.

by the agent ol the ship, J. C. Morisou, who is at
present in this city. In New York. The seaiueu receive$'25 per mouth, the rest of the crew in proportiou.Applicants for the live vacant positions
are pleutitul. but it has thus far been dithriitt to obtainuny to till them. The physical examination la
so thorough and rigid that tew can pass it, and none

THE MEXICAN REVOLUTION.
f

A FOiiLflDADLE MOVEMENT AGAINST 1UAA.NEW
THEORIES AND PUEFOttES OF THE UKVOLU^
TJONIST8 AID EXPECTKD FltOM XHK 0KITED

The ominous silence which tor sotuo niontliff has

prevailed iu regard to Mexican politics a:.d military
inattcr* lias been broken by the characteristic
storm of revolution. Thin silence in Mexico nevor

fails to end i» the result uuiued. The »nnouncMueutby telegraph that General iseyrete.
CiiniEu.nder-in-Chlef of the arinv. had. at

the head of J.imu udln runts, pronounced against
Proiidrut Diuz, wax startling news to the loliowcrs
of tho latter here an<1 elsewhere, who believed thut
Diaz was invincible ill Mexico. They had boasted
that tho "Pictator" kept JuuruX in constant dread,
and that ho overthrow l.ord». Now the time has
come when his own power is threatened. The
Chronicle has come into possession of important
documents which give a complete inflight into
the causes which produced the existing
revolution and the objects sought to be
attained. To tho American public it seemed that the
government of IHaz was popular and eminently successful,but the latest Mexican journals, hostile to
the administration of the threatened President, show
that the feeling against I»iaz for mouths past lias
ended in bitter hoatility. lie is charged with havingcompletely failed in carrying out the reforms
proclaimed iu the plans of Tuxtepuc and l'alo
Blanco. These reforms were merely on paper and
it was utterly impossible to put thorn in practice,
liut the average Mexican politician is an idealist and
will not hesitate to plunge the country into anarchy
and bloodshed for a chimerical idea.

DIAZ'S OITONKNTS.
The irreconciluble enemies of Diaz are the very

radicals who placed liliu in power. They are the
meu who fomented public opinion against Lento
wlnie Piaz was organizing his little army in tile
mountain fastnesses of Oaxar.a. Tired of the rule of
Diaz, they now seek tor a chant;)?; hut it must be
admitted thai the change, s» far as aet forth iu the
private documents in our possession, in intended
for the better, for, if successful, the nc\v party will
have at its back, as will be seen hereafter,
the element to give it stability and permanence.We must first give the reader to
understand that the present movement against Diaz
is widespread, and that it coutaiu* the leading and
most aggressive military men in the country. Already(ieueral Negrito is in the field, and he is to he
the commander-in-chief of the revolutionary forces.
In addition the lollowiug generals, at the head of
trained troopB, have taken Uie lleid, though the telegraphis silent on this point:.(leneral .luun Lermu'
is muster of the situation 111 the mountains of Tepic,
and it is entirely probable that by this time himself
and his followers are in posseaajbif bt Guadalajara
and the city of Tipic. This would give thelu the
port of San bias, which has always been considered
a point of greatkuportance in military movements
on the l'acific. CBHSral liiucou and General Francisco
(Jasteuado are in power In the interior, and General
Cipriauo Kuizand General Estuvan Garcia are operatingiu the Central States. General Garcia ue la
Cadena, Governor of the Ktato of Xacatccas, a man of
national influence and popular tnroughout the
whole country, has declared that hla State accepts
the plau of the revolutionists aud is already iu arms
against Diaz. Generals Trevino and .vuranjo, the
chief military authoritiea in the frontier States, have
been removed by the President, who suspected them
of disloyally. They are iu tor the revolt against
Diaz, and will certainly control the entire frontier.

THX POLITIOAT. HEAD OF l'Uli MiVOLUTION.
General Curillo ue Albornoz is the head of the politicaljunta which is to control the politics ot the

new party. Ho is very weulthy, is a first class businessman and has great executive ability. Uo representsthe capital of the ltepublic und will carry with
him the combined influence of that element. The
present revolution was started to remedy the many
abuses that have grown up under the exiatiug
administration. Its leaders, both political and
military, have determined upon a complete
change in the management of public
affairs, and even in the system of government so far
as its stability is concerned They declare tor a new
system ot revenue, a national banking system, a
regularly organized navy, and immediate diplomatic
relations with lVauee, Germany and England, so that
Mexico may no longer be outlawed by three of the
leading nations of Europe. They guarantee, when
in power, the immediate construction ot a railroad
irum San Bias to the City of Mexico, and also the
construction of a line trout Guaymas north to connectwith the Southern Pacific, now being pushed
through Arizona to the border of Souora.

APPEAL TO TUK UNITED STATLK.
The leaders or the revolution, tuT the Arat time in

the history of Mexican revolutions, openly and
above board announce that in carryinpNiut the
schiuiisH named anil others of a kindred Character
tliuy appeal to the I'uited Status iu order to carry
out the reforms and enterprises ami admit that withoutthis "uyuda" they cannot accomplish their
purposes. The word quoted means aid or
assistance, but in tliia Sense can bointerpretedas leaning toward a protectorate.
The agents in the raited States who rupieaout the
new revolutionary party interpret the word "aywla"
in this way. As an evidence that the revolutionists
mean what they say, they are now in negotiation
with leading Americans interested in Mexican ailairs
tor the purchase of arms and ammunition.

HOW LAST SATI'KDAV's ESCAPE WAS EFFECTED.

THE "COKK LEOOKD MAN" TELIA* THE BTOKT

TO A KEEPEll.
W. M. Hatterhy, the man with the eork log, one of

the four prisoners who escaped from the Queen*
County Jail on Saturday afternoon, rested
quietly lu his cell all day yesterday
aud refused to be iuterviewed. Ho was

brought iirto the jail alter his capture in the garret
near New Lots, aud on being searched nothing worth I

iu charge looked him up in a cell on the lower tier of II
tlie prison. There ! not the slightest doubt that II
New York men planned and executed the escape.
All the ai^hs go to abow the handiwork of expert H
cracksnieu. The sawing of the bar waa begun on H
Thuraday laat and continued far into the night.
Everything goes to ahow that the bar VI
was worked upon by people who had care- H
fully planned the achumo. About half-past I
ten on Thursday night, after It had been I
sawed through, the outside confederates puttied it I
up; but, making some noise, Batterby coughed and I
alarmed them. Belmont, the piokpocket, who thus I
far has eluded capture, was the manipulator 1
aud manager of tho job. Butterby, aa atated, 1
up to this time knew nothing of what
waa going on. Walters and Belmont at first did not
dare to trust him, but after they called out to him
If he would keep quiet it would be all right aud lis
would get out. Uo waa, ao to apeak, a quiet participant.A moment afterward Belmont heard
a noiae in tho corridor aud cautioned sileuce,
not only to the men la the cells, but to th«
people who wore working outside. The noise was

made by the Under Sheriff, who was making bit
rounds, and the consummation of the affair wai

necessarily postponed until Friday night. Then
the whole affair was talked over in detail.
Belmont told Batterby that if he would
not "squeal," they would all be out shortly. Th«
outside parties then went awsy, but, as near as can

be estimated, they returned at about half-past tea
on Friday night, aud, alter cutting the bar cleas
through, shoved it iu so to make aure that it wai
loose. Then the bar was put back in its place and
the slit disguised with putty to make it look secure,

After this was accomplished the outaide parties

day morning, the memorable day of the escape,
when at eight o'clock the prisoner* were let out
into the corridor as usual to wash the
buckets aud do the other necessary cleaning.
The keeper, Kldridge, was up stairs during
this time, and Belmont, taking advantage
of his abseuoe climbed up to tko window and remarked,"Now, boys, we will all be out of here today.What is the best time to start?" Batterby
says they concluded that about four o'clock,
after dinner, would be the best time, for
they all had studied the habits of the
attendants and keepers of the prison aud knew that
rounds were made at that time only at intervals of
about ten or fifteen minutes. At halt-past three the
assistant keeper walked through the corridor, all
uususpectlng, and asked Batterby how he felt. The
reply was, "I haven't felt so good in sis
mouths." The keeper then gave them a clothes
wringer for the purpose of wrlngiug out their
blankets, which they were supposed to have been
washing, and at four o'clock returned aud
took it away, alao removing the puns '

and dishes which had been used* in servingmeals. No sooner had he Tocked the
door, than the bar was removed aud the escape
effected. Belmont went out firet, eo as to
snow the others that he was iu earnest in
the scheme he had planned. Walters followed,s moment later; but the aperture
was so narrow that the skin was badly scraped off
his back and breast and for a time the
others thought he would not be able to get
through without detection. Hhaw, the sixty
day man, went through third and he also
suffered severely. Battcrly, with his cork leg, was
the last to go, and was the only man wbo at midnightlast night had been captured.

After getting outaide of the prison walls they

ran across what Is called the "Umit yard,
which is enclosed by '* board feuou eight fei^t
six inches in height. They kept in companyalong the improvement railroad track
as far aa the waterworks near BUssviUe. and thence
travelled to Calvary Cemetery, liatterley says that
about fit teen minutes after they had escaped they
could distinctly sue the officers, Wilkinson and Barks,
looking tor them. He took retuge in ths
cemetery, and, lying down in a secluded

This la the story of the
csc.ipe told by Batterly to one of
tne keepers. Sheriff Bushmore is confident that the
othur men will be caught before loug. liatturby
will bo sent to Sing Sing as soon as his commitment
paper In received, the County Clerk's illness having
caused its delay.
