He was
neatly dressed {n a suit of uavy blue, which was sot
off by anice white tea rose in lus bultonbole, pre-
sented to him on Sunday by one of the benevolout
ladies of the Prison Association visiting the Tombs.
Cox, wille chatting good humoredly sbout the
broesy morn, wade no allusion whatever to his
crime, agd gave not the slightest symptom of ner-
vousuess o trepidation as he was werched outin
custody.

An fmmense throng had congregited in the viein-
ity of the Towmbs in anticipation of getting » glimpse
of the dandy nigger,” as he is terincd, but they
were doomed to dissppointment. It was expeciod,
of course, that he would be pleced in the “Hlsck
Murin” with the other prisoners en roule to the Gen-
erul Sessions, and the fact that a colored mun named
Wiles was among the number of those who wers
placed in the dark conveyance at once crosted the
jmpression that ho was the man the crowd desired
to see.

THE INDICTMENT AGAINST COX.

ol that body. Scortly ufter twelve o'clock the Grund
Jurors filed into court and preseated s batch of jn-
dictinents, iucinding that sgainst Cox.,

Judge iildersleeve discharged the Grand Jury
with the thanks of the Court.,

The iustrument, which was deawn by Mr, Rollins,
coutaius thirteen counts.

onth and ywose; 1 the fourth, seventh and elev-
enth counts by smothenug snd suffocating, not de-
seribluy Low the deed was sccomplishea; in the
tifth, sixth and tenth eounts by smothering and
suffoenting by means of instruments, and in o way
sud mapnper to the Grand Jury uuknown, and io the
thirteenth by smothering and suffocating by press-
1ug a pillow over the mouth and nose.

LOVE THAT LED 10 SUICIDE.

A RICH FARMEE DBLOWS HIS BRAINS OUT BDEe-
CAUSE HIS OFFER I8 REEJICTED—HUNTING-
TON, L. I, EXCITED.

Huntington. L. L, which is seldom, if ever, with-
out a sensation of some kind, lius one to-duy of such
general interest that hardly snything else is talked
about, It is the sunicide of Mr. Joel Scudder, s rich
farmer, connected with some of the oldest and best
people of the island. The cireumstances attending
his desth ore of o peculisr nature and uot without
an clemont of romance.

About five years ngo old Mr. Israel Scudder died,
leaving & large property to be divided between
wix children. Two of the girls were morried, but
the three boys were buchelors. Joel und George
Scudder bought out the other heirs, and for some
vears the homestead farm, alarge and proauctive
one, was run in partuership. After a while, how-
ever, Joel bought out his brother and took upon
himself the entire management of the estate. The
unmarried sister, Delfs, lived with him and kept
house, George alse resided with him. After a
while there were rumors of occasional family mis-
understundings, and somo time ugo Willisin built a
new house, into whigh (some time in July) he was to
hoave moved with bis sister and brother George,
losving Joel alone, The latter became melancholy
snd complained bitterly of his intended desertion.
It was commenly whispered, however, smwonyg his
neighbors that he would not be long slone, &8 he
was paying marked sttention to the daugoter ot a
prominent resident of Cold Spriogs. This was tho
stite of affuirs on Bonuday afternoon, when Joel went
to his stables, and selecting his favorite horse drove
away in & buggy to Cold Spring. There he visited
his murried sister, and afterward the lady to whom
gossip had roported him engaged.

He had told his brother when leaving that he
would not be back till lute. The family weze there-
fore somewhat surprised when he returned at six
o'clock. Putting his horse in the stable, he weut
slowly up the brick walk to his house, aud, entering
the dining room, tound his sister sitting near the
table, supper belug over, She said, *Joel, we have
bad 10 tes to-night; it was warm, so we did not put
the kettle on.”* He replied, *Oh, that is nothing; I
don’t care for any,” He then walked to the table and

THE SHOOTING.

Miss Delin then went up stmirs to her brother
Greorge, Before sbe went, however, she saw Joel go
to u closet and take vut & very bandsowe double bar-
relled breech-loading gun snd play with (t a mo-
went. He also teok ont a large tin box of eartridges.
She had been up stairs but o moment when both she
sud her brother heard the report of the gun  They
hurried down, and, not tinding Joel indoors, hastened
to the back of tbe house, where they discovered
him lying wupon  his  side quite dead. He
haa placed the barrel to his right temple, and with
the cleaning stick of the gun pressed the trigger.
The cartridge was a large one and the entire top of
his head was blown off. The brains were scattered
for six feet around and pleces of the skull wore
thrown up fully thirty feet againnt the wall of the
honse, hysicians were at opee sent for, but it
was evident that the unfortunste man bad not
moved after the fdrst shock. He was lying pesce-
tully on his left side, his feet crossed, and his
fuce, a8 ter a8 conld be told,
u trace of prin. His body was borne to his resi-
dence, and Judgs Rolph, in the sbsence of the
Coroner, immediately impannelled s joryd  After

| exmuining a few witnesses s verdiet of suicide was

rendered, The affdr has caused the deopest regret
throughout the sarrounding eountry, where Mr,
Seudder was widely knowr sbd universally re-
spected. From the fagt that shortly before he ahot
himaelt he had made sreangements to borrow a
horse for use on hin farm to-day it is inferred
that nis saicidal vesolve wus token at the Inst mo-
ment, He died intestate, and the property which he
has sequired by purchase from the heirs of his
futher's estate will now return to those from whom
he bouglt it .

PATROLMAN HALL'S REVOLVER.

SE3 S
ALLEGED OUTEAGE IN AN IMMIGRANTS' BOARD-
ING HOUSE—THREATENING TO SHOOT A WO-
MAN—THE OFFICER'S VERSION OF THE AS-

BAULT,

A charge of felonious asssmlt was msde at Polics
Hoadguarters yesterdsy morning sgaiust Ofcer
Josoph Hall, of the Fifth precinct, s boy d
| Berpard A. Schwidt, of No. 9 Battery place, being
the complainsut. The story of the chavge, as re-
lated to s HERALD reporier by the boy himself, is
substantially as follows:—-

My father, Christoffer Schmbldt, went to the |
Fishing Hanks on. Sunday worniog, leaviog myself |
and in charge of the bl gut, which
| consists of a boarding house and saloot. About noon
I was behind the bar and my mother was up stairs |
esting dinner, when an officer came in front of |
the saloon door and committed an indecent act, He
wWus in compauy with another man and was in uni-
form. Bothen ered the saloon togother. The offi-
cer was very drunk and walked up to a table whers
Ofticer Breslin, of the Twenty-sixtli preeinet, was
eating his dinner with Mr. Wagner, a Castle Garden
oftie After recognizing tho other oficer he stag-
e up to the bar and msked for a woman who
boards here. 1 told bim that 1 could not eall the
person he wanted just thew, as it was dinner time,
I askod him to wait. He did so, and after u tew
minutes sgain asked for the woman. I told him
diuner was not over yet. He then drew a revolver
and cullea out to the other officer, <1 want you to
help me tuke this damned burtender in.” He cocked
the pistol and pointed it at my head, while
ho stood ut the end of the counter, saying, *You
Duteh — — — ——, I'll sottle you." 1 called on
the other officer to protect me, but he ran out of the
place in terror, as the druken oficer turoed around
and pointed Lis pistol st the people in the place, at
the same time eslling out, “I'll blow the brains out
of any msn that interferes.” 1n an instant every one
in the saioon started for the door, and boefore I ecould
gay anything the place was empty and I was aloune
with theofficer. I then ran trom behbind the bar and
out into the street,

FIGHTING WITH A WOMAN,

sJust then my mother, who heard the noise, came
down stairs 1uto the saloon, aud on seelng me flying
from an officer w.th & cocked revolver, cried out,
“Stop, for God's sake., What do you mesn? Iam |
the boy’'s mother.’ 1he officer turned sround and
seized her by the sim with such force that she
scresmed, He then thrust the pistol into her fuca
and said, ‘Perhaps you want some of it too, you
damued ' Then followed & struggle between
the officer wnd my tnother, who tried to escape,

The officer yelled out, *‘If you don't lock
up your doors and give me the uwey I'll
Llow your damped bruins out." My mother

finally compelled him to lesve the saloon, and
we locked the door to keep i out. He stood on
the sidewalk for some time and wuved his revolver
in the air, threatening to shoot soy one who should

approach him. All this time he was using fesrfully
foul lupnguage. My mother wus tremoling sll over
and feared he would return snd marder us, as he
threateued. After u liftle while he went down
towards West street, with the revolver pointed ut
enchperson who came in Lis way. At the corner he
was acrested by Officer Sbaw, who took the prisousr
to the I'wenty-seventh procinet station house. When
be got there the sergeant at the desk knoeked the re-
volver from his hand and drew tho cartridges. I
mwade a charge of felonious assiult, sccusing
him of an sttempt to marder myselt and mother.
Tue offiecr then mude a statemuent, snd Captiin
Sapders came in, After hesring the story Le re-
tfused to loek up the man, and sent for Captain
Ailken, of the Fifih precinct, to whom he delivered
my sseailsut. 1 have since learned that, although
the officer was drunk, he was put on duty at six
o'vlock. This morning I went to the Fifth precinet,
where Captain Alken asked me not to make s charge
agwinst the offic r. I insisted on it, and ho accom-
panied me to Police Hendquarters, whers I told my
story and made o tormal charge. When I ecame
home my mother was sick in from the effects of
her fright,"

THEFE HUNDRED AND SIXTY-SIX FAILURES RE-
PORTED 1IN NEW YORK CITY FYOR THE SIX
MONTHS JUST PAST - LIapiLITIES $11,582, 656
AND assers §5,090,346,

The record of failures reported in this city during
the wix months ending on June 30 presents u very
flattering exhibit when compared with the report for
the corresponding six months of 1874, Three hon-
dred and sixiy-six fallures were reported for tho pust
slx months, in which the aggregate labilities
amoupted to $11,682,056, while the assots were valued
ot 5,090,346, For the six months ending June 90,
1878, there wers reported 514 failures, the total lia-
bilities smouuting to §39,040,796 aud the assots to
$1L,014,664, O course the ropeal of the Baokrapt
aw was the main csuse of such u large number of
filures in that time, but the extraordinary differ-
ee iu the gross lisbilities shows that whilo
ere wre still o lapge number of failures
wutinually oceurring it is maluly the small mer-
caauts and traders who have been unsble to compete
with the men who controlled more capital. Most of
tue trades have passed throngh the trying ordeal of
