The subject has not been discussed among us and

i we have no iutcutlon of reducing the fares. We run

the roads to make money. It is purely a husiueHS
operation, and we certainly would not change our

ri(tca of fare for a fancy. If we were convmcod that
It was true, as the Hkbald thinks it is, that we
would make move money by doing so, wo would of
course reduce the fares, but wo ar; not.at least I

; can speak positively for myself. I certainly am

not convinced of any such thing. And as

lor the public being excited on the subject, there is
no reason for thinking that they are. All this talk

. in the newspapers is lucre newspaper talk and does
not at all represent the feelings of the people. The
people are satisfied with the rates of fare and there
is no reason why they should not be. It is, 1 believe,
the cheapest railroad service in the world."

"How about the Manhattan stock being controlled
by the Loan and Improvement Company?"
"That is all nonsense, too. There is not tlie

slightest reason for supposing that auy of the stockholdersdesire to act in any way inimical to Mr.
fields' interests. They would be acting against
their own interests to do so, for his interests arc the
same as theirs. And so far as injuring his position
In the company goes, it is uu impossibility. They
cannot injure thai. He owns his stock and they
can't take it away from him.

ail tliat the Herald has said in relation to the matter,biuiply that by the control which Mr. Garrison
and his melius hold they can exclude Mr. field from
the directorship if they choose. It is certainly possiblefor them to do so."
"Oh, possible!" said Mr. Navarro, a little impatiently."This house may be struck by lightning,

but you wouldn't act on the supposition that it wus
going to be. Mr. Field's interests are the same us
ours, and he is n man who understands the subject
of the management of s'uch business. He is a practicalman and h s l:ail experience, and there is no
reason why we should want to oxclude him. What
reason could there be? 1 can't imagiue any contingencythat would arise to bring about any kind
of u row. We all have the same interests."

OF VIOLENCE.THE FORCE TO BE PAID OFF
TO-DAY AM) DISCHARGED.

went from the Stevens House last night to the lieudubartersof the road, on lteiil avenue, with tho
\ money to pay all the laborers the past week's wages
to-morrow morning. lie was accompanied by well
armed policemen and was fully equipped to rcsiststtack.He had spent the day in the hotel as.
sisted by the clerks of the company in making ont
and arranging the accounts, and it was almost dark
before these were completed. Home of tho inen employedas laborers on the works wanted to be paid
off last niglit, but others made trouble, as they had
done tho previous week, demanding double
the pay the management was willing to give
them. Mr. Brutf, seeing that a serious dis-
tnrbance was threatened, refused to pay
auy of tbem, and dismissed the crowd until Mondaymorning. To meet the eiaorgoney, he wont over

lust night, carrying with him tlio funds, and under
protection against any "flrebranda" that may be
among the men. for inoro than a week past rumors
liave boon tlouliug around in Brooklyn that
emissaries iroui t!ie Kings County company
bad succeeded in getting a iargs gathering of
their friends engaged oh Mr, lit till s road, tor the
purpose of interfering with tho men regularly employeI there and demoralizing thorn as much na

possible. The tlrst instruction given these disturbers,It was said, were to prejudice tlicin against
tiie llruff road and point out to thuui the
easiest method of getting all the other

For several days the employes in a tobacco factoryin Jersey City have complained ot a disease tho

symptoms of which have baffled the skill of several
physicians who were called in to attend the individual,cases. On Saturday last tho disease manifesteditself in a particularly radical form, prostrating
no less than thirty-ffve of tho girls engaged
in the stripping department. In every instance
the sickness produced a pain iu the side, unconsciousness,delirium, intense spasms of the intestinesand an extraordinary alternate hardness and
relaxation ot the bowels. Tlio sufferers one after
another tell to the floor, and were carried into
the main hull of tho building, whore they
were placed on stretchers. Tho most viruleut
manifestations of the disease wore iu the
eases of Annie Lynn, of Houdcraon street,
and Tcssie Lynch, of Kocond street. City l'hysician
Keating visited Annie Lynn on Haturday ovcning
aud found her screaming with agony. Hlic had
made several attempts to throw herself out of the
wiudow, anil It required the combined strength
of her mother and three brothers to keep
ner in her nod. .Shu complained of
extreme pain in her bowels, and bar frame was horriblycontorted while in the paroxysms of her agony,
ller pulse was regular. Tessie Lynch evinced the
same symptoms, with the dtticrence that her pulse
was abnormal and evidenced a high feverish temperament.Mary Hoary, of first street, was probablythe most serious esse, and Iter present condition
is regarded by the physicians as dangerous.
The cause of the disease has not been ascertained,

although aeton doctors have examined the different
sufferers. City Physician Keating yesterday had a
consultation with Dr. Watson um to the probable
cause or origin of the sickness, but neither physlIciati could diagnose any of the cases to his satis!faction, and they resolved to farther investigate the

The capitals of this apparently innocent
advertisement are printed with unusually emphatic
prominence, and u little study of this pheuoiuenon
reveals the unexpected fact that the tobacconist's
prospectus is really an electioneering placard put
forward by the social-democrats. If the capiluls ere

put together it will be seen that they spell the
ominous name ot Hascnclcver. the social-democratic
candidate, who has been coiuniendod iu this unusualmanner to tl.e voters of Brcslau.
Kossuth lias written a long and interesting letter

to the Hungarian papers concerning the reconstructionol szeg< din. He drsws attention to the vast
uudertskiug of rebuilding a town lor HO,DUO inhabitants,witb all the modern appliances which will be
necessary iu order to ennao.c It to assume thu importancewhich it once held.

A ST. PETERSBURG MURDER

AN ARISTOCRATIC LADS MUUDKBED IN HER

BOOM.ARREST OF A MEMBER OF THE BUSMANNOBIEITY.

The Russian newspapers give the following particularsof a murder which ia causing great excitementIn St. Petersburg:.On the 10th of June a

bricklayer, in ascending a ladder to mend the roof of

a house in the Grodmenaki street, perceived through
the window on the second story a woman lying
stretched on the floor. He paid no particular
attention to the spectacle at the time, but on de
seceding the ladder several hours aiterward he observed,to his surprise, that the figure had
not moved since the morning. He thereupon mentionedthe matter to the dvornik, who, ascending
the ladder and finding the bricklayer's statement
correct, sent off at once to the nearest police station.
The police inspoctor soon arrived, and after satisfyinghimself also that the woman was still lying on

the floor ho gave orders for the door of the lodging
to be broken open. This was done by the assembled
dvorniks, and it was tnen discovered that Mine.
Vlasoff, the occupier of the apartments, had been
cruelly murdered in tho drawing room, and her
servant, Alexandra Somened, done to death in
the kitchen, I'rom the position of the bodies
the police inspector drew the inference that
the servaut had been rendered insensible first
by a heavy blow from behiud, and that, after tho
murder ol' the mistress in the drawing room had
been accomplished, the assassin had returned to the
kitchen and finished his work with a hatchet. After
this he had apparently ransacked the house, carrying
off with him tho most valuable portable property
and rejecting a bundle of government bonds that
could not have been realized without danger of detection.Ho thou carefully locked the door with two
keys and descended into the street without excitingthe attention of the dvorniks. At first
it seemed as though the crime was so involved in
myBtery that it would be impossible lor the
police to luy their hands upon the criminal, but an

investigation the next day threw important light
upon the matter and ultimately leu to the apprehensionof the supposed murderer.

AN ARISTOCRAT INCRIMINATED.
It seems that on the Uth of Juno, the day, from

various indications inside the lodgings, the murder
is supposed to have taken place, the landlord noticed
at nine o'clock an officer dressed in the uniform of
tho Imperial Guards enter the dwelling of the victim.
Who is that?" he demanded of the dvornik. The

latter replied that he was a frequent visitor ut the
house, and that the servant of Mrne. Vlasoff
had told him that his name was Lieutenant Landsberg,an officer in the Imperial Guards. This in-
formation was connrineu by the uvoruik, wlu> expressedhis belief that Luudsberg was tbo last to
enter the lodgings on the night of the murder. The
attention of the secret police was thereupon directed
toward the guardsman. Inquiries extending over
aevcrul days elicited that the morning after the murderthe officer demanded leave of his colonel to pay
a visit to his estates at Khavli, in the province of
Grodno, and on the latter's asking what was the matterwith his right hand, which was suspended in
a sling, the lieuteuaut replied that he had accidentallyinjured it with his sword. Throughout the
whole journey to Sbavh Landsberg, usually gay and
talkative, was taciturn and sullen, and ate nothing
the whole way. Four days after his arrival home he
telegraphed for an extension of his leave, and paid a
visit to some friends at Ponevig, near General Todlehen'sestates. On the 17th inst., lie set out for St.
Petersburg. Detectives, who were already on his
track, kept him in sight. At six o'clock iu the eveningthe traiu drew up at Tsarskoe Solo station, whore
a surprise awaited him. On the platform
wore gatherod, in obedience to tho arrangementsof General Zourotf, Mr. Sabouroff, tho St.
Petersburg Procureur; Mr. Uutcliinsky, tho Public
Prosecutor; Prince Kildesheff, the commander of tha
Kngiueer Guards, and tho udjutaut of the Tsarskoe
Selo camp, Mr. Kazulacff, besides Putilin, the bead
of the secret criminal police, and Shodiovsky, his assistant.On slighting from the carriage to proceed
to the camp the lieutenant encountered the gaze of
his commander, whom he saluted. Tho latter took
no notice of the deference pai l him. but exclaimed
in a loud voice:."LieuteuHiit Landsberg, you are
arrested. Follow Adjutant ltazuiaeff to the waiting
rooui." The lieutenant turuel pale, but followedthe adjutant without uttering a word.
The Prince and the ofllcials came close behindhim. As soon as tbey were all inside tho
wuitlug room Landsberg was searched, and spots of
blood were found upon his linen. Upward of four
hundred rublos were also found inside his purso,
together with some gold imperials said to bo recognizedas the property of Mme. Vlasoif. The same

night tho prisoner, who refused to acknowledge his
guilt, was removed to tho House of Detention at St.
Petersburg, where he now remains. An examination
of his lodgings is officially announced to have disclosed"careful endeavors to conceal the traces of
ome deed connected with the shedding of blood,"
and by the majority of tho St. Petersburg papers
Landsberg's guilt is spoken of as being beyond
doubt und established. The sensation occasioned
by tho intelligence is described as being intense, the
victim as well as the murderer moving in the best
circles in St. Petersburg society.

RUSSIAN GOSSIP.

ATTEMPT MADE BY MUILI.ST8 TO SECURE SOLOVIEFr'sBODY.CURIOUS FACTS.LOYALTY

THE WHIlE CZAll IX TURKESTAN.
St. PKTKEsncBO, June 23, 1879.

Immediately after the execution of HolovictT tlie
body was taken by soldiers to be interred on one of
the many Islands on the opposite side of St. Petersbuigproper, formed by tbo Neva and its branches
as It debouches into the Gulf of Finland. The island
in question is called Oolodai, is mostly covered with
water in the spring and autumn, and, of course, is
fozen over in winter, and in summer is partly covered
with water. The crowd who follow ed the Soldiers with
the body were not allowed to go on to the islaua, but
they looked ou from the adjacent sites. A pit was

dug, as if the corpse were to be interred in thst
place. The body was, however, not placod in it, but
was covertly removed to another pit that had been
previously prepared. In this tlie body was placed
and the ground was covered up so neatly that an

officer who was present could scarcely identify the
exact place of Interment.

AlTltMl'TlNO to TAKE THE BODY.

In the afternoon or tile same day tour young men

went over to the inland in a boat, landed, found the
spot where the body had been buried, disinterred it
and proceeded to take it toward their boat. They
were, however, noticed by tlio forema of
aome laborers who were working not far
ofT, and thiuking tho body that these young
men were carrying might bo the corpse of the personwho had been executed tbut mormug, started in
pursuit. The voting men thereupon dropped tho
body to make their own escape. '1 he workmen, not
knowing at Hist whether to secure tho body or the
young men, thought it would bo easier to secure the
dead body than the active young men, and accnrdIiugly did i-o. What to do witli tho corpse was the
next question? They derided to take it to the nearest
police station, four to Ave versts distant. The
proper authorities were then communiented with
and the corpso was taken hack to bo reluterrod. A
watchman lias siuee thou boon stationed there night
and day near the grave. None of the young men
have been discovered. The above is told by ono of
the Ministers of state.

LOYALTY To THE CZATt IN TrSKXSTAN.
The (John of June lit relates the fallowing incident

that occurred 111 the province of Kuldja (011 tho bor|dors of Turkestan) us a proof of the loyalty and doIvotlon of the native inhabitants in Turkestan:.
"When the new:, was received there of tho dastardly
attempt on tho life of tho Kraporor a religious sor|vice was held which was largely attended by the
native llungans and Taraiichl. At the conclusion of
tho service some of tho chief natives questioned
Colonel Wartlnann, the Russian commander at
Kuldja, in reference to tho attempt, and ho related to
them the particulars ho had received by telegram.
Thou said tho notables:.-Why does.the white Czar
live in St. Petersburg if there are such bad people
there? Let him come to us. Wo will not allow htm
to he insulted, and are all ready to aacrittce our
lives lor htm.'"
