These two, the
evungelist depicte as wending their way through the
city gates, climbing the path together over thealopes
nbout Jerusalom and making for the guist village in

the uplnnds, Christ’'s p may be found as
nesr amid the mountainge snd lharvest flelds,
the vari 1 ¥ of rural , walloy and plain
brook and lske a8 in & metropolitan

temple, UClrist, the mysterious stranger, cuu join
Himself to their company, and move up and down
with them through tle landscape, a8 He aid in the
duys of His flesh. The eternal hum ot the city is not
without its melody; but the silence of the country
is & perpetual bymn of praise. The winds murmur-
ang through the trees miake our hcarts Hutter, and
the softer volee of the rill from the eleft rock

soothes us, bucause they soothed Him. A thousand
warblers fu the bush, the screnming hawk and the
aerry lark lift s up to Christ, beosuse His ear
drank iu their music. The noise of stream and tree
leaf aud breeze woven into a dirge-like chant, which

binds the soul in all the pathos of n duy dream—
#such influences telt on the spirits of these two sad
pedestrians when Jesus, in another form, drew near

TRICKS OF THE COAL TRADE.

HOW THE CONSUMEE I8 CHEATED BY THE
DEALFR—A HSTANDARD OF MEASUREMENT
WHICH 18 MOBE BELIABLE THAN THE DEAL-
ER'S BOALES.

In no i h of d industry is
compotition so iutense a8 in the coal trade, und, as &'
nutural conseqnence, in none ure the dealer's profity
unier more careful supervision, If he handles & ton
of coal to the best advantsge he considers himself
Iucky to make fi{ty couts by the transsction. Mpan-
while an old customer calls at his office und demands s
reduction of his prices. “Impossible," says the dealer;
“my books will show you that tho origiual cost of my
coal, the expenses of {reight, hoisting at the whart,
ourtage and screening, togother with the percentage
of waste, lesve me the scantiest interest on my ount-
lay. If1forego this 1 may as woll retire from busi-
ness,” *But," persists the cnstomer, “Jones, at the
corner of the street, hus offered me a much cheapor
price,”’ and, though the desler would argue for an
hour, he knows that he has lost his customer. He
conkoles himself with the refloction thut there ave
only two possible ways by which Jones, at the cor-
ner of the strect, can undersell him. Jomes either
swindles the wholesale dealer or he swindles the cus-
tomer. The wholessle dealer is presuined to know
tiis business and may take care of himsslf, The cus-
tomer is peculiarly defenceless,

AT TIE SOALES,

Every day in the week hundreds of coal carts
dump their contents in New York cellars, sud these
carts are wholly incapuble of holding the ton for
which the consumer has palid. He suspects there is
something wrong. He proposes to have the loads
weighed, He finds that the driver objects strenu-
ously, even though the householder offers to
pense him for his lost time. His only available
weighing place is oune of the three or four publio
balances provided by the city, or the balsnce of a
dealer in rivalry with the merchant of whom he has
been purchasing. In either case he pays for the
privilege, and, though he proves his suspicions

Our preseat tonnage aflout receives but slight ot-
tention, except that be wonld recommend the re.
moval of all unnecessary burdeus upon it. He,
bowever, indulges in the belief that, so long as troes
grow and winds blow, we shall huve salling ships-
I take it, bowever, that it there Is not o betier wode
ot rellef thon that suggested by him thut our shiare
of the ccean tounage of the world will be small
My judgimaent is that if our government shonld
enter upon this $25 & mile arrangement that tho
effect would be to build up some private componics
sud seatter confusion in the whole shipowniny sys®
tew of our country,

Take what we now bave of ocean commerce, the
situation of it now I8 that in thoss communitics
that grow up in the shipowning and shipbullding
busivess the struggle s still kept up to retaina
shurs 1n the ocean carrying trade; but it is pateut to
all thut their efforts become feecbler year atter yeuar,
snd uutil their first and greatest waot is met and
provided for by our government the struggle will
go on with less and less vitality.

The want bere referred to is that the shipowning
communities of this country should be placed by its
government upon & footlug of equality with the
shipowneras of other countries. An sct o placing
our shipowners must not fail to be applicable to all
enguged in shipownlopg—whoether steain or sail, The
growth of suy bravch of trade must spring from the
profits of its small beginnings.

Yhis shippiug iuterest is now brought fuce to face
with o stute of things which never bulore existed.
Bteamslips and irou sailing ships are the latest and
most improved Ireight carriers of the world. The
freight steasmer 18 built cheaper eclsewhere than
here; the iron suiling ship is also more cheaply built
elsewbers than here. Tus species of freiglter com-
mauds the preference ut a lugher rate of freight
thon vessels built of wood in most of the world's sea-
ports. The misfortune of our case {8 1hht we have
ullowed our shipowaers to rést noder such disavili-
ties that successiul competition with foreign ship-
owners during all the pust lwnnt{ng&nu has Leen
impossible, nud thersiore we thut, a8 we
haove gradually weakened in our competition on the
various ocean routes, our been  sup-
plind by the foreiguer, uniil to-day, when wo wake
up to s realization of our situstion aud begin to cast
sbout for u rewedy, that whicl we seek is not casily
found, The great, free vcean wants certuiuly a given
amount of 1re gut carrying eapacity, The present
situation s that we have more than enough ot it
now aftoat, Woat is best to be doue? Snall we, by
wriificinl  means, enter Tupon the work of
making property o shigs when there 1w
such s abupdapce of it mow | upon
the ocean that it yields mno profit to
ita possessors? I submit, would it not be far more-
seusible to allow our eitizeos who wish to en-
gage in the shipowning business to go out with
the people of other nations Into the great market,
upd purchase a share in this supstabundant tonnage
now alloat, instesd of tuking our owu people to raise
sums of money to cnsble shipowners to enter upon
the work of credting an arucle for use upon the
ocedn that there is no present need for? An American
