AN AMERICAN CONSUL IN DANGER.

Loxpox, August 1, 1879,

The ex-Khedive of Egypt, who since his abdi-
cation has been stoying st Naples, will lenve
that city next week for Rhodes, where he will
in future reside.

The French Minister of War sunounced in the
Benate yesterdny that on account of the stute of
the srops 40,000 men would be furloughed at
the end of August.

It is said that Osman Pacha has been ap-

ted commander-in-chief of the army of ob-
ryation on the Greek froutier, which will
unber 84,000 men.
| The Times' desputch from Vienna announces
1 the Bultan has offered Khnireddin Pacha,
he ex-Vizier, the Ambassadorship to Paris,
twhich the latter has refused.

Gerhard Rohls, who is in charge of the expedi-
tion sent out by the German African Exploring
Bociety, haa r idered his determination to
resign the command of the enterprise.

The Odessa Chamber of Commerce is said to
munifest much concern at the extes fueilities al-
forded to the United Stutes for exporting wheat
by the deepening of the mouth of the Missis-
sippi.

The Marquis of Salisbury told the House of
Lords thut the last Russisn soldier has left
Eastern Roumelia, aud Russis has formally de-
clared that there are ouly three cavalry regi
ments left in Bulguria,

Intelligeuce received in Berlin from St. Peters.
burg anuounces that about one hundred persons
were urrested last Sunduy ou the estate of the
Grand Duke Constantine, brother of the Crar,
ot Parlosk, near St. Petersburg.

The British and French ambassadors to Tur-
key bave demunded that the firman of investi-
ture of Tewflk Pacha as Khedive of Egypt shall
be submitted to ull the grest Powers, so that it
msy have an international character.

The French Sensto hus referred the bill for
ruzing the Tuileries not to a new committes,
but to one appointed sowe time ago to consider
the question of reconstructing that building.
This gomumnittes will probubly not report before
next session,

Official returns show that Englund lost twenty
oficers and four hundred men of cholers and
other diseases on the return march from the
Afghan campaoign.  Ounly about one hundred
men were killed in action on the British side
during the war.

A Berlin despatch to the Daily News says that
the Khingese owing allegiunce to China have
made a fresh mid on the Russian district of
Berghinpol. The Cossacks pursued them twenty
miles beyond the frontier, took fourteen prison-
ers and reeaptured the booty.

AN AMERICAN CONSUL THREATENED,

The London Globe of yesterdsy afterncon
says:—"“A letter was Intely received hy Mr.
Horatio J. Sprague, the United States Consnl at
Gibraltor, demanding that the sum of $3,000
be deposited in o certain spot, on pain of the |
death of himself and his fumily in the event of
his refussl. The Spunish authorities investi-
goted the mutter and arrested fourteen persons
on suspicion. Mr. Sprague has sinee received a
letter containing still more anducious threats.”

GERMANY AND THE VATICAX.

The German Kulturkampf may be said to be
finally ended. A despsteh from Rome to the
Pall Mull Gaselle says:—"Tho final decision of
the Germon government on the religions ques-
tions at issue with the Vatican has been com-
muuvieated to the Intter. It is us follows:—*All
of the exiled olergy who nsk permission will be
fillowed to return to Germany. The May Laws
will be tacitly suspended, provided the elergy
obey the common luw, and all fresh nomina-
tions are to be submitted to the government.'
The Pope is satisficd with these terms,”

- FRANCE AND THE CLERICATS.

The Extreme Left in the French Chamber of
Deputies abatained on Wednesday from voting
when the estunate for the salaries of the bishops
wns submitted. As leas than half of the Cham-
ber voted the vote was invalid. The extrem-
ists, it wus thought, would repeat the smme
course yesterday. The object of delay is to co-
cree the Senate into passing the anti-Jesuit
clanse of M. Ferry's Education bill under pain
of secing the coclesinsticsl salarics stopped. A
despateh from Versailles yesterday announoces
that the Chamber hus adopted the recommenda-
tious of the committee to reduce tho stipends of
the bishops and srehbishops and to increase the
stipends of the minor elergy. A further de-
spateh saya that the Benntorial Committes on
the Ferry bill, after rejeeting theseventh elause,
voted against the whole bill.  Both houses will
be prorogued on the 1st of August,

THE ZULU WAR EXPENSES,

The English government propose to ask n
vote of £3,000,000 ($15,000,000) on account
of the expenses of the Zulu war. The Chancel
lor of the Exchequer stated yesterday in the
House of Commons that this sum, nlthough it
might not be suficient, would st oll events suf-
floe for the cxpenses until the next session of
Purlisment. The new eredit thus nsked for will
mise the expenditure for the Zulu war to
24,600,000 ($22,500,000). The Choncellop
of the Exchequer stuted tbot the new ovedit
would transform the surplus estimated at the
introduction of the budget into a deficit of
£1,163,000 (#5,815,000), e said the gov-
ermment hopes to recover this sum from the
Bouth Africwn colonies, and would ask author-
ity to raise the remuinder by excheguer bonds,

THE ENGLISH ELECTIONS,

Referring to the question of a dissolution of
Zurlinment the London correspondent of the
Manchester Guardion  says:—“Some  consery-
ative members of the House of Com-
mons, who are about to  tuke long
Journeys, have been assured that  they
need not fear a general clection during the ane
tumn or winter. Mr. Johu Gilbert Talbot, Pur-
liamentury Seoretary to the Board of Trade,
speaking st Greenwich last hight, swid he was
fu vo position to state when a dissolution of
Parlisment would take place, but he personally
thonght the Inter it should oconr the better,”

EXGLAND AND MOROCCO,
The Patis corvespoudent of tho TWmes tele-

graphs the following from the Mowilewr:—
“Englsud has for a year been helping the Sul-
tan  of Movoceo to  prepare  for & con-
fliet with Spain, as the latter hankers
for the aunnesation of the former's fer-
ritory. English officers have heen driding
troops and English engineers fortifying Tangier.
England fears that the eonquest by Spuin of
Moroceo would prejudice Gibraltar.” This state-
ment is regarded as nnrelinble. .

CHAMBORD'S' MAN IF‘ESTO.

THE COUNT RETURNS THANKS AND EXPLAINS
HIS POSITION, MIS MISSION AND HIS DUTY,
DESIRE AND ABILTTY TO SAVE FRANCE.

Paws, July 31, 1879.
The Comte de Chambord Lhus written to the
Murquis de Foresta ut Marscilles, expressing
thanks for the manifestutions in his favor on
the occasion of the Eeast of 8t. Henry. In the
letter, which Is a kind of wanifesto, the Comte
de Chambord refutes the charge of
voluntarily declining to avail bimself of
a former vemnarkable opportunity of ns-
cending the throme. He reserves for the
future the tusk of casting full light upon the
ovents of 1873, and adds that a return to the
traditional monarchy harmonized with the aspi-
rations of the majority. The workman, the
artisan and the laboerer looked forward to the
peaceable enjoyment of life and industry under
the paternal authority of the head of the family
whose gentle sway had been kuown to so many
generations, The eountry expected o king, but
political intrigues lLad determined that the
country should have a mayor of the palace.

“If, in the presence of attentive Enrope snd on

the morrow of indescribable disasters 1 showed u

greater eare for my royal dignity and the

grandeur of my mission, it was in order that L

might remain fuithiul to my onth never to be-

come king ol a fuction or a party. I will not
submit to the guardianship of men of factions,

Dbut shall not ceuse to uppeal to all honest men

for sapport. Arvmed with this force and with

the grace of God I cun save France, It ismy
duty snd wy desire to do so.”

PERFORMANCES OF THE WINNER

Loxpox, July 31, 1879.

The many charms and exceptional attractions
of Goodwood are seen at their best on “Cup
Day,” proyided all is ns desired in regard to
weather. Buch, however, was nnfortuuately not
the case this morning, and the attendance wus
smaller than usual on the most important day
of this enjoyable meeting. It rained beavily in
the carlier hours, and when the down-
pour had ceased it continued clondy and
threatening until long wfter the people
had left the railwuy station at Chichester. The
clouds broke after the racing had commenced.
and the long wished for sun shone on purk and
lawn, but the wceustomed brilliant scene of
lovely toilets was wanting. The ladies were
present in large numbers, but over riech dresses
they wore the protecting ulster, which gave
baleony, stand and lawn s rather subdued ap-
pearance, for which the bad bebavior of the
elements is alone responsible.

THE “CUP" BTARTERS.

Though the racing card contained many items
the sensation of the occasion was the Goodwood
Cup, a weight for age ruce of two miles und p
half, with allowances for horses foaled in for-
eign countries and penalties for winnings, Al-
ways a great event, it asssumed vastly more
promivenceé to-day from the fact that in the
field of starters there was the American rep-

resentative, Parole, whose presence gave
the event an international  charncter.
There were fifteen nominations, but the

number received such & sifting that ouly six
took part in the contest. Mr. F. Gretton's bay
colt Isonomy, 4 years, with 129 lbs., had many
admirers in the paddock. After his defest in
the Newmarket Handicap by Parole Mr. Giretton
had greatly wished that Isonomy "should aguin
meet the American. His challenge to matceh
the horses, weight for age, for £35,000, same
distance a8 the Newmarket Handicap,
was declined by Mr. Lorillard. Isonomy
subsequently astonished everybody by win-
ning the Gold Vase and Gold Cup at Ascot.
The latter vietory added 7 ibs. to Isonomy's
weight for the present contest. When FParole
defeated Isonomy at Newmurket the former
received 8 Tha, whercas to-day he conowded the
American 13 1bs., as the allowances for heing
foaled in a foreign country and a gelding
pluced Parole’s weight at 116 1bs.  Under these
circumstances it looked before the race ruther
doubtiul for Isenomy, but then his improve-
ment since spring had been marked, while his
backers knew he possessed stamina of the high-
est order. Parele had many obsery-
ors, and  among the large number
of Americans present he was much faneied and
thought to be trained to the hour for the enguge-
ment. Others considered him too fine for the
work in hand, sod mauny of the professional
turfinen went so far as to say that he would not
be placed, or, in other words, would not finish
cither first, sccond or third. Lord Roscbery’s
brown horss Touchet, 5 years old, with 126
1bs., had many supporters, as he was thought
to be sble to stay fairly, His giv-
-111‘ Lord Dupplin’s  chestnut  gelding
Reefer, 4 years old, 27 lbs, aod running
bim to & length for the Chester Cup was re-
membered as a really good performance, and it
was thought with ouly 7 Ibs. dividing them
to-dny Touchet should be able to reverse posi-
tions.
