A WATCHMAN'S FOOLllAUDINESS.

TERROR-STRICKEN GUE :TS.

Disorder and Confusion Followingthe First Alarm.

Owing to ttie lateness of the hour at which the

particulars of the conflagration at Locust Grove

were obtained on Friday night tho account publishedin yesterday's Hkumjj was necessarily meagreand incomplete. Nothing remained at midnightof Guntlicr'a Hotel and Pavilion but

Leapt) of smouldering embers, and it was known
that Joseph W. Pierce, the general manager of tbo

caravansary, had perished 111 the flames. Ituinors

that aeveral persons were missing gained ground,
but as there was no apparatus at hand for extinguishlugthe fire no soareh was attempted till the dawn of

yesterday, when the flames had almost entirely subsidedand the work ot destruction was complete.
Then began a search wblcli resulted 111 the shockingdiscovery that besides Wereo three other
human beings had fallen victims to the devouring
element. These wore Catharine Hatter and Mary
Louisa Crane, chambermaids, and William Schuhardt,the watchman. Three of the bodies were

burned tea crisp, while the fourth, that of old Catharinelt&fter, was consumed to clmlurs, nothing remainingwhereby the body could be traced
but a portion of the vortibral column and
a few small fragments of charrod bones. Tho
thousands who itockcd to the scene from
this city, Brooklyn and Coney Island duriug
the day from curiosity turned away from tho revoltingspectacle. All that remained of the unfortunatevictims was deposited on boards in a small
frame building which hail been used as tho servants'laundry, and guard was kept over the remainsby Officer Scott. The windows of the little
structure were besieged by tho curious crowds with
such persistence that it was found necessary to

place an additional officer on guard.

Andrew William Schuhardt, tho watchmen of the
hotel, shared the fault of many of his fellow employes,who are too commouly deaf to admonition,
lie was repeatedly warned to bo careful in tho oil

douce cost him hit* life. It appears that about halfpastseven o'clock on Friday evening John Coatine
anil James Marion, who are employed by Mr. Whipple
t the Bath l'ark Hotel, went to Schuliardt to borrowsome kerosene. The watchman proceeded with
them to the oil room, taking in his hand a lighted
lamp. Holding this near the young men as he
watched them pour the oil from ono can into another,the vapor of the kerosene ignited and envelopedCostiue in a sheet of flame. Ho rushed from
the room, and Mr. (iuntlier, who was sitting outside
at a corner of the hotel, cried out, "Boll in tho grass 1
Roll In tho grass!" But the bewildered man ran

headlong to the shore and plunged into the water.
He was rescued by some of his friends who were in
tho vicinity and taken to tho Bath Park Hotel, where
medical aid was summoned. He is badly burned on

the chust and the extremities, but wiil recover.
His companion Marion escaped uninlured, and
Schuliardt, seeing the flames spread in the
oilroom, ran out. Hemeuibcring that ho had
two valuable riilea in the shooting alley,
however, he went in and picked them
up, h:inding tliem to a bootblack named "sihino" as ho
same out. Ho then returned to the bifilding to save

iome of his other effects in his room up stairs, and
that was tho last seen of him. Meanwhile Mr.
uuntlicr rushed hither and thither, giving the alarm
to his guests. Ho gave the buildings up for lost
when lie saw the flames bursting lrom the oil room.

His tirst iiuDulse was to remove a keg of powder
which he kept in a room with his Ashing tackle and
the appurtenances of his steam yacht. This allusion
to the teg startled his hearers, but he treated the
matter lightlv. "I escaped." said he, "with what
clothes you now see on me. The guests rushed out
wildly and made their escape to the hotels at
Hath or Coney Island, in whatever raiment they
chanced to have when they were warned. Only Mr.
Ouuther'a presence of mind and wonderful coolnessin getting out the guests and preventing the
return of those who were anxious to save their
eliects, prevented a still greater catastrophe. That
this was a dithcult task may easily be seen.
A gentleman who passed out of the hotel by
the trout entrance endeavored to return to save his
trunk, which, he said, contained *2,000 in valuables.
Finding he would not be permitted to enter be cried
out lustily to the crowd that he would give $500 to
any one who would rush into the building and save
the trunk. His offer, however, was not accepted.

"I was sitting with Tom Williams, the clerk, at
a table in the basement of the hotel,' said Mr.
Heuueasey, the mauagcr of the tyvilion, "when
1 saw the flush from the oil room. I immediately

get out of here; this hotel 1m gone; let dm save what
we can.' We went to our rooms, snatched up u lew
things, ami ran lor our lives. On my way 1
passed Pierce, Who was a very large, fat
uiui, on his way to his room to save
some valuables. I culled to liim for God's sake lo
come with us and not go hack, but lie would uot
heed me, and that was the lust of him. Ilia room
was No. 44 on the upper floor of the Pavilion. When
Williams und 1 got out iu the hall we found ourselvescut oft from the onlv stairway and rushed out
ou the roof. We made our escape by sliding dowu a

pipe."
This statement explains the loss of life, the only

avenue of escape.the stairway to the main building.havingbeen cut oil'. The two chambermaids
who were lost occupied room No. 54, and iu this
they were engaged packing up some things for flight
when they were overtaken by the flames. Hehiihardt
perished in a similar manner while in his room.

TIIK WAT Kit StI'l'LT CUT OK*.
The water by which the buildings, steamboats

at the dock ami locomotives 011 the railroad were
supplied was pumped trout a well about tiiirty feet
deep into a tuuk capable ot holding Il,5o0
gallons. Three email engines are employed
iu this work, ami the water is conveyed
throngii a galvanized iron pipe two and
a halt inches in diameter. About two hundred and
tllty feet of lioso were on baud for any emergency,
but it happened iu this case that arenas to Hie hose
and the pipe was cut o1T by the Are. Tito dock,
which is "no feet iu length, was saved by cutting
away the plaukiug at the end near the pavilion so us
to isolate it.

Mr. Uunther estimates his bftis at 150,000. 'J'ho
buildings were insured, chiefly in theLondon, Liverpooland Globe Company, lor $110,000. The
hotel pavilion contained about sixty rooms
tud from sevcuty-flvo to eighty guests. The
bold proper was erected iu 1 -C.J as a
brivatc residence by Jlr. Ounther. It was
liter ward leased as a French boar ling house, and
our years ago the pavilion was added. Tlia hotel
was four stories iu Height, 50 feet square, ami the
pavilion was (OlliiKI leut. The wing which connected
Ihe hold with the pavilion was 10 teftt iu length.

of the chambermaid, Crane, wan the only
uno to which the skull adhered. The woman
ltaftnr was consumed to cinders, which

* were deposited In a bucket. The only possible way
in wbicu the body of Miss Crane could tie identified
from that of kliss Hatter was by steel corset bauds
found on the lormer. behuhardt was consumed to
a crisp, the head, lug* nod arms being eaten away.
Mr. John Walker, the lessee of the hotel and

pavilion, remained at' the scene of the lire throughoutthe greater portion of the day. lie whs deeply
sympathised with by thu residents of the neighbor-

hood on account of the reverse fortune which
he has sutlered in the destruction of i»

prosperous business, besides a not iucousidersble
loss oi property. At the request of a Huuld reporterMr. Walker made the following statement in
regard to the calamity:.
"i leased the hotel and pavilion from Mr. Ouuthnr

for one year, commencing on the 1st ot May lust, the
consideration being $3,Sou. Mr. Guuther hail already
received from me $1,300 iu\uouey. I hud expended
j-iMi in turuituru, bedding and bod linen, which
Mr. (iuuther had agreed to reimburse me at the close
ot the year. Vesterduy 1 had in the house about one

hundred aud sixteen persons. During the day a

man. hailing from Colorado, came down from New
York in one of the boats, and after a while got so

much under the iutlueuce of liquor that 1 had to put

and on condition that he would jjo to bod I
liail promised to wake him up in the evening and
drive to Coney laluml with hint. When 1 saw the
light from the front of the pavilion. 1 at rtrst thought
it was caused by some grease or something else burningin the kitchen. A moment afterward I
got the smell of wood buruiug and then
1 knew that the plaeu was on Are. Hushing
at once to the room where I had put the Colorado
man to bed, 1 did all 1 could to induce him to get up
uud save himself, telling him the place was on tile.
It was no use, he would not stir; so I had to lift him
on my shoulders, carry him out of tlio room uud
literally throw him down stairs to tlio ground door,

Everything was in the utmost contusion then,

men and women, half crazed with terror, rushing in
all directions to their rooms for the purpose of
saving their effects, lu the hallway I saw Pierce,
my general manager, and said to him, 'For
(rod's sake get out of this building;
it is all In flames.' The next dRirneut
I saw Mrs. Colonel Oimpel, of Brooklyn,
in the"hallway, where another guest, Mrs. Pasco, hail
almost completely blocked the passageway with her
trunks, which she was endeavoring to save. I ontreatedMrs. Oimpel to get out of the hallway with
her children. Then I threw Mrs. Pasco's trunks
right and left to make way for the guests In the
to got out, there being about eighty of them trying
to escape. One of Mrs. Pasco's trunks I threw clear
out of a window. She was quite angry at my
handling her baggage so roughly. By this timo
the flames had driven me out of thepavilion,and I rushed to my own rooms,
Noh. 1 and 3 in the main building, to look
after my family and effects. The moment I got into
my room, which was tilled with smoke so that I
could not see anything there, I called to my wife,
Fanny, for God's sake, are you here?' There was no
response. A moment afterward 1 saw that two of my
waiters, Martin aud Fitzgerald, bad dragged my wife
out of her room in a half suffocated condition.
When the alarm of tire was given she had gone into
her room to save some of her thiuga, and white iu
the act of doing this the smoke overx>owcrodher. But for the prompt action
of my two faithful men she would
in all probability have lost her life. My fonr childrenwere also saved. Having seen that my wife
was sate, I re-entered our room and tried to save
some of our effects, when the flames burst iu
011 mo and I was dragged from the room

by the sanio two waiters whom I have
mentioned. Mr. Hennessey, the manager of the
pavilion, and Mr. Williams, my bookkeeper, after
saving what they could in the pavilion, ran to their
rooms to got tlielr own things. They met Mr. Pierco
iu the hull and told him to get out and save his life.
Hennessey and Williams were then on the paviliou
floor, and to save their own lives had to come down
by the water pipe, the former cutting his Hand badly
as he did bo. We lost all wo had iu our rooms.
clothing, my wife's jewelry aud three notes for
$2,245, all were burned up. I should think the loss
on the personal effects in our rooms was not less
than (G.UUO. When the sate was opened this morningthe books and papers it contained wore found to
be all right.

FOOLHARDY SCHtrnARDT.
Schuhardt, my night watchman, came to me as he

was going into the oil room with a lamp, about halfpastseven o'clock, and my words to him wore,
"God damn you, don't you think of going Into
that oil room at such an nour as this
with a lamp; If you want anything get
it in the daylight. Mr. Hennessey, who was standingby, told him the same thing. Notwithstanding
our warnings, he took the lamp Into the room. The
oil room was situated at the extreme end of the
pavilion, and away from everything else, so that
with any sort of ordinary caution we considered it
perfectly safe. But Schuhardt was the most bull-

was ordered not to do ho would be sure to do. I
often thought there must have been something
wroug with his head, and 1 am of that opinion
still."
Here Mr. Hennessey, who was standing by, said:.

"I gave the man orders day after day not to go into
the oil room with a lighted lamp, and one night
when his lamps woro not filled I f< rbadu him going
into the oil room with a lamp to fill them. Kathor
than have him run such a risk the pavilion was not
iglitodup that niglit."

*I allowed Schuhardt," resumed Mr. Walker, "to
take charge of the billiard room and bowling alley,
that he might make all he could out ot them for
himself, together with his wages; and when the fire
broke out he rushed into the billiard room
to save his rifle guns that were there.
He picked up two of these, ran out and handed them
to the bootblaci for sale keeping, and then went
hack to secure some more of .his things. That was
the last seen ot him. The flames overpowered him,
and, poor follow, ho has paid the penalty
of his own carelessness and disobediouce of orders.
The two women who lost their lives were good
servants. They were both employed as chambermaids.and my wife and 1 had arranged to take them
to flaiufleld, N. J. with us at the close of
the season. I pain off my help yesterday, and when
Kate ltaftar got her wages she put the money In her
bosom, remarking that she was going to send it to
her sister in Indiana. I suppose the money was
burned with her.

FACILITIES FOB ytJENCHlXO FIRE.
"The house was abundantly supplied with water

from the large tank oouueeted with the railroad. In
addition to this supply, we had three pumps in the
kitchen and two outside. There was plenty of hose
in the house, but iast night we could not use
either it or the water, tor the lire drove the
help from the kitchen, surrounded the pumps and
the hose and the whole concern was burned to the
ground in a short time. The main building of
the house outside of the pavilion was sealed
and varnished, which caused it to ignite at
once I had all I could do to keep
the guests from going into the burning house to get
their effects, and one or two ladies became angry at
me for driving them away. Nearly all ot the guests
lost their entire baggage. My total lys
in personal property, including my wife's
wardrobe and jewelry and the hotel stores,
will amount to nearly $10,boo. I was
not insured. I always made it a point never to insuremy property in another man's house, so that
it could never be said that 1 had an interest in seeing
it burned down. It has been reported thut I used
gasoline in the building, but I can take my oath that
not a drop of gasoline was in the house while I occupiedit."
The scenes occurring among tlio terror-stricken

guests of the hotel when tli« Are first broke ou cannotbe adequately descrilied. Home were about sittingdown to supper, and ran from tho table leaving
their food untouched.

KAUIloW KSCAPF.S.
One ladv had just put her infant to bed, and wns

given barely time to snatcn it to her bosoiu and
hurry out of doors. Another young lady, who wns
in the act of retiring, liail taken off her dress. T he
tiauies were already at her door, and she fled in
terror from the burning pile, ami, running swiftly
toward the dock, half cru/.cd with tear, threw her
arms around the neck ol a young man and burst
into tears. As her head and shoulders were wituout
covering the gallant yonth, to whom she was
an entire stranger, lent her lus hat and a long
c<>at, and with these she proceeded to her
home in New York. The hat and coat
were returned to their owner iator in the evening.
Among tin guests who failed to save any of their
effects Wiii trie following .Mrs. Xaiuauski, of
lirooklyn, lost ull ot her baggage, including jewelryvalued at $2,000. Mr. Jacobs and family, of
New York, lost everything nud barely escaped with
their lives. Their loss is estimated at (2,000; .Mrs.
Livingston, of New York, saved nothing except tho
clothing she hail on; Mrs. Austin, of New York,
wax annually uuturtuualc. In the contusion ot
the 0101111.111 one of thix lady's trunks wan
taken out of the building, but when opened it wm
found not to be the one intended to lie secured, a- it
contained only a lew unimportant articled. Mich
Thompson, of New York, and Mr. Nteiugralfc and
family, of llrooklyn, alao lost the whole of tliulr
etleetH. Mr. Walker. the proprietor of tho
hotel, hue offered to defray the expedite of interring
the rumaiux of tho two women who wore burned to
death. TIm Htable, carriage house and iifty bathing
hoc sex were alao burned up. Tho dock, or long pier
where the New York and Newark boat* laud their
passengers, wax in danger, but wna xaved by tho
laborer*, who tore away all the Intervening woodworkand threw hucketx of water on tho pior. No
damage whatever wax done to the pier itself.

FOR A l1 IRK DF.PABI MKNT.
The fire at Locust Grove lias drawn attention to

tho fart that on Coney Island there are several
million dollars' worth of property comparatively unprotectedfrom the ravagus of fire except by individualarrangement* made by each property owner.

The absslicc of a regularly organized tiro department
on the island is deeply deplored and an effort
will now be made, by the hotel proprietors
principally, to obtain from the Fire Commissioner*
of llrooklyu, the establishment of an engine house
and a corps of llruniuu, with all uucosaary tijuip-
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incuts, the expenses of wlilcb, they My, they are

very willing to be assessed for. Yesterday afternoona reporter of the Umiald made -a tour of all
the large botela ou the ialaud for tho purpose of ascertainingwhut were tho preaeut appliances for the

suppression of tire. Tho lollowing statements are

the roault of the investigation:.
MANHATTAN UtACll UOXKL.

The Manhattan Death lintel haa upon ita grounds,
on the land immediately adjoining, a well of water,
connected with which are two of Knowles' pumps
that throw 1,250 gallons of water per uiiuute. This
outflow is torcod to a cistern that holds 18,000
gallons of water; this is forced by another pump
into three large iron tanks. The water troui these
tanks etui be thrown to the highest portion of tho
building. Hose, with the necessary taps attached,
are coiled ou every floor of the building
and can lie used at a moment's notice. Tue
pressure is considered to bo grcator than that of
a stream of Crotou water. Eire extinguishers are
placed ou every floor at a distance apart of about titty
ttuft. Tho nrnitcipl(ii>u nl thai hnhtl unv thn> tlu.v u*

tach luorc importance to their measures for preventinga fire than to the arrangements tor putting
one out. The building is under constant supervision.Two mon are employed in the cellarage
whose duty it is to watch tor tire; two men perform
a similar duty in the rear of the house, one man on
the piazza, two iu the grounds and two uiou patrol
the halls at night. The kitchen of the hotel
is said to bo the largest in the world, and all thu
ranges are set upou solid mason work. The best
preventive against tire is believed to be the erection
of the servants' hotel, about a quarter of a mile
away l'rom thu main buildings. The company has
recently erected this at a cost of $15,(KJ0, and there
4S2 of their male servants sleep. No smoking is
allowed within the wall ot this building. Every
light iu the cellars of the Manhattan lteach Hotel is
euclosed in glass; there is hot a naked light used on
any part ot the property. The insurance iuspuctors
visit the premises every fortnight and carefully examinethe gas works and all the lightiug and heuting
appliances. The Manhattan people say that everythingis done that human foresight can suggest to
prevent a tire tukiug place, but even if au outbreak
were to occur they bolievo it could be promptly and
easily suppressed.

LUUuilTON BI'.ACU HOTUh.
The water for the Brighton Beach Hotel is suppliedfrom the waterworks at Prospect Park, and

connected with the main pipe iu thu basemunt are
250 feet of four-inch hose. In addition to this tlieru
is a storage of water iu four immense cisterns iu
the rear grounds. The kitchens are hreproo!.the
ranges are on iron girders. There is also iu thu baseTmuit.il lurtm ti re 1111m n. eon nroteii witli which is
about a thousand toot of tour-inch hose coiled ready
tor iustaut use, aud which can bo connected so as to
])lay on the outside of the building at any moment.
Tlie pump has a pressure of 132 gallons per minute.
On the second floor there arc several coils (each of
lifty loet) of hose in every corridor and the wator
can bo turned on in a moment. A similar
arrangement is made oil the floor above. In additionto this there are twenty-five Are extinguishers
in the building, which are placed in the main hall,
the corridors and basements. The hotel is lighted
with gas and by electricity. No matches are used,
fiaeh gas burner lias its own electric apparatus.
There are no curtains in the bedroom windows, so
that there is no danger from that cause. The servantssleep in the basement, and smoking is strictly
prohibited. Two men are employed on each floor
all night to patrol and watch for any outbreak of tire.

vamjekvekr'8 hotel.
Mr. Vanderveer is au old Brooklyn "Are laddie,"

and served in the Volunteer Fire Department of that
city tor many years. He has no apprehensions from
any outbreak of Are on his premises, but says that if
one were to occur he should know how to deal witn
it. Gasoline is used in the lighting of his hotel.
The water is supplied from the Prospect Park
Waterworks, and the main pipe is within
ono hundred feet of the house. Seven hundred
feet of four inch hose, in fifty feet coils, are connectedthroughout the lower floor of the house with
this tuaiu supply. On the upper floor thero is a ono
aud a half inch hose pipe placed conveniently and
which can be brought into use at any minute of the
day or night. There are six Are extinguishers ou
eacli floor, two in the kitchen and one in the bar.
The kitchen is detached from the hotel aud the ranges
are placed ou a brick floor. The women servuuts
sleep In the house, but the male servants sleep in a

separate building outside. Two watchmen are on
duty iuside the house all night.

Cable's Hotel is supplied with water from tlio

Prospect Park Wator Works. One hundred and fifty
feet of four inch hose are coiled at various p.aces on
the ground floor, and the water can be turned on
through this nose at any moment. There are also
fltteen lire extinguishers of the Protective Fire AnnihilatorCompany's make, which, it is claimed by
tip. (liililp. call In* vispv casilv used either liv the iter.

vants or guosts. Tlie former are regularly drilled
iu the use of tliom, and it is said that wore a flro
to break out it could bo extinguished by
these machines immediately, without the interventionof water. The servants sloe]) in the house. No
smoking is allowed. Three night watchmen patrolthe building, and the night clerk is also on
duty. About two yours ago u lire broke out in this
hotel on one of the upper stories and was immediatelyput out by one of the female servants with
one of the extinguishers.

WKHT DUIOHTON ANI> UIIAND UNION.
Mr. llauer, proprietor of the West lirighton Peach

Hotel, says that every precaution against Arc is
taken at his establishment. The water is suupliod
from tho Prospect Park Water Worts. Throe hundredfeet of iour inch hose arc attached to tho main
pipe. There are also about flfty foot ot one and a
null inch hose on tho veranda coiled for linmediato
use. Tlioro are comparatively tew bedrooms in this
hctcl. Kiglit men, however, are on duty every
night, and puils tilled with water arc placed at convenientdistances.' Cue lire inspector is also on duty
during the day and one man is placed iu tho kitchen
tc act as fireman.
The Urand Union Hotel, which is a wooden erectionaud has sleeping accommodations for about

two hundred aud twenty-ttvo persons, is supplied
with water irom Prospect Park. It has no extinguishers,but has buckets of water placed at couvemuntdistances on each door every night. No
hose is provided. The hotel is patrolled by a watchmanevery night. Caudles are used iu the bedrooms
aud are lit with the ordinary lucifer matches. Tho
kitchen ranges are on brick floors.
The small boarding houses on the west end of the

island are all lit with kerosene. Their water supply
is obtained from the springs in the neighborhood,
aud their arrangements for the suppression of flro
are equal to those ot the ordinary rural cottage.

THEOLOGY AND LAW.

Mr. Julius Slcbert, a professor of theology in

They have
always sincerely tried to secure tor the Jews fair
play in their rivalry with the Christians, and the
result is that the Porte has had no butter friends
than the Jewish communities scattered throughout
Europe."
The Vienna correspondent of the Daily TelegrafA

states that the Mussulman population of Bulgaria
are enduring indescribable outrages.whole families
expelled from their homes, men tortured and ansassiuatedwithout the shadow of a grievance, women
insulted and children ill treated and left to starve. A
Htateof siege has been proclaimed; in other words,
the correspondent says, the barbarous instincts
of the Bulgarians are to be let looso against
the Mussulmans, who are to havo the assistance of
the authoritiee iu ridding the Principality of tiio
hated Islamite. A similar statement is made by the
Vienna correspondent of the Goltui, who says that at
Varna the Turks are now oppressed by thu Bulgarians,anil that the authorities afford no redress.
Owing to the ill treatment they receive the Turks
and Orceks tly to the hills and form bands, which in-
crease iu numbers every day. In several districts
robberies are of frequent occurrence, villugcs as well
as travellers being plundered.
The Daily TeleprapK writes about the Bavarian festivalas follows:."hext year will witness the celebrationat n Jubilee festival in Uavaria, for which, as far

us we kuow, the history of the world furnishes ho
parallel. The ftuf of Bayern was granted to a Wittelsbuchin the year HMO by the Hmperor of the Holy
ltomau Itealiu, so that a twelvemonth hence 700
years will have elapsed since tlio lineal ancestor of
the fantastic poet King, who now occupies the Bavarianthrone, first assumed the ducal diudem which
lias, within thu last century, been converted into a
regal crown. During the interim one Wlttelsbach has
succeeded another as Duke, Elector or MUug, with
unbroken regularity. The Wittolsbachs were
Counts of Hclieyern before tliuy became sovereign
prince* by the acquisition of tt.e bavarian Duchy;

the streets of Paris. We have spoken of this ss a
small affair, but it is not so in French oyea. The
not very polite inquiry of our poet laureate, -'Why
change the titles o; your atrootsy Vt»u fools, you'll
want tliu in all ugaiu," would, wo hope, bo inapplicablenow. "The winer France," to which he
then appealed against the renascent imperialism o(
that Franco "whom martial prqwcss only charms"
has, we truat, coino iuto iiosscssion of heraelf. The
changes which are now boiug made in the names of
the streets may calculate ou a reasonable permanence.-The French, unfortunately, prefer to efface
the past alter the manner of the legitimist historian,
who spoke of Napoleon Bonaparte as an eminentgeneral who commanded the armies of
Louis XVIII. They are discussing whethor
they shall rebuild the T.uileries or stiall removeits foundations. If that historic palace atlll
existed no one would propose to pull it down. Its
associations are not exclusively monarchical.
Bourbon and Bonaparte, Orieauist and ltepublic
have had there their headquarters. Not only Henry
IV. and the two Napoleons and Louis Fliiltppu, bul
the National Convention have mado it thoir home.
Still, it has fallen, as if under the doom which
a passage In Mr. Carlyle's "French Revolution"
seems prophetically to foreshadow. "Mcdicean
Tuileries, how chaugud since it was a peaceful tils
field. Or is the ground itself fate Stricken, aocursed.anAxreus palace; for that Louvre window
is still nigh, out of which a Capet, whipped of tho
furies, fired his signal of the St. Bartholomew." The
rebuilding of it, or its complete demolition, and the
devotion of the ground on which it stands to other
uses, urc matters simply of public conveuiouco and
necessity or the reverse. The restoration of the Hotel
ae Ville. which was needed tor purposes of municipal
business, and the setting up again of the Column
Vondome, which had simply to be moved from a
horizontal to a perpendicular position, present no
true parallels. Paris and France and tho visitors to
both can do very well without the Tuilories, which,
if we may venture to have and express an opinion
ou tho subject, seeuis scarcely worth the trouble
and cost of reconstruction.
