Ur. W. L. Coleman. of Sau Antonio, Tex., and who
is acting lu our midst under directions
of. the National Board of Health, has loft
no stone upturned to disinter and bring
to the surface every yellow fever germ. He has
been investigating the gender and nationality of
each sporad coining within the range of either his
elfactories or acute visions. While he is not at
iborty, as is Dr. Cochrane, to make public his purposesnor give onr plague-ridden people the bench ts
of his investigation, no argument nor statisticsnor tacts have thus fur moved the
learned gentleman's tirm convictions that the yellow
)aak of 1879 is indigoniotis to Memphis. First, it was
apparent that the germ was innoculated into the
Fourth of July celebration audience by a person who
landed from the Weat Indies in June last, which
developed on the aforementioned person during
his attendance upon the fireworks display.

TWO NliW CASES AT QUARANTINE.UOTI1 KliOM
THE STEAMKHI 1 BAKATOUAl.ONE PATIENT

FItoM UOYD's HIM., STATES \ISLAND.yUABANTINEMOVEMENTS.
The steamship Saratoga (Yard's line) Arrived at I

this port from Havana on Wednesday morning lust.
The purser reported to the boarding otHeer from tho
Hospital Ship. l)r. McCartney, that her passengers
were "all well." Trusting to this declaration, the
Doctor did not pursuo his examination beyond the
usual routine. Among tho passengers wore a family
ot three.father, mother and child, a girl about
seven years of ago.by the name ot Lopez*
Tho child walked betwoun its parents und
went on board tho Quurantluo steamer Stephen j
K. II >1 kins to bo brouglit with tho rest of the
passengers to the city. On arriving here the Lopez
family left iu a Staten Island steamer for the residenceof a brother of tho father, residingon Boyd's Hill, a fashionable locality,
where the family where to pass a seasonof recreation. Late on Friday evening Dr.
Vuiidcrpoel was visited by Dr. Johu L. Foeuy, a local
physician of good standing in Stapletou, who stated
that he had a serious case of yellow"fevor under his
charge, and desired him to visit the patient. It was
the Lopez child above mentioned. Dr. Vanderpool
found the patient very sick, but could
not pronounce that night that it was a
decided case of the malady. On callingtho next morning (yesterday) Dr. Vauderpoelsays that after investigating the symptoms ho
felt that it was a case of yellow fever and immediatelyordered the child's removal to the (^uarnutiueHospital. The father and mother, together
with their luggage, which numbered several largo
trunks, were conveyed to tho hospital at the same
time. The Doctor left the patient at live o'clock last
evening, when she was very low.

it seems that the child had been sick on the passageand a dose of medicine was administered to it.
Jio mention of this fact was made by the purser to
the boarding officer. The instructions of the Health
umuwr in tins i-u9|itnii uto very explicit anu pereniptory.They require that ovary case of sickn ss. no
mutter how slight, existing ou board on arrival shall
be reported to the boarding officer.

Dr. Vauderpoel asked the purser yesterday why ho
did not let Dr. McCartney know ho had a sick child
on board, 'i'ho purser said he thought the child was
affiicted with ouiy a little cold and did uot consider
tho case worth reporting. Dr. Vanderpoel told him
that it was not liis duty to think in such cases but
to report the circumstances and lot the thinking bo
done by tho proper officers, who were responsible
for the consequences. Dr. Vanderpoel does pot supposethat the purser intentionally,committed the
error. Nor does ho think Dr. McCartney was to
blame lor permitting the child to puss, for she
walked ou hoard the ilopkimi, held by the handrof
her parents and presented no signs of sickness or
disability.

nit. teeny's statement.
Dr. John L. t eeny was called, upon by a Hf.kapd

reporter last evening at his resilience on Beech street,
Htapleton. He reiterated the statement about the arrivalof the Lopez lamily on the Saratoga, and said
tho child had eaten a very hearty breaktast of ham
and eggs in the morning about nine o'clock. On
Thursday evening the brother of Mr. Lopez, lather
ot the child, who lives 011 Boyd's Hill, sent for Dr.
Teeny. He at once repaired to the residence of Mr.
Lopez and there found the child exhibiting unmistakablesymptoms of vellow tcver, with the usual
accompaniment ot black vomit. From his diagnosis
of tho ease he was certain it was one of yellow tevcr.
After consultation with Dr. Vauderpoel it was decidedto remove the entire family at once to the
Quarantine Hospital.
Dr. Teeny notified Mr. T.vuian, president of the

Board ot Health of Staten Island, and It was at once
decided to thoroughly disinfect the premises from
which tho sick child hud been removed. This was
done yesterday afternoon under the supervision of
Dr. Teeny, and overy other precaution taken to pre-
vent tiie spread of the malady. The captain-of j
pol.ee has been uotilied of the matter, and will take
proper measures iu the premises. No alarm has as
yet been manifested in regard to tho case among the
wealthy residents in the vicinity.

ANHIIIKH CASE t'KOM THE HAUATOGA.
Ifr. Vauderpoel convoyed another case of sickness,

yesterday, to tho Quarantine Hospital from tho
steamship Saratoga. Tlio patient was one of tho
waiters. ilis symptoms uavo not yet deveiopea
thoiuselves fully as of the yellow fevor type, and tho
Health Officer is at present uncertain as to the characterof his disease.
The Saratoga lies at Upper Quarantine discharging.
Or. Vaudcrpoul states that there is no authority

for the statement, that there is to bo a relaxation of
the q Hi ran tine regulations. He lias conveyed no
such imprecaion, aud under present circumstances
he doos not feel justified iu doing so.

J. A. Kelly, wlio remained at his post in Memphislast year while all his fellow priests were fallen,
writes to Mr. McMaster:.
My llkait Fbiend.I am sorry to havo to write

to you again In last year's sad strain. Yesterdaythe yellow lover was declared epidemic. It
might just sh well have been so two weeks ago.
My great anxiety is about the orphans. We have
ninety-two now, and huve rolused sovcr.il tor want
of means. Unr orphans are chiefly supported by
contributions iroui tllo markets, and these being
liowelostd they are in want indoed. Two weeks
ago we made application to the powers that bo here
to get assistance. They published that uii who
wauled rations must leave the city, and they would be
supplied. The orphans were removed out of town,
some two miles and a half into the country. And yei
onr wise men, after publishing to the country that
they needed no help and Would feed all, white or
black, in camps, cannot make up their minds to
assist the orphans. If they do not need help it is
hard to tell who docs. As a matter of fact, they
have not tatted meal for two weeks. When you
speak of ttiocl arity of the Howards.the "Howards"
are not Catholic in their charities. I.mst year, wliile
receiving thousands of dollars, they did not givo
the orphans one cent.
Professional beggars are not much esteemed, but

we cannot help stretching abroad an itching palin.

THE PARKER OIL FIRE.

UXl'UKCEDEN'lKD PKBTttOCTIOK Of OIL .Li.RUE

lliON TANKS EXI'LODE WITH GUEAT EUBCE.

BOWLY KSCtPliS BUSKING DOWN.

Parker city bM just marvellously escaped destruction.The lightning on Thursday merging at live
o'clock struck what is kuowu as the 2iuuh»ll
tauk, located at the

_ cunjuuotiou of two
small ravines, leaving the river on the
east side about a quarter of a mile apart, directly
opposite 1'urker, and iuclqsing Kellytown in a semicircleExtending back half a mile. The lightning
split the tank, which contained 20,000 barrels of
oil, and sending two rivers of tire into
the Allegheny, destroyed quite a number of
dwellings and oil rigs that stood in their paths
On the ravine south stoou the Chajaut & Kobiiisou
tauk, containing 2u,000 barrels of oil, which took
tiro and promised a lively blaze. A force of men at
once nibuntcd .the tank, and. by the ap-
plication of wot buckets, smothered the
Humes. They could uot kill, tho smouldering
fire, which continued uulil eight o'clock
lust evening, when a cumber of holes were cut in the
tank, umlcr the impression that a direct application
of water would prevcut auy further outburst. The
contact of frwsh air with the smouldering oil
set it ablaze, and in ftftcau minutes afterward
a territto explosion followed, which blew tho tup of
the tank forty feet In the air, carrying with it ton
men, who were drilling tho holes. Their names and
iuj uries received have already been published. The
oil burned gradually until ten o'clock, when an oversowtook place and the burning fluid ran down into
tho river, but in so small a quantity that it did no

particular harm,
ANOTHKlt KXITOSION.

About twelvo o'clock a forcible overflow took
pluce, throwing tho oil Upon the Crawtord twenty
thousand barrel tank, whieh was full, located just
uorth. The burning oil cunsod the generation of
ga-/ In the Crawford in sufficient quantities to cause
an explosion such as has never* before
been witnessed or beard. Thero was not
a moment's warning, and the destruction .was
wholly unexpected. Pieces of the iron were whizzingin all directions for a distance of throe full
miles, while the concussion was so groat that nearly
all the windows on Jtlver avenue were shattered in
small fragments, uot excepting tho French
plato glass a quarter of an inch thick,
in the windows of some of the large stores. The
coucussiou was distinctly fult within a radius of live
miles. The oil iu the tank caught the flume and
one solid sheet of lire rolled into the river
and thou spread over the w&ter for a
distance of 400 feet across the river and
u half tnilo down tho stream, sending the flame in
serpeutine curves 400 root in the air and capping
them with a douse black smoke, which shut out the
light of day and placed the city In a brilliant glare.

A PAKIC. '

As soon as tho explosion took place and tho people
living on the flat or business portion of tho city saw
the 20,000 barrels of burning oil rushing
Into the river with such rapidity, they
thought it had sufficient speed to send
it to the l'arkcr side, aud there was
enacted one of the wildest scenes over looked upon.
The people became panic stricken in an instant and
most completely lost their heads. Men, women and
children frantically rushed to and fro through the
streets, tho children crying, the wohjeu wringing
their hands and giving voice to the most agonizingscreams und the lU'U.well the men
were more eraz.y than the women, finally
some one cried, "Make for tho lilllt" end
thou there was a rush. Mothers picked up their
little ones and sought the most direct way up the
precipitous bluff. Men pulled their wives along
with a suddenness that seemed almost brutal.and in some instances carried them upon
their backs. Houses were lu(t without any attempt
to save even jewelry and such other articles
ot value as might be carried about tho person. They
thought death was shadowing thcin, and were mindfulonly of personal safety. At onh tlmo the streets
(there are only two of them) on tho flat, running
lengthwise, were fairly packed with a wild ungovernable,reasonless people, forcing each other along
and complaining because speedy progress was not
made.

THE KIVKB ON VIRK.
Those Rtandiug on the bluff, and safe from all

harm, describe tho scene when the river was liter-
ally on fire as one grand beyond human conception
and beyond tho power of pen to describe. It was
awful in its sublimity, and even thoy
were awed and mode breathless by the picture.
Tho burning oil touched the l'arkor side at
a point ovurhanging Mike's run, three-quarters of a
milo Bouth, and tlie ilames ran so high that houses
located in this point, 300 feet down the river bank,
were endangered and were only saved by the applicationof wet blankets. In half an hour after the oil
reached the river it was divided by the current and
the fire then began to hug both shores, but it had
spent its force and all danger to tho city had passed
by.

ANOTHER TANK ABLAZE,
Tho oil from the Crawford tank sot fire to tho

loading tank, containing 10,000 barrels of oil, and it
is now burning iuriously, together with the oil in
tho Chaltant Ac Robinson tank. The first
named tank is expected to overflow, but
no danger is anticipated, as most of
the oil will be consumed before the overflow takes

fdaco. The city at this hour (quarter past niue) is
ighted up with the brightness of the sun. The excitementhas subsided,, and all is now quiet in the

city. In a few hours only the remnants of
the tank and the scorched hills on the
east aide of the river will be left to tell the tale of
the fearful oil conflagration, but will not furniab
even the semblance of an idea of what
transpired. The loss will reach $100,000, and
will be felt principally by tho United
Hues. It is rumored that two of the men hurt by
the explosion have died, but the rumor cannot bo
traced to any reliable source. When the oil front
the Clialfsnt tank touched the river it caused a wave
of water three feet high to splosh against the
l'arker bank, raising boats high and dry upon the
shore. Forty feet of the Allegheny Vullcy Railroad
was washed away by tho oil, and passenirers had to be
transferred from one train to tho other and by boats
to tbo Parker side, to make connections with the
l'arker aud Kami City line.

A PECULIAR CASE.

About throo year* ago Samuel Crooks moved from
Philadelphia to a small farm about two miles southeastof this plae-e, where ho has siuce lived tho
quiet and unobtrusive life of a farmer. At eiKht
A'clock this evening ho went to tho rcsidouco of
Justice of the Pence George 11. Lossig, of
the East wsrd, whore ho inquired for the
magistrate and fell in a swoon on the
steps. Justice I.cssig was not in tho house at
the time, but word was sent to him and ho sent a
constable to his residence, and the latter, thinkingBrooks was intoxicated, carried him to
Justice Losing's office. An examination revealed
the fact that tho man's head wus covered
with cuts and bruises, evidently inflicted with some
blunt instrument. Crooks was uuablo to speak and
entirely unconscious.

THE BOSTON MURDEFL
Physicians Declare that Mr. Frye Did

Not Commit t-uicide.

UESULT OF THE AUTOPSY.

U ,

Friends Who Claim to Have Noticed
"Company" in the House.

Boston, August 10, 1879.
The mystery which now hangs around the death of

Mr. Joseph F. Frye, so far from having been cleared up
in anv wav. soemslouvolonediin a more Impenetrable
clouil than ever. Diflercui parties are coining forwardwith information which scouis to have aorae

bearing upou the mutter, each bit of wlilcb seems to
be independent fjom the other and very far
from forming a connected story., If the
noise which was heard by the Deene street party, in
the vicinity of Joy street, at halt-past eloVon on the
evening when Mr. Fryo met his death, was that of a

pistol, then it is fail- to infer that he was killed at
that moment, and that the report came from the
house in which the man was struggling for
his life. It may. however, ho shown that
some one in the vicinity discharged a revolver
for some harmless purpose, as it would hardly seem
possible that the report of a weapon of that size, dischargedin such a room as the one where the body
was discovered, would be hoard with any dogrQo of

distinctness unless one was standing directly in
front °f the house. Aa to whether or not a

robbery has been committed it is Impossible
to say; but it would hardly seem proliublo
that such had been the case, since it
is plainly shown that the parties doing the deed
were not disturbed in their nefarious work and they
would have taken all the s Iyer rather than a very
small portion of it. The fact is that nearly all. if

not the entire portion, of the plato was found un-

touched in tne open sure. .urs. r ryo hi»ich juai 110

was neither in the habit of currying any very large
auiou.nt of money "with hliu nor of keeping it in

the. safe, and the only thing w.liioh can now
be paid to be missing from the house is tho watch
and chain of tho dead man. Even these may not
have been stolen, as the opinion ol several is that he
had left it to be repaired, and events may prove that
to be the case before many hours.

WHO wkjus HIS "cowANY."
That Mr. Frye's hut, coat and cuffs were found

hanging on a rack near the water closet door in the
basement, and have been proven to be the articles
worn by him on the fatal day, would lead up very
plausibly to the theory that Mr. Frye did not meet
his death by going to the basement to learn
the cause of any noise niftdu by burglars,
but that be was murdered "by some one

who was in the house with him at eleven o'clock,
when an officer of Division No. S heard piano playing
in the parlor of the house uud saw a light from the
billiard room above. Mr. Frye may have been playingbilliards aloue, but be could not have beeu playingthe piano, as it is said by those who knew him
that lie was not a musician. Mr. Frye was a member of

n regard to the autopsy Medical KxaminerDraper
callod to his assistance Dr. Henry G. Clark and Dr.
liush and about threo o'clock coium .cod an autopsy,which was not completed until seven o'clock.
The result showed conclusively thai Mr. Kryo had
keen murdered, the theory of suicide having been
entirely dispelled by the unanimous opinion of the
thruc physicians that it was impossible for the
wouuds to have been self-indicted. The general
condition of Mr. Frye's health was found to bo excellent,and there was every promise of a long life.
The wound which cuused death was produced by

thepistol shot, which passed directly through the
heart and liver, and could not be found by the physicians.The line of this bullet was very direct, and
the pistol was placed close to Mr. Frye's left
side when it was discharged. Upon Mr. Frye's
back, near liis left side, and low down, there
were eigtit distinct wounds, caused by stabs
from some dull instrument, probably a common
knife, four of which wounds penetrated to the intestines.There were also two serious stabs in the left
side of the chest, and there were several superficial
wounds on the neck, near the jugular vein, and it

freely. On tho left side of the head there wan » very
severe abrasion. which wight have resulted froin a
blow given before the other wouud* were inflicted,
and which, in the opinion of the physicians, stunned
Mr. Pryo. Although tho physicians decline
to express any opinion as to bow the murdermight have been committed, preferring
to leave all such theories to tho police,
they do uot hesitate to say that when the
bullet entered Mr. Frye's side death instantly followed,and the probability 1s that ail the stabs were
inflicted before the shot was tired. The head was

resting upon a strip of calico cloth, on which it appeurodto have been carefully laid, and tnis fact went
tar toward convincing tho officers that the work was
that of some ousprobably well acquainted with Mr.
Frye, and who had adopted this pluu to make It appearthat it was a case of suicide.

HIS POCKETS KIH.p.p.
Tnder the neck was found a silver fruit knife, the

blades of which were closed. It was at first thought
that the wounds were made by this knife, hut tiie
blades were round to be too blunt and dull for the
purpose, and would have bent If so used. Tho
wounds in the back were grouped together on the
lower part of the body, and were straight in penetratingto a considerable depth, as though a knife
had bo m driven in while the murdered man was
clinched with his assailant. They could not have
been self-inflicted, but we'ro caused l>y rapid, vigor-
ous blows with a stiletto or kuite. The shirt, collar
and vest ol the murdered man werq drenched in
blood, and the diamond bosom stud was hardly
recognizable. The pockets of tho vest were rifled of
everything of value, and the shirt pulled up out
of the trousers in front, the latter circumstance
going to show that a struggle of some character must
have taken place before Mr. Frye breathed his last.
Many frieutis and acquaintances of Mr. Frye, who
were seen on the subject, united in expressing their
belief that he was murdered, aud that the motive was
the hope of obtaiulug plunder. It was a well known
fact, among all acquainted with him, that he kep! iu
his house a largo quantity of valuable silverware,
aud his carelessness and faith iu human nature renderedit an easy matter for any one who was so disposedto obtain access to ills apartments at anytime,
line of his fnnnds said that during the past week ho
passed tho night with llr. Fry u, and tho lutter ruiircd.
leaving the windows all open and the front door
a)ar. When remonstrated with for his carelessness
Mr. Frye rejoined that m> one would ever molest
him, ss ho had no money for them to steal, and, besidestbat, the people In Ills neighborhood were hnu-
est. no there vw no fear of loving doors and windows
open for tho admission of air. The Issl person
known to have beou with hiin Thursday evening was
one of his neighbor*, who sa.vn that when ho loft, lit
au early hour after a social game of liilliurilM, Mr.
Fryc waa 111 tho boat of spirit*, anil, so far aa ho
could hoc, entertained no thought* of leaving this
world cither by his own haml or that of another.

AKTICLES MISSING.
About fifty pieces oi silver, consisting chiefly of

knives, forks and spoons, the gold watch and chain
belongfhg to her husband and a set of catneos bo-
longing to herself. The officers advance tho theory
that the large silverware was not taken on account
of the bulk, tho fear engendered by the nearness
of tho police station, and in consequence the
great probability of encountering a police offleor,
which might not only be one of those on duty but
also one or more of tho officers going to or coming
from the stution house. Of course, nnder such
circumstances, the party if arrested would bo
held for the murder as soon us tho
facts were disclosed. Mrs. Frye is positive in
her conviction that her husband' was murdered by
some one who had watched his movements, and en-
tored tho house for that purpose. She names no
one as au object of suspicion. Her husband, she
stiles, was careless anout properly securing mo
doors and windows, and also carriod *at times money
or other valuables that would attract a thief.

There is considerable speculation m police circles
as to the man or men who passed 'Thursday evening
with Mr. Fryo. None of them have yet informed the
police that they were there that evening, and
although the authorities have endeavored to ascertainwho was there, they havo not been
able to llud a single person. This seems
somewhat remarkable. The windows were open and
the piano was being played, and the billiard balls
were rattling up to half-past ten o'clock. 'The men
who wore there must bo Itoutou men, as out-of-town
residents would hardly remain until that late hour,
and yet no one of these persons has boon found.

It is so strange that unless something is soon developedin this direction the police will bo forced to

the conclusion that the person or pevsous who wore
there have some special reasons for keeping out of
the way. 'The value of the information wnich one
man can give can bo Teatlily appreciated when it Is
said that, with the exception of the murderer, he
was prouably tho last person who saw Mr. Frye
live. This rumors which are floating about town

relative to Mr. Fryo's financial affairs aro
many and conflicting, but the most generally acceptedis that, although several years ago the murderedman mot with very heavy financial losses
through the vicissitudes of business, bis wife has
within a short tiuio hud a large fortune left to
her by her fathor, so that Mr. Frye could not
have been financially embarrassed. Mr. Frye's wife
was tho daughter of Puleg '(iardner, of Providence,
It. I., and at the time of their, marriage the couple
had u large amount of silverwaro presented to them,
which was usually kept in the house. Mr. Frye's
family associations were of the happiest nature, and
so far as can be learned there was not a
cloud on the domestic horizqn. The house in which
he resided was the property of his wife, having been
bequeathed to her by lior father at the time of his
decease, some two yoars ago, Mr. Dunu, of the firm
of Mosely, Dunn & Frye, with which the deceased
was formerly connected, in a conversation with a

reporter on the day of tho discovery of the body,
said:.

"If Mr. Frye was killed he was killed in tho rftom

where he was found."
"If he was killed," replied tlie writer. "Then you

seem to iuclino to the theory that he committed
suicide?"
"No, 1 did not say that," replied Mr. Dunn.

A 11emaukahlk theory.
The following startling anil very plausiblo theory,

which seems well substantiated by the facts in connectionwith the appearance of the room in which tho
murdered mun ass found, is advanced by an
otllccr whoso ability in similar cases gives a
weight to his opinions that cannot be disregarded.
He says:."Tho fact that Mr. Frye went into tho
basement because of some noise which he hoard
there hardly seoms possible to me. That
the hat. coat and cull's, which he had
been wearing on the day that ho met his
death were found hanging on the rack near the basementwater closet door leads mo to believe that he
went thero prior to going out, and that
ho was about to leave tho house with
some party or parties that he knew
and who were then in the house. He might liavo
had two visitors, a man and a woman, both of wuom
he Was acquainted with. A game of billiards was
being played in the house at a late hour, and tho
piauo in the parlor was heard at the same
lime. What more probable than that he was playingbilliards with a gentleman caller, and that the
lady who accompanied that caller was at
the same time playing tho piano. I believe,
from the goncral appearance of the body as
it was found that it was a woman's hand who laid
the heed carefully on a piece of calico, and a
woman's heart, even though thero wue murderIn it, that prompted this tendernesstoward the victim who had just been
cruelly sent out of the world. Now, and this
is only the barest supposition, we will imagine that
ome proposition to go out, probably to the lire that
was then raging at Tremont Temple, had

made respecting lunch. Mr. Frye, accompaniedby these two fricuda (?), goes into the
basement where, before proceeding further, he takes
off his hat, coat and cuffs, and then goes toward the
refrigerator to see it anything eatable is contained
therein. Just as he reaches it, and while
he is bending over to open the door,
one of the two strikes him on the
head with a club, or, perhaps, the butt of the revolver,with which ho was afterward shot. Me
staggers and falls when the blows are given with
the knife or slilleto In the back. This
tails to kill him, and perhaps he staggersto his feet with the intention of
siruggling for life when tho revolver is used, and
the murder accomplished by tbe shot through the
heart. That ho went to the refrigerator and thore
received the tlrst blow would seem to bo
substantiated by the fact that at that point
his letters and cigars full out of his
pocket and probably the cigar stump found there
came from his mouth at the same time. If such
movements as I hsve supposed had taken place, the
body would bavo fallen lu about the same position
In which it was found. After tho murderous
work had been done, the two may have
proceeded to the dining room, first stealing tho
watch an<l chain to make it appear as it tho crltuo
had been committed tor Jhu purpose of
robbery, ami tlioro a search was evidently
macte for something besides valuables. The
slab would not have been removed front the top of
the sate because the parties doing It had any idea
that it would facilitate their access to the safe, for
thuy had the keys In their hsnds. They may
have expected to find seme letters or
other papers which may have been valuableto them, and failing to discover thein In tho
safe removed the slab, thinking they might be under
It. 1 believe that the articles which are reported to
have been stolon from the house were not taken
because of their value, hut that tho

as inspector he was a clerk in a coal office, where
he received $17 ppr week for his services; but in
tliis respect he followed the oxamplo of his predecessor,who, besides beiug a government officer, was
on the police force. Witness had taken no particularpart in politics since he was appointed to a governmentposition.
William Foster, Jr., told the committee that in

18C5 he visited the Soventh ward room, and after
voting was taken, with suvcral others, into a barn,
whero he received an envelope through a trap door
and, upon opening it, found it coutaiuod $1(1, Hid
not know wno gave it to him; knew that money was
used at elections. He had been Editor of a newspaperin Providenco and a greenback candidate for
Governor. Ho had seen cards and checks used at
elections aud upon returning thorn to headquarters
voters received their pay. The federal officers. Grin-
oral ltraytou, Mr. Burroughs and others, had always
been more or loss active at elections.

VOTES llOUUIlT AN1> SOLD.
Asa A. Ellis said that a man who had not seen

money used at all elections in Jthode island must bo
blind. Witness said it wus used legitimately, as ho
callod it. A man sold his voto, took the money
openly and wont off about his business. Iu the
Sprague-Pitdelford campaign it cost Hprague $1:10.000
and Padelford $44,utin. It was an open thing that
votes were bought and sold, lie had never been
bought himself, but refused to say whether he has
bought voters. Federal officers.referring to Post*
master Brayton and Custom House officers.were al*
ways electioneering and aiv. ays at the polls on electiondays. Ue supposed all fedcml officials wore politicalworkers Tuo democrats were ao strong that
they were always iu the market and always bought
U%d wiu B. Dawley, formerly chairman of the City
Republican Committee, had beou a very active politician.He kuew that Brayton, the Postmaster, and
Burroughs, a customs officer, were always engaged
in the elections. He had not seen these officers usa
money, but he believed that money had been used.
Mr. Burroughs was also a clothing dealer; was not
much in the Custom House.
Charles C. Heath hud seen and given out checks to

voters, who, upon presenting them in a dark hall
sud at rum shops, received $5 and $10 for votes; ia
the Eighth ward, in 1875, $2,000 wore used at on*
election. Federal officers were very uctivc and participatedIn this election, but he hail never received
any money lrom them. Buw Mr. Burroughs promlsa

HOW MASSAOHUBRTTS MANUFACTURERS SKlg
