Dean, thinking only of bimself, basely deserted her,
lesving ber, as it hoas been proven, to die, She was
not upattended, however, for when sbe sickened of
the tever Ler case was brought to the notice of the
Howards, and she recelvod every care that was in
thelr power to bestuw, Her illucss was but of short
durstion. Stricken lust Bundsy moraing, she dled
this atteruoon at five o'clock.

A NEW MAGDALEN.

‘While belonging to thut order known as the demi-
moude, the sets of this womun since the epidemic
Justify the classing of her with the horoines of the
preseut plague. Hor wministering cares bave been
among thie most lowly who had beeun attackod in her
neighborbood. Although never hoaving had the
fever, she went uround giving her attontion to the
sick and distressed, Unmindful of herself, she
seemed to eare only for the afllieted, When she
died some of the young meun of this elty, having
heard of ber kindly deeds, gave her s respectable
burying in Elmwood. AL the grave wore Hev. W, T,

Boggs, of the Second Presbyterian Church. Dr,
Dalzell, in & most lmprossive msoner, resd the fu-
merul services. The two ministers and four young
men soted us pall bearers.
