It
would almost seem that the market, with a sentient
appreciation of the fitness of things, had taken its
cue from tho "no as you nleusc" peoplo at tho Oar-

ilea, and mount to walk up prices so long as it could
stand on it* legs. It certainly pushed ahead considerablyduring tha past week, scoring, as it did, an

advaucc l'or everything upon the list. Tho improvementranged from a fraction in tho staid and steady
investments to sovon or eight per cent in tho moro

speculative stocks, and certainly nvcragod some

throe or tour percent taking the list through. While
there was loss excitement in the grangers and Luko

Shore, there was moro of it in tho coal shnrcs, PacificMall and Erie. In fact, theso stocks woro tho
shining lights of the market, both as regarded improveinontand volume of doallnga. Tho coal combinationscorns to be as fur off as over, ovon tho
mauugors themselves appearing to think that no

good is likely to como out of a Nuzuroth of this sort.
Still the anthracites have shown great animation,
sud either because it is supposed that somethiug
will bo yet effected in this way, or that, as roportod,
Mr. Vuuderbilt is really buying Delaware aud Hudson,or that Jersey Central is to bo put up to 70 by

wcro among tho most lively stocks upon tho list, and

opposite direction, to tbo benefit of the bank reserveand to the case of the money market.
