The Chicago, Alton and St. Louis Railroad
train which the President and party toolc
lust night after the reception at llaunibal
included a dining car perfumed with rare Jlowors
and presided over by a prince of caterers. Supper
having been despatched, President llayos and
General Sherman went to bed, not, however,
before Sherman had told some stories.one describinga former visit, with General Grant and
Prank liloir, to St. Jo, which wo hud
visited in tlio morning. "It was after the
war," said General Sherman. "Grant was not yet
President, hut 1 believe ho had been nominated for
his lirst term, lllair was not yet Senator, only
a commisiouer of some kind. We had been to Laramie,and on the return trip were "called out"
occasionally by the people. At St. Joe lllair

spoke lirst. then 1 said a few words, then camo

General Grant. The crowd was tumultuous, and a

mau who wus probably drunk, began to toot n horn.
General Grant don't like and won't endure such
interruptions, lie stopped speaking and shrank
baek into tho ear. I was incensed under the spur
of tbo moment. I said:."Gentlemen, I'm a

Sitizou like yourselves. I'm not in tho habit
of showing violence; but I can just tell you
lliat If I woro a citizen of St. Joe this minuto,
i would advise you to put tho mau in tho
rivor that blew that horn. Tho crowd." continued
General Sherman, "yelled and went for tho man.

They hustled him to tno river aud put him in, and I
was told thoy pretty lioarly drowned him, but ho
ruauagod to beg oft and left town. Ho hasn't returned.Evor since that day St. Joo has boon an

orderly placo.
TAKING lilUSAKVAFT WITH GOVERNOR CCLI.OM.

Early this morning Superintendent Van Horn
had all the pasHengers awakened on tho
untpnach ,» Tim / iH?nna nf

the Stato capital had turned out ot their
boda and expectantly hastened their breakfasts, aud
as tho train rolled In a multitude gathered around
tho depot, whore Governor Cullom, his privato secretaryand most of the Stato oflleers were ready to
meet and escort the guests. The President. Mrs.
Hayes and General Sherman shared the Governor's
postponed breakfast at the Executive Mansion;
the others partook of an excellent meal on the train.
About ten o'clock there was a ceremony at tho State
House, which began as President Hayes arrived, with
a welcoming song by ti.fAXl or 3,000 school children
assembled on tho steps of the liroad Exterior. Tho
Mayor's speech and the responses of the President
and General Sherman occupied but a short
ti'.no. The President spoko teolingly concerning
his impressions on this his lirst visit to tho
home of Lincoln uml Douglas. Gcncr%l Sherman
In response to calls made a brief address, in which
he said, "The military arm of tho government was
true and steadfast to the cause of the nation, and
will romaiu so".an expression that was greoted
with hearty cheers. Mrs. Hayes, beiug called for,
bowed her acknowledgments.

Towards noon a procossion was formed to conduct

the visitors to the fair grounds. Tho military escort
consisted of the itlchflcld ltillos and tho Governor'sGuard, lloth marched well. A guard of
colored men, perhaps one liuudrod strong, strodo in
the rear, and as tho President's carriage, thus
attended, passed through the bannered streets, the
sidewalks were blockaded and hundreds of ladies
waved handkerchiefs and scarfs lroiu the upper
windows. Part of this testimonial, as, indeed,hud bewi tho ease everywhere since
the beginning of tlio President's tour, was
intended directly for Mrs. Hayes. One conspicuouslygrand lady took oil' her hat, man
fashion, and waved it at the bright faced matron
of tho White House, witli tho oxelaiuutiou
afterward reported, "It gciiUomou uncover for
tho President 1 think a lady mayuncoverfor the President's President." This
funded almost as significant as General Craig's
allusion yesterday at tho tit. Joe Opera House to
Mrs. Hayes as "tho bettor two-thirds" of tho occupantsof tho Executive Mansion at Washington.

IIAYKS AND TIIK COLOKKD l'Kol'I.E.
Tlio fuir grounds, throe miles from tho city,

were hondsoniely decorated, and thu President
found from 10,000 to 12,UI>0 people there
waiting to receive him. In his addresses to the portiuuot this multituJe that thronged around tho stand
he glinted Lincoln's maxim, that any community
that hud no superior was sovereign, and liouu other,
aud extracted from it tlio conclusion that tlio
Gutted Stato was superior to the States.
The President's fealty to Lincoln's idoas in

And what are the tacts interesting
to you iqion which this statement is bused? A very
intelligent gentleman, who has been spending one
or two years iu Kugiand, gives this general explanationol the tact, witli which wo are too
familiar to realian its signilieanee, that now,
more thun over bulore, the products of the luruis of
Illinois litiU a ready and profitable market wliau exportedto tlie countries of the Old World.
We see iu America that the railroad

The result Is
one wliicli proves the prosperity, not of the farmer
alone, hut of every class of our clli7.ons.
"Within sixty days.-and, perhaps, I am not now

coining up to the facts, for the facts are gaming
upon us all tha time, und a story tliat was
rather s large olio when 1 loft Washingtonmay bo a small one to-day.yet
1 think 1 may say that within sixty
days ilio 'e has been brought to New York from tlio
other *ld of tho ocean not less than thirty-live tons
of gold. (Ghoera and crioa of "Good.") Ii is a good
thing to have. Whereas in ult our previous
history witli which you and 1 are faimliur
Wo know that the gold was going tlio other way.
hew it is coming this way. instead of nil this
Croat production of precious metal In our
Western territory going abroad, that which 1ms
gone abroad is bogiiiuiug to come hack,

Without entering into a discussion of these
things, my friends, having now done my duty in
saying what I havo said on one of tlio
many questions connected with that great
struggle which ended with tlio civil war, I wish to
close by saying that, in my judgment, tlio man who
understood best and who is the higeBt authority
was Abraham Lincoln." (Cheers.)
General Sherman was culled out and was recoivod

with throo cheers. Hi) spoke brielly and pleasantly,
and concluded us follows:."Wo have Bpoken until
wo are as dry as a sponge sqiioeae.l all dry.
Not a word more, not a sentence, except to thank
you again auu again ror tne nonop you nave uono
tho President on ttiih occasion an a representative of
the pooplo and tho Chibf Magistrate of tho United
States." (Loud cheers.)

After tho speaking was over lunch was served in
tho pavilion, to which a number of peoplo sat down
and did ample justice. Tho party returned to tho
city during the afternoon and wore tho
guests of tho Uovernor during tho (lay. A
reception took placo in tho ovenlng at
the Exeeutivo Mansion, which called out
all tho bouuty and fashion of tliu city.
Tho party will leave hero at twolvo o'clock tomorrowfor Indianapolis escorted by a committee

from that city.

GRANT IN CALIFORNIA.

TUB GEN'EBAL ON A Tltir TO THE YOSIfMITE.

HONOIIS rBOFEEBED ALL ALONG THE

BOCTE.
Stockton, Sept. 30, 1870.

General Grant and party left Oakland wharf at
half-past eight o'clock this morning. On tho landingwas a dense mans of peoplo, and as tho
train moved oil three chocrs wcro given. Tho
General occupied a special drawing room car,
and ^accompanying him were Mrs. Grant, U. S.
Grant, Jr., J. IV. Dent, General John F. Miller,
wife and daughtor, Mies Flora Sharon,
Miss Jennie Flood and John Kuxsell Young.
Throngs of peoplo wero gathered at tho various way
stations. At Martlucs a snluto was fired, and
near tho dopot tho houses were decorated
with national colors. At Antioch tho school childrenwere drawn up in lino upon the dopot platform
and wuved their handkerchiefs as the train moved
past.
Ou arriving here at twenty minutes to ono o'clock

1*. M. the General was wclcomod by Mayor Qy&tt,
and escorted along a liuo composed of militarycompanies, tho Stockton Firo Department,
Union veterans and veterans of tho Mexican War to
a carriage drawn by four whito horsos. A procession
was then formed and proceed to traverse tho several
stroots until tho Court House was reached whore
tlioro was a concourse of several thousand schoolgirls
dressed in white. Thoy saluted tho distinguished
visitor by t lie waving ot bandkerchiefs und clapping of
hands. After the procession had passod in review
flin ftnr.nral ura« ilrivoti to tliA Yosomito Tinman.

wlicro lie received tlio prominent citizens. The
city was liuely decorated, and the military display
was creditable.
At tfio conclusion of tho reception at the Yosemlto

House Genoral (irant rotirod to his apartments
a lew moments. At four o'clock tho distinguished
({nest aud his party entered tho dining room to
partake ot a collation ofinred by leading citizens.
Alter tho viands had boou dismissed, General Grant,
in reply to an address ot wolcomo by Mayor liyatt,
said:.
"Gknti.usik.n.lam very much pleased to bo hack

in your city onco more, which I have not scon in
twenty-five years. I am very much obliged for
tho hearty reception at your hands, and will
say that. Though 7 have been here several times, I
have never staid so long before. Whou I wun on tlio
coast before 1 visited Stockton six times, but this is
the first tiiuo a roof over ahoitortd mo in
your city. Among tho ninny gentlemen I mot
to-day was one who was s«ro he knew meat Knight's
Ferry ill 1K4U. While I would not dispute
the gentleman's word. I was nevor on this
side of the ltoeky Mountains previous to 1*011.
I was only threo times at Knight* Ferry.in 1H.V2 and

FREIGHT COMBINATIONS.
Buffalo Men Complaining of BailroadMonopolies.

PRIVATE INTERESTS ASSAILED.

What It Costs to Trim and ElevateGrain.

Buffalo, N. Y., Sept. 30. 1870.
Tho Sub-commltteo on Railroad Investigation continuedits session this morning. Washington

Dullard was recalled, and in reply to Mr. Sterne,
testified as follows:.Thcro is somo paokago freight
that is carried west-bound by tho canal; the boatmengot tho merchandise from agents of the differenttransportation lines in New York city; our

agents rnako through rates by canal and lake to tho
West; wo get It direct front the canal; thcro is an

cxtruvagunt charge for elevating hero; tho elevators
ore not employed to their full cauaclty.
To Mr. Hepburn.Thcro con be lots of monoy

ntado at a charge of one-quarter of a cent per
bushel for elevating; the charge now for shovelling
is $3 50 to $-1 per 1,000 bushels; tho shovelling done
in liuffulo consists of unloading tho lake vessels and
loading the canal boats; with tho decline of the
raniil rate on rfrain in Iliiffcdn I have noticed that the

prico iu Chicago has advanced.
To Mr. Sterne.Have had uo experienco in railroading;tho prosperity of tho State and railroad*

is dependent upon tho canals.
ltAILItOAD COMPANIES AMD OUTSIDE BUSINESS.

Mr. ltobort Mills was next sworn, aud in reply to
Mr. .Sterne testified as follows:.I am engaged in tho
dry dock and shipyard business; 1 repair boats; the
Union Dry Dock Company build ships and repair
ships for other parties outside of their own corporation;I have boon in business twenty years;
we UBcd to havo sumo large shipyards hero.four or

fivo, uj> to 1M73; since that time havo felt that the
Union Dry Dock Company havo hurt my business
by thoir being connected with powerful corporations;they pay their men tho samo price that wo
pay ours; these two corporations havo been the
only prosperous builders during the past flvo years;
I object to railroads coming in and hurting my
business; thoy have shipyards, dry docks, planing
mills, blacksmith shops and saw mills; they do
planing and blacksmithlng for others.than thoir own
corporations.
To Mr. Shipman.There has been no shipbuilding

in Dutialo, except tugs and small boats, since 1873;
tho building has gone to Cleveland and other places;
havo hod contracts with the Union Dry Dock Company; on ono contract they made special rates with
tho Anchor lino and run it for four months beforeI know of it; tho planing mill of tho
Dry Dock Company has done worn for me;
they, tho Erio road, keep tho planing mill to make
money out of it; thoy do blacksmithlng for any one

outside of thoir owu work; thoy come in competitionwith mo every day; tho superintendent of tho
dry dock company is also superintendent of the
steamboat company and ho lnlluuuces and gots businessaway from us.

and active! man and his patronage is vory largo.
TESTIMONY OV AN Ol.D SHIl'llUILDKll.

Captain V. H. Jones was tho next witucss. He
testified as follows;.I am a shipbuilder; have boeu
in business in liuffalo during tlie past forty years;
have noticed tho railing olf in tho business; think it
is caused by tho freight discrimination; tho fallingoff in shipbuilding has been sluco the
panic of 1873; the steamers make two trips to the
sailing vessels' one; all tho westward and all the
valuable freight is carried by the railroad fleet;
the harbor at liuffalo is hotter to ontor when thore is
a gale of wind than any other on Lake Erie; wo do
not tlx the rates; we leavo it to our agent in
Chicago, who is a mombor of the Hoard of Trade;
don't know what the railroad rates aro; we deliverwherover wc are directed; dischargu all
the grain at elevators; think that tho shovelling
can bo douo for $1 CO per 1,000 bushels; do
not complain of tho charge tor elevating; £>vo taken
bonis of grain from Chicago to liuflalo wffen I havo
not made a dollar, in hopes of getting h cargo of coal
back again; canal boat trimming is worth $1 per
1,1X10 bushels; do not own any canal bouts;
havs had a very large amount of Wostcra
truffle; attributo tho falling off to tho buildingof now railroads. The wituess gave a
history of touting on the lakes since 1859, which
cuuscd considerable amusement. The coal trado
from liuffalo to Cleveland, Toledo and other
Western points is immeuso; tho Union Dry
Dock Company havo affcctod my business
by bidding for Jobs that I have bid
lor; I have had my vessels repaired at their dry
docks; I have known thorn to saw fur other
shipbuilders; It the canal was wiped out
tho bulk of tho business would go to tho railroads;
I speak of the Union Dry Dock Company being a

powerful corporation, from the fact that it is backed
up by tho Krio ltallroad Company.
To Mr. Hepburn.All other things bolng equal, tho

reduction of tho rate would result to tho benefit of
tho Chicago producers.
To Mr. Uterus.Tho canal cquipraont has not kept

up with tho ineroasod business of tho country;
when the llaltlmoro and Ohio road was opened to
Cliiougo was the time when thoso low rates on
froiglits wuro originatod.
To Mr. shipmsu.Went to Tonawanda in 180(1; tho

Union Dry Dock Company lost money upon tho repairingof the barge ltussoll; bur sailing vessels go
ou 'Chuugo tbo same us other vessels; if there was
no toll a man would chargu the samo us if thero
were tolls.

Mr. Sterne testified:.Ani s vessel owner; do not
own cnuul boats; usou 10 own stcuinerH; havo Doou
driven put by the railroad companies, as they

get freight at the same rates that tho railroadsget it; I have been haulodaway from theolovatorsto make room for tho propellers.that is, ad-
journcd for the ilmo being; have been a shipper for
the past twenty-live years; tho froe murine business
has been hurt very much by these oorporatlons.
meaning the Union Steamboat Company; when
they take freights from Chicago to New
York l>y lako anil rail for seven and a half
cents per hundred I can't ultord to do business;can't tell what the lake rate was when
their rate was seven anil a half couta per hundredweight;tlmy could not make any money if they
gave tho railroad company forty-five per cant of tho
seven and u half cents per hundredweight; lr the
railroads made an arbitrary rate of one-quarter of a
cents less por bushel to Milwaukoc It would drive
the bulk of trudo from Chicago; when tho freight
rates go up on the railroads and lakes the doalcr
at Chicago pays so much lusu to tho farmer;

Transportation Company llxud tho rates at tho
time; we had to go by their quotations;
did considerable business in tho package shipments;
my boats wuro chartered by ruilroad agents at New
York: carried freight for the New York Central and
the Krie roads; carried most for the Krio;
got three eeuts a hundred, or sixty cents
per ton. aud have had cents a hundredweight;
got no local freight tor Buffalo; they don't
put any local freight on onr boats; Buffalo don't
get any of the low rate traffic that goes on the canal:
we curry a load to New York in about twenty-live
days; this business has boon very large, hut is not
largo now; I can't light tho railroads successfully;
