GOOD RACING AND CHARMING WEATHER.

Checkmate, Sensation, Harold, Monitor
and Disturbance the Winners.

The American Jockoy Club opoued the gates of
Jeroiao Park yesterday to begin the autuiuu meeting.ami although there was not the largo crowd
that bau been seen ou opening (lays of the past, still
there wan a large and respectable attendance to wituessthe five events that were on the card.
From an early hour the lovely drives of the CentralPark were tilled with vohleles of every description,from the ponderous four-in-hand to

the frail light wagon; the smart, tidy dog cart

and the lumbering clarence. The l'ark was

In its most charming fall attire.tho toilet of

beauty that Nature bestows upon the metropolitan
garden at this season. Tue varied hues uud everchangingscenes that unfold themselves at every
turn present kaleidoscopic combinations and the

eyo never tires of them. Out on tho wide, dusty
Boulevard.and dustier yesterday than ever.sped
the merry throng, wending their way across

Macomb's Bum to the charming Jeroiuo

avenue, nntil the well known portals of Jerome
l'ark are reached. The Coaching Club were well

represented, five coaches being on the ground at

the foot of the club houso bluff, thoso of Messrs.

Kaue, Fritsch. Bennett, Lorillard and Jerome. On

the hill back of the grand stand over ouo hundred
wagons wore hitched in a line, showing that tho

majority of the visitors on this opening day preferreda ride through tho Park to tho close quartersof a railroad traiu. And in this preference
they showed a keen sense of enjoyment, tho ride
being as full of interest as the races themselves.
A brilliant coup d'ail unfolded to the lookers on

from tbe grand stand. The sun beats down with tho
intensity and fierceness of a midsummer day, when
tho mercury is among the nineties and half the
world at the sea shore. Along the roils that
horn in the course is a line of eager, ex-

p<cuut faces, all turned toward a point
where a cloud of dust follows the flying hoofs
and a flash of crimson or orange is seen as the foremostrider turns the bend, between the tracks or

the loops of tho sinuous course a crowd of excited
table boys and Jockeys shout themselves hoarse.
Nearer comes tho cloud of dust, and for the instant

. there is a mingling of gay colors, until tho orange
goos to the front and tho voice of the multitude is
lifted up. Directly opposite is the picturesque bluff,
wth only a corner of the veranda of the club house
seen through the surrounding foliage, which has

already begun to array itself in the glowing tints of
autumn. The snn-kissed leaves show evory shade
of color from tho deepest green to the gayest yellow,the lustreless bronze and the glowing ruby.
Tho velvet-like carpeting of the bluff looks more

attractive than over, and even some of the hurdles
resemble well trimmed hedgerows. To the right,
on the natural terrace that looks down on the track,
are groups of pleased visitors, who evidently care

more for the scene and the surroundings than they
do for horseflesh. Beyond them is the hill where
many a steeplechaser comes to grief. To the left
is "Deadhead Hill," black with people, whose shouts
are carried across Central avenm to the grand stand.
Immediately beneath the stand are representative
men of every profession, all engaged in discussing
the now absorbing topic of the hour.horseflesh.
The spray of the fountains diffuses grateful cool-
news and affords relief from tne scorchiug linat. On
the bluif beyond the white flag of the American
Jockey Club floats lazily in the scarcely stirring
breeze, and the little red and white flags that mark
the boundaries of the steeplechase course are in a

gentle flutter. The white spire of a church shoots
up trom the woods on the left as a relief to the luxuriantl'oliage that frames in this beautiful park.
On the green sward are somo of society's fairest
representatives, chatting together in unstudied yet
picturesque groups, and not the loaA among the
visitors to Jerome Park who tako a lively interest in
the performances of the four-footed contestants.
There is a restless surging tide of betting humanityin the enclosure, where one cau publicly announcehis preferences and back them to auy

amount he desires. Over a dozen bookmakers have
converted this space into a mart where lungs are

brought into requisition to a greater extent than
uywherc else in the great city. "I'll bet agalust
any of these horses." "Who wants to back any of
them?" "Three to one against Oriole." "One thousandto eight hundred against Harold." Hometimes
an enthusiast wishes to set up in business for himselfby elbowing his way through the crowd aud
inviting any one present to back somo horse
so that hj might take the other one. From
the largo amounts of money that found their way
into the bookmakers' satchels yesterday it was evidentthat busiuesa was unusually brisk. At the
conclusion of euch race there wait uu instantaneous
rush lor the quarter* ot the betting meii. Winners
aud loHcrs uliko sought tho shrine of the tickle god,(less, Fortuuo, aud tho exchange of mongy went on

unremittingly.

The third race wna the
Jerome Stakes, and in this Monitor beat Spendthrift
in as fine a contest as has been witnessed this seaf

ion. After going a mile tho raco was roduced to u

A ditch lay
in the way, and when Dundy came to this he bolted
and lost at least a furlong of gtound. Lizzie D then
went on with tho lead around the hill, and when she
