PRISONERS' AID SOCIETY.
national movement to prevent crime.

miss gilbert's society and its woke.a
better dat dawning tor criminals,
lieadorn of the Herald are aware that there eziata

to-day a society duly incorporated under the laws of
the State of New York, eutitled 'The Gilbert
Library and Prisoners' Aid Society.*' It Is
the outgrowth of the life-work of the eminentphilanthropist Miss Linda Gilbert, who,
previous to its existence, bed devoted the
best years of her thought and eucrgy in counselling
prisoners both while in jail and in prison, aiding
them when released to obtain situations, establishingmany of them in business and contributing
largely of her own means to the supportof many of their Indigent families, bqpides
having by her indomitable industry placed libraries
of 1,500 or 2,000 volumes each in eleven jails and
prisons of this city and State and other cities and
States. And through the agitation thus raised other
libraries more or less extensive have been establishedby other philanthropists in Brooklyn, Norwich,Conn.; Philadelphia and other places, in all
aggregating over thirty thousand volumes. This
society is national in its character and design, and
so far as it can command the means of doing so
it will seek to Improve the condition of prisons and
prisoners by striving to "secure such legislationas shall best subserve their real interest, which
is the true interest of the public as well; to Improve
prison discipline, not necessarily making it less a
punishment, but seeking a wiser administration In
grading and classification; to place libraries of readableand improving books in every prison snd jsll
in the country; to look after the prisoner's family,
it «wi tionil anH tvnvlh v whilo Ha aw aha mew N.. tm

prisoned.in short, to seek in practical wsys to restores rslleu brother.fallen often through other influencesthan innate slntulneas.to manhood and
good citizenship."

PMCVKKTION BKITES THAN CUBS.
Another and no less important department of the

work of this society is to furnish ex-prisoners employmentwhen their term of imprisonment has expired.Many are convicted for their first offence;
others on circumstantial evidence, while others were,
no doubt, guilty of the crimes laid to their
charge. But long confinement often produoes
radical changes in their moral character, so
that when tbey lesve ths prison they desire to lead
better lives. They rarely succeed, however, owing
to the prejudice which everywhere exists acainst
them. It is almost impossible for them to obtain
employment in such cases without the help of
this or some similar society. As a consequent resultthey become disheartened and very naturallyconclude that every man's hand is against
them for evil ana that no one has any
interest in them whatever. Having exhausted
their enorgy aud resources in quest of honest employmentto no effect, with no better prospect than
sutferiug and absolute want before them, they are
forced by the hostile attitude of publio sentiment
aud the imperative demands of their nature, counter
even to their inclinations and convictions, back
again into crime and shame. In these circumstancesthe question might properly be raised
as to whether these men or society are
the most responsible for the consequent resultof their action, for an effect is the inevitable resultof some cause. This policy is neither wise nor
just, because it fails in effecting the object at which
it aims. '-An ounce of prevention is better than a
pound of cure." It costs less to prevent crime than
it does to punish it, as can be proven beyond all
question when we take into account the millions of
property destroyed by the hands of the incendiary,
me burglaries wmcn are perpetrated ana tbe precious
lives sacrificed to shield the criminal from detection.
These are not infrequent occurrences, and the
loss of life is beyond redemption. Then, in connectionwith this is the expense attending the arrests
and that of supporting prisoners while in Jails and
in houses of detention while awaiting trial; add to
this the expense of trying them, and yon find that
the aggregate amount expended annually is simply
enormous, so that the policy pursued is not wise.
One third of tbe amount expended aunuilly in arrestingand convicting c rimtnals and punishing
them, if it were Judiciously used and opportunely
administered, would prevent two-thirds of the
crimes committed and save the country more than
half the expense.

AN KXDOWMKNT FUND NEKDKI).
In a circular Just issued the society calls upon

manufacturers, contractors, corporations, farmers
and other classes of employers to aid in giving employmentto ex-prlsouers who are desirous of leadingpeaceful and industrious lives. The society has
a board of ten directors besides a board of managers,of which Miss (iilbert is president, and also a
board of trust to take charge of contributed funds.
The society wants an endowment of from $.100,01)0
to $*00,000, the interest of which conld be used in
detraylug its running expenses, in the transporting
of many of these men, in finding employment for
others, in helping to establish some in business in a
small way, in providing ror the actual necessities of
prisoners' families, in tbe purchase of books to replenishlibraries, in securing such legislation as
shall promote tbe nest interest of our work, and secureto convicts in our prisons the enlightened and
humans treatment which convicts in many countries
in Europe receive.

FIVE THOUSAND GODS.
borne years ago tbe province of Yunan, almost exclusivelypopulated by Mohammedans, rose in open

revolt against its sovereign, cast off the Celestial
yoke and declared its independence. The Chinese
government, having subjugated the Yunanites, Bet
to work to convert them from Islam to the 8tate
worship of the Yiowery Realm. Tho Yunanites have
hitherto withstood persuasion, theological argument
and torture with stolid resolution; so the astute
mandarins intrusted with the tssk of weaningthem irom their dogmatio errors havo
adopted tbe ouuuing expedient of makingit worth their while to become idolators.
A recent Imperial decree ordains that every Mohammedanpublicly renouncing his faith shall beeutrauchiaedfrom taxation, and that this privilege shall
be extended to his descendants for the period of 100
years. The actual convert, moreover, shall l>e distinguishedby a mark of Imperial favor.a peacock's
feather or cap button, according to his couditiou in
life. Meanwhile, tbe Chinese government has
caused 5,000 gods, of every orthodox variety,-to be
manufactured tor the especial benefit of the Yunan
metropolis alone. These deities have been set up
by the police in the porches and courtyards of every

1 house in the town, and the needs of laiuilies
j aru compelled to burn lncouao once a day

before their unwelcome Lares, m well as to provide
1 them with new clothe* from head to foot at certain
f atated period*. The Chinese police la instructed to

"look up" any householder proving a defaulter in
the performance of these obligatory rites, and to
stimulate him to the lultilniunt of his duties by
every convenient inducement. Thus caught in a
clolt stick, one section of which represents the certainadvancement of hi* personal interests aud the

t other all the mechanical Ingenuities of the Celestial
I torture chamber, It is considered highly probeblo

that, ere long, the Yunanite Moslem will enthusiasticallyrecognize the intrinsic merits of the Chinese
form of Buddhism as the best of all possible religious
creeds.

piece struck agaiuat the wall of the Assay Office »ud
fell back luto the alleyway. The coucusaiou broke all
the lower wiudows In the Hub-Treasury and the
Aasay Office. No person waa hurt, as the eiigineur
sinl !us assalatauts ware under cover duriug the
testing. It waa diaoovurvd after the explosion that
there was a flaw in (be outer edge ot the tank.
