The Huascar Silences the Batteriesof Antoiagasta.

The brief despatch transmitted to the Ukuajlu by

fatuous Iron-dad UuaHcar and the forts of Autofagasta,aided by tho gun* of the Chilean corvettes Magallaucsand Abtao. First, it may be well to transcribea translation of the telegram directed to CtenoralPrudo, in Arica, from licar Admiral Grau, dated

The despatch, modest and retieeut, is character

istic of tho man, but the story of this, tho bravest

exploit uf the Huascar, must be told at greater
length.

Atter having paid his customary fortnightly visit
to the Chileau and Bolivian ports montioued. AdmiralUruu quietly steamed into Alltofagasta on the
morning of the 28th of August, while his men

were tranquilly enjoying their breakfast, at the
somowhat fasiiiouable, but usual hour iu South
America, ot eleven, anxious to discover whether
the two Chileau corvettes had left their safe protectionbehind the cordon of merchaut vessels,
where he had found thorn several days previously.
Falling in this design the engineers on board «ud
the earpeuters were ordered to prepare aouie apparatustor the purpose of lifting tho cable loading
to Valparaiso, hoping thus to effectually cut off ail
submarine communication. Admiral Grau had en-

terod Autofagasla bcloro oa several occasions, and
generally retired without oven having an opportunityto salute the Chilean ensign with his shotted
guns, but this time it seemed that ho was to have
better fortune.

IS BATTLU A1U1AY.

IV'foro he had his ship in battle order, and trusting
to fhu singular indifforenco ot the Chiloans as to the
presence of an armed enemy in their waters, Grau
was quietly making all of his prcparstions for a

peaceable attack on the submerged cable, when the
shore batteries, mounting ten or iifteeu guns, one

3U0-pounder, two or more 15U-pounder Krupps and a

number of smaller pieces, opcuod oil him, aided by
the two corvettes, which carefully steamed out from

Even had these
means of assistance been at hand it is probable that
the brave captains of the Chilean vessu.s would have
opposed serious resistance to the departure or removalof their singular bulwarks. Grau lost no
time in replyiug to the compliuieut of iron, but it
will be recollected thai the liuascar was entirely
alone aud had but her two l&U-pouud turret guns.
Which can only be discharged every iltteuii or
twenty luiuules, and her decs battery of two seventypoundersto answer thu cannonade l'rom shore,
where thu artillerymen, being likewise under
parapet mid on firm ground, certainly had tlio
advantage over a low-lying monitor in rough water
and in a bay filled with roolu and sandbars. Mo
it will be seen that tho advantages were
on one Hide, and that aide wan not the
l'cruviau. Nevertheless, what wan tho rosult? Four

Condensing appar tux on shore and firing tho
laat shots at tho discomfited onetiiy, leaving
tho port at six P. M. and steaming slowly
up to Iqntque and Arica with thu captured
launches In tow. which latter port he reached on the
31st of August, just in tliuo to receive the congratulationsof the two Presidents.Prado, of Peru, and
Ilaza, of Bolivia, on liis well merited promotion to
Bear Admiral, and their felicitations for this new
exploit, probably the most hazardous in which thu
famous 11 Itascar has distinguisiie t hurself.
