Belore taking this decisive
step they exhunstad every bonorable means to se-
eure o the voming contest harmony and unity in
tho party, Unfortunstely in titds they failed, and
nposn thoir fadure the powmination of i democrst

Almost his fest offleial act was to nowluate
the Chairman of the Llepublican State Comuwittes
to 1he oftice of Superintendent of Insursuce—
the jrinoipal depariment in the State govern-
ment,  When this nowination was made tise presi-
dentind question wius  before Cougress, and Mr.
Bmyth was made Saperintendent of lusurance in
furthersnee of Mr, Tildou's plans, sud in cxpeecta-
tion of republicen afiuence and support of his
clulms, In tius bo wes disappointed. In conmse
quonee the Governor's subseguonl appointecs wars
those oply who conspicoously ideatified themselves
with Mr, Ulden s the democrstic power in toe
State. Whutover Mr. Lilden demusnded the Governor
pranted, and the response was prompt, 1f the de-
wire was to secure o Stule Commitice 1u Mr, Tilden's
interest, the Governor was oo band removing falth-

To bo thus classed sod rapked is o degradation to
which ull the dpmocrucy of the Btate have not s yet
submitted, Awmong the democescy there are thou-
sty —aye, bhondreds of thousinds—who will pot
have Tilden snd his political creed, Aguinst those
the Tiiden thunderbolts bave been hurled. Fore-
wost in tholr ravks are the democrucy of the eity of
New York, The jadependence ol the loeal demoersoy
in that cily has spocially raisea the wrath of the
preat manipulator, and all that money or maltgaity
could do o has attomupted, to wake their punisbment
e plary. Their local vrganization be has bossted

THE CANAL INFLUESCE,

This is specinlly g0 as to the em,florc’.ﬂ under the
Comwissioner of Public Works. The prosent Com-
wissioner (8 trom Franklin conuty, snd when &
pointed was without experiouve snd void of wll
practival knowledge as 1o any matter or thing rolat-
ing to the workiug or of the 1
The prevailing revommendation he had was the cor-
tiltcute of Mg, Smith M. Weoud, who bocume spousor
for his fidelity to the Tilden polisy; and cortainly, if
the prowotion of this polioy 1s the chiet cnd of the
cunal management, the result hus tully justitied
the selection. The mwendment to the copstitution
providing for the appoinguent of s Comnuissioner of
Public Works was promoted and adopted in the ex-
peciation that under {ts provisions the canal man-
agement would be removed from the sphere of
politics., Governor Robiuson hus repeatedly pro-
clihmed the necossity thoro oxistod for and the ad-
vantages of socuring sich a result.  But while these
professions were being made the Governor was, snd
atill 5, in receipt of letters trom Mr. Tilden request-
ing that the canal fnfluence stould bo used for
speeitied political purposes—to socure, I}smmole or
defeat the nomination or election of delogates or
candidutes us dotermined by their standing oo the
Tilden plutforw. And these requests hove slways
been complicd with, suceess pursnant to the dires-
tlons given being considered the paramonnt duty of
every ouo connected with the management, from
the Commissioner to the humblest subordinate.

Never bafore in the history of the Siate hus thore

beoen such & prostitution for persounsl polivical pur-
poses of the office of Governor, 1f the truth was
Tully diselosed it wonld appear that all, or nourly all,
ot Governor Robiosron's official action bas been taken
o receiviug some politicsl consideration. Bills
hiave been signed or vetoed by him not g0 much on
the merits or demerits of the measure as by the
stunding or fidelity to Tilden of the promoters or
oljeetors. So well did ikis come to be underastood
thut the Tilden intduones was repeatedly invoked in
tuvor of or aguinst auy particulsr bill, and when this
intercst was brought to bear iovercor Robinson never
hesitoted to override his public declarations of prin-
ciples, and what e believed to be the meaning and
cllpet of constitutiounsl provisions. This is well
llustrated by s setion ou what are known as the
Claims bills, relating to the city of New York.. On
Muarch 19, 1877, the Governor vetoed the first of these
bills that came before i, ussigning as Lis resson,
to yuote from bLis message:—
Artiels B, peetion 11, of thoe constltutlon provides that
o ewnnty, city, town or villege shall hersalter give any
woney of property, of los its money or crodits o oor in
abl of wny indlyidusl, sesoelation or corporation, This
bill requires the city of New York to give lis moncy to
Private individuals who have noet erdo not clulin to hive
wisy iegal 1ight thorota, 1F thay hod any sueh right they
eoilad, of canrse, euforee it in the courts, mid would not by
Nefore the l‘u;:l.-'l.ulun_- weking bt 2o compel the city to make
the gitr,  The bill, therefore, 1s in direct contlict with the
constitutivnel provision abose gited.

Dy just such vetoes us this Governor Robinson
hus appeared in the guise of a reformer—bidding
tor popularity. Dut what be did with the one bend
o alwsys  undid  with  the  other—opo  doubt
praying fervently that his right land should
wot know what his lett hand did. Those who
are ourivus on the subjeck can examine ol
ters SU8, U, 442 and 453, Laws of 1877; 416
and 459, Luws of 187#; and 451, 363, 443, 405,
408, 490 and 518, Laws of 187TU—all poassed atter
the date of tho veto above quoted, and all up-
proved by Govervor Wobinsou; each rvoquiring
the city of New York to pay oul of ite funds **to
private individuals who bave not and do not clajm
to have any legal right thereto,” Under thuse vari-
ous statutes clulmns exceeding $250,000 were roguired
to be paid by tho eity, Hoveral ot the “‘private in-
dividuals' for whose benefit these stututes were

sebed aro to-day the foremost in the city of New
E‘urk among the enpporters of Governor Robinsou.
Uf courre sll such sre opposed to Mr. Kelly—tho
olficial who, in the interest of the eity, objected to
such leglslation. And this 18 but s sample—u fuir
rupreseutation of Governer Robinson's sdministra-
tion ull ever the anﬁ Lgginlativetuvors huve been
conferred in consideration of political support. Tho

EQUAL TAXATION.

The Governor's ides of reform s tairly shown by
his rotussl to sign the bill appointing o commis-
sioner to prepare and report 1o the noxt Legislature
wosystem to secute i just aud equal toxation of prop-
erty throughout the State. By Lis actlon on this
bLill the Governor setat nsught the alwost unani-
mons opinfon o and out ui‘ the Logislature, thut
this was the onply practical way Ly which oguiablo
taxation could be provided for, and be bas coutinned
fndefinitely the present systew under which special
snd wealthy interests escape, uud the burdens of tax-
ation are levied unjustly upon fsems and real es-
tate, especially upon mwortgaged cstate. The veto
pullifying legslation desigued to effect a fair can-
vass of the votos of the people fu citios other than
the city of New York—thus allowing corrupt and
vensl inspectors of elections in the puy of his fa-
vorites o falsify the election roturus awd set at
panght the suflruges of dumocratio electivns—was &
genuine phase of the Tilden system.

To uphold or extend this eysicin no necessary nct
Lins been tound too extryue for the Tilden power to
porpetrate. For this purpose it cun shroud itself
und uppear in any political disguise—reforms or
fraud. Opposition is the one thing it will not tole-
yate, Wherever throughont the State opposition to
this political creed presouts iself the offord is made
to erush out such epposition whatever the conse-
gquences.  In this mauner ndividusl domocrats have
been proseribed and candidstes for office have been
stabbed fn the dark. No publie act—political, ex-
centive, legislative or judicial which ioes not con-
form to the Pildem systow —is overlooked. No inter-
est or reputation is bedd sscred from its attacks,
Frivate mdividuals sod public officers have both
wlike bovome it4 vietims. Even our Sapreme Judi-
cature—whose distinguished reputation and ligh
lLionor is the pride of our citizens—has by this sys-
tetn boen maligaed begause ot deeclsioos given in the
tuithiul dischistgo of its duties, aud not in subluis-
slon to inlerested dictation,

Aud it wuas to continue this system until ever
cenbre of opposition to the Tildon power in individ-
tals or orgapizstions in every pwet of tho State was
crushed out that Governor Rot was p 1
tor reponupstion.
