PHILADELPHIA, Pit., Oct. 10, 1879.

Tile reception and dinner given by the citizens of

Philadelphia to John Uuury Puluston, M. P.. this

evening. at tlio Continentalglutei, was attuudod
by about one hundrod and llttv of the leadiug
citizens of Philadelphia. Colonel Forney presided,
having the guest of the evening on his right and
tho llritish Consul of this port on his leit.
Speeches were luade by General Patersou, Mayor
Stokeley, Mr. Pnloaton, ex-Senator tSimou Cameron,
"Pig" Iron" Kelley, Mr. Crump, Her Majesty's Cousul,and Colonel MuCluro. After tho usual toasts to
the Quucu and tho President and a speech by General
l'utersou Colouol Forney haul:.
Two of tUo bent of *11 the human emotions aro

11 alive to-night.gratitude for kindness received,
ami happiness in kindness conferred; and there is
something supremely romantic in the way in which
those two sacred influences have boeu illustrated by
a single life. The instuuee itself is sulhcieutly abnormalto be set apart us distinctly exceptional. I can
lind nothing like it iu history, ami as it comes to us
it is m the very best sense typical of an ago full
of marvels. We have before us iu the
person of our dietingulshed guosl, Mr. l'ulcston,a ntau not yet fifty, still in tbo prime of
lite, who lias been a part of one of the sublimes!
moral and social and political and financial revolu-
tions on earth, and lias shared in the administrationsof two distinct governments, the leaders of
the two groat civilizations of the universe. We have
iu JoUu Houry Palestou, tiie emigrant of 18T>2, crosslugthe wide ocean to a straugo land, wnoro for
years he lived a stranger; engaged iu mercantile
pursuits and a newspaper editor, the officer of a

State administration at the scat ot the national government,aud finally the partner iu u great American
bunking house. This is an outline 01 the American
side of his caroer.

Colonel Forney continued, drawing an ontlincof
Mr. Puleston'scaroer in Engluna and concluded:.
A busier man there is not in bo ridon than Mr.

1'ulcstou, and as one of the leaders of the conservativemajority his hours are full of work, lint at all
times, whiter uud summer, day aud night, lie is
ready to receive his American iriuuds, to attend to
their appeals, to advise theiu iu business, to pre-
sent them to his government and to look after their
thousand wants. And nuw that we have linn hero
ainonK «h unee more, now that we can study him
from the two sides of bis career, let us prove at least
vital we are gratutul for all that be lias done for us
and our country, and proud that be imbibed iu
Pennsylvania that deep love for the United States
which has been so useful in the high sphere he so

And with these words of proface, not of introduction,but of just and well deserved praise, 1 present

you to John Henry Puleston, Member of Parliament
from licvonport. (Applause.)

Mr. Puleston responded:.
How can 1 respond to such a toast, how can I

fittingly acknowledge this splendid murk of your
esteem and friendship? 1 cannot certainly in words
give expression to the emotions which crowd upon
me as I stand here in the city of Philadelphia,
the recipient of kindness such us this. Hut
as from the fulness of the heart the mouth
spenliotli, I must ask you to let my words, feeble
tnougli they are, indicate my heartfelt thanks for
the way, gentlemen, you have drunk this toast, aud
for the spirit which prompted this magnificent banquet:aud you, sir, for your more tuun eloquent,
your klud, sye, your affectionate utterances. (Applause.)Men distinguished above their fellows,

the old world to contribute to the better understandingof the new liavu not been unappreciated.
There is nothing, gentlemen. more grateful to us

in tliin world than to be remembered after many
years by tboae among whom wo hare lived, and it is
very certain that tho recollection ot this banquet
will be as lasting aa life itself, and that daughter
who sits by yonder door will never forget the conspicuoushonor thus paid to her father. (Cheers.)
Continuing in a brilliant address the guest of the

evening drew a sketch of his former life in this
country, alluded to tho Arm friendship which he
had ever maintained with our people, spoke of tho
evidences ot our prcsout renewed prosperity and
concluded:.

I congratulate yon on the public spirit which lias
already accomplished such results. Indeed, everywherethe evidences ot rapid progress are to be seen,
aud, while, we can show you much that is old and
grand, von can show us how rapidly grand cities are
built, and how proaperous aud happy people becomein this Western hemisphere. It is my privilegeto see mauy of them in England, and 1 trust I
may see you all there.come often and stav long.
I cannot give you, individually, banquets like this,
but I can give yon an English woicoiue and the
gratitude ot a warm hoart. (Applause.)

bKNATOU CAMEUON's Sl'JCKC'U.

After a brief address by Mayor Stokcly, ex-Senator
Cameron wan called for and made the moat effective
speech of the evening. Uc said:.".Such a welcomo
makes even mo proud. Our guest represented an

important element of our foreign population in our

tiiuo of trouble, and I am glad to add to his welcome.
Uc has referred to protection. I will say a tew
words on that subject. The fact is that the
people of England only changed their policy from
protection to free trade, because they bclicvud that
they could control the world, but our great agriculturalpopulation has taught them better. Tho
English statesmen of to-day see that they were

wrong. Tho solemn truth is that no govcrumcut
can prosper when tho workiugujuu's interests
arc neglected. We have In America the natural
elements of greatness. The products of the earth
are more ready at the command of man here than in
all the rest of the world. This ia especially true of
Pennsylvania, and why should we not tako care of
our own people? It is a bud husband who docs not
take care ot liis own home. I am proud of being a

Pennsyivauiau, for 1 do thiuk that this State has
greatly contributed to tho commercial independence
ol' this uutiou."

She Is not alnruys true lu pitch, occasionallyflatting seriously, as iu "A1 eampo e 11
frutcl," last evening, in the third act. limitative passagesshe does badly and her phrasing lacks
artistic spirit, but though those arc sorious
drawbacks to perfect vocalization tbey exist

only in a small degree; they aro nut always
present and aro seldom noticeable, being merely occasionalblemishes, and often resulting from nervousnessor carelessness. We have thus plainly
stated hor faults, observed under trying circum-
stances likely to allow them prominently.the ucr-
vousucs* of u first performance before a critical an-
dieuce. Her strong points were many and cr><dita-
ble; her voice is sweet and flexible and possesses a

peculiarly sy in pathetic quality of touc which is
used most judiciously ami effectively. Her weak
notes aro few, and the balance are strong, pure and
of prime quality. Sue has, apparently, a natural
musical Instinct, and ha* been under good masters.
She adds greatly to the effect of her vocal clforts by
her acting, which shows her well worthy
of her lather's name. Thus, with faults
which cau be eradicated and good points
which cau be further developed, there should
be nothing depressing to her ambition
in the lact that she scored a success, but not a

triumph. Her entree and opening phruscs were good
ami her Sp inning-Wheel song was given with taste
and tiiiish. The duet with Faust and tho passage
beginning "Ti vuglio auiar idolatrar" was au

exquisite piece of vocalization, accompanied
by a bit of acting that, together, made
it remarkable. The closing solo in act
third was another (airly earned success for tue lady,
The Jew el Song was uot over well done, the phrasing
being poor and the melody poorly interpreted. AU
of her music in tho prison scene wus admirably executedand with touching expression of tone. Had
all her work been up to this standard It would have
been a triumph indeed, and. as she combines so

large a share of dramatic with vocal ability, ami has
youth iu her favor, study ought to do great thiugs
lor hor yet.
M. Castlemary, who sung the rGIc of Meplilstopheles,

has a powerful voice that has been well trained, but
the quality is not always pleasing, and it lacks
roundness and finish iu legato passages. lie sung
ami acted with great spirit last evening, but he was
often a semitone flat of the orchestru. ills lower
tonus are uot us full as they might be, but he
possesses some excellent notes iu the middle registerand is a painstaking artist iu all he undertakes,
lie is a good addition to the troupe, but not so

strong as the announcements made previous to his
coming Indicated. Miss Lancaster was a thoroughly

Doth gentlemen have improved greatly since laut
season and are most serviceable artist* to tin: troupe.
Miss Areouo was Marta and did a small part well.
The orchestra was ample in numbers and of good

material. It would be much improved if tlic brass
and reeds were not allowed to predominate constantlyover the strings, as they did last evening,
and u general toning down of power would add to
their effectiveness as au uecompaui incut to the voices.
The chorus did their work well, but were allowed to
sing out of tunc at times, and a trille out of time.
The voices are good, and they only need a firmer
hand over tliom to make them sharper and prompter
in their music. The Soldier*' chorus, was woll done.
As a whole the opera went well.very much

better than we buvc heard It rendered by more ambitiouscompanies, but still it is opeu to improvementbetore the next performance. It is pleusant to
chronicle only pleasant results in criticising a performance,hut it is a duty to point to shortcomings
plainly where they exist, and the result often shows
thai they are capable of prompt remedy.

IN ZOCAVii HUKfS.

The regiment, which was ou its way to participate
in to-ilav's iiurane of thu Graml Arinv of thu Itonub-
lie garrisoning iho Statu of Pennsylvania, looked
well. It turned out in the uniform worn by tlio
corpa when it niarebed to the trout eighteen years
ago. This consisted of a half zouavo dress.crimson

pautaloous and forage cap to match, with blue
slashed Ulousu and vest.

MAJtCHIXO AWAY.
At the armory the parade was formed at one

o'clock, and over four hundred officers, enlisted
ineii and musicians stood in the loruiatiou. A wing
ot the Fifteenth battalion. National Guard, under
command ot Lieutenant Colonel Mvcuburg, escorted
the outgoing regiment o the ferry. Along the
line ot march thousands of people turned out
to see the Fourteenth as they proceeded
on their way with their easy, elastic, swinging
rait, to such tunes as the ouo above named. "My
.ova She's but a Lassie Yet," "Munching Through
Georgia" an i "The Sweet By und By." At the
Brooklyn side of the Wall struct ferry the Fifteenth
formed in line and paid the regulation compliment
ot a "present arms" to their outgoing coinrudus in
the service. Major Mitchell stated that it was

the intention of the commanding officer
to return with the regiment to Brooklyu
to-night. Among those who accompanied the commandto Philadelphia were ex-Lioutenaut Governor
Uobmsou, General Fowler (formerly commander of
the Fourteenth}, Colonel ilebevoisuaud several others.The breasts of officers and men were liberally
docoratod with corps badges, medals won in rifle
contests and distinctive marks for skill before tlio
butts. The regiment reached Jersey City a few
minutes before three o'clock mud embarked
in a most orderly manner on a special
tiain which hail iieeii provided tor the occasion. Of
ooursu the turnout was in heavy marching order;
bat the only omcor mounted wan tue colonel, GeneralJohn 1). Woodward watched the old Fourtoenth
with evident pride an the companies filed by in
column of four*. He was outjof uniform, and did
not exact the compliment due to liu rank. There
wore no apcochew or ceremonials at the iirooklyu MunicipalBuildings. A liberal display of bunting wan
seen along tho route.

A PLATTEiiiN tr reception.

WilsonPost, No. 1, of Baltimore, also arrived this evening,as well us other posts intending to participate
in the Grnud Army celebration to-morrow.

EXPLOSION IN A COAL MINE.

[bx telegraph to the herald. ]
WiLKsnABRK, Pa., Oct. 10, 1879.

This afternoon another one of those frequent subterraneanexplosions or gas incident to coal mining
took place in No. 6 slope of the Wiikosbarre Coal
and Iron Company, aeverely burning and injuring
several men. Bobert Smith and John Moran, both
miners, and their laborers, Thomas McGourtey and
John Burko, were engaged in "robbing pillars" in
tho old workings, whon the lamp of Moranignited a body of gas, causing a

terrific explosion of such power as to bo
felt a mile away in No. 4 slope. Kmith and McGourteyare sevcrly burned, tho flesh on their
hands, ears and backs being literally baked. When
the Ukuald reporter saw them they were being
bathed copiously with oil, but uufieriiig excruciat-
iiig pain, llio otlier two men ineutionea are not so

severely burned. Tho earn were blown from their
tracks, the brattle! ng shattered, and stone walls
tour feet in thickness were forced from their places.
The alter damp overtook the men and they became
unconscious. When reliefcame to them the rescuers
found Moran prostrated upon the ground with a

crippled mule lying across his body. Tho amount
of datuago is not yet known.
