In addition to all these good things it has its
county slmshounse, § modest building, which, ylewed
from o dist in perfeot keeping with the
most consopvative ideas of the place, I yisited it to-
day, and will tell you exactly what Isaw, and how I
saw it,

THE HAPPY VALLEY.

Hehoharlo nestles in & valley, along the banks of
Ihe ereak from which it takes its name—a feader to
g Mohawk. Tho valley (e not more thun a mile in
width, and on elther gide the hills rise rapidly, one
upon the other, ungll they almast achieve the dig-
nity of mountains, It i s bappy valley, be-
cause every dweller therein (s satisfied with
himself. The road to tho nlmshouse crosses
the eregk by o covernd wooden bridge and, dsshing
boldly up the hillside until it attains an elevation of
sbout two hundred feet, skirts tho rugged heights
for three miles. Itis only oalled three miles fram
thp villago to the almahouse, but I fesrthe con-
tented, well-to-do peopls of ths county's eapltal
travel the road so seldom that they have forgotten
its length. At auy rate, {4 required nearly su hour
with & good horse to cover the ground—so steop
ware the asconts and decenta and so rooky the road.
Attor all, the ride is = preity one, for
below to the left lies the Behobarie valley, st
thjs wosson of the year s charming ar
rangement in rod and green as the eye gathers the
budkwheal Selds und mesdow land into ono vast
lundacape. And thers is water in the pioture, alo,
tor the bright listlo proek bas Lroadened considers-
bly, Looking for a reason for this—for siroams sre
not naturslly larger us we ascond them—wae disgover
s big red mi]l, and nearit o dsm, A loug expsnse
of foam is soemn below the cascade, and tons of
white pebbles showing brightly among the dark

brown loam, :
ON THE GROUND,

A sharp bend in the rosd briugs the object of our
sepreh in full view. It 18 & two story brick structure,
probably onoe hundred and Ufty feet in length,
*hoaded up'” on tho southern end by s short oll, the
gable of which broaks tho otherwise parallol lines
of the building. The front, looking valleyward, I
coloped & light gray tiug, but the ends and back of
the structure remain red as the brick composing
them. Economy has bopun alrosdy—and decep-
tipn! The roof isof tin, painted brown; but a great
ghastly belt of new motal bisecta it from the caves-
trongh to the peak, and the raln sod sunskine (for
Naturo believes in harmony) are fagl tanning away
the whiteness, Tho rust of time is at work on the
roof; and s graveyard in a small spplo orchard
on the Jeft showa that |8 has been ke
wise outting deop among poor and unpitied

bumapity. There are some Ismbs reposing
upon and beside the sunken gr , bub they
are not the 1 and b itul bl in marbl

which aro seon {n the cometeories of those whom the
world Joves, for, nesr by, tho ewos are grazing, and
as wo approach they guthor tholr fock together and
withdraw to the fence that ouce scourely snclosed
thie sacred place. Not & boadstono with & name upon
it-i8 to bo ween, not a trace of the grave's ocoupant
left. However sad and touching tho storios there
buried no humen Lsud can fix the identity of the
charnoter in the tale, Porhaps it is ss well to pisce
the Fotter's Fileld at tho gatoway to the pau-
per's dwelling place. Shrowd overneers of the poor
iy time gone by may have reasonod that the moral
cifoct would be wholasomo. The now comer who
soos how tho dead are treatod realizes ot o glanoo
what the living have to expect. Then, If he have
courage, he will drown or hang himself, and the
overburdencd taxpayor will be proportionately re-
